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The University Hill Corporation is a private, not for profit organization whose membership 
includes the educational and medical institutions, the business groups, religious organizations 
and major stakeholders throughout the University Hill neighborhood  in the city of Syracuse.  
University Hill’s employers provide jobs for more than 20,000 people, and its institutions 
educate over 20,000 students each year.  It is one of the most economically dynamic areas of 
the region, with over $700 million in capital  investments having been completed in the past 
year, under construction now, or scheduled to begin within a year. It also is a major research 
center in the northeast, and in addition to the research done by the medical and educational 
institutions it is the location of New York State’s Center of Excellence for Environmental and 
Energy Systems, and the newly completed Biotechnology Research Center. It is the home of 
one of the largest indoor stadiums in the United States, the 50,000 seat Carrier Dome which i s 
located on the campus of Syracuse University.  University Hill’s medical institutions provide 
most of the region’s inpatient medical care, and four of our institutions, the Veterans 
Administration Medical Center, University Hospital at SUNY Upstate Medic al University, 
Crouse Hospital, and the New York State Office of Mental Health’s Hutchings Psychiatric 
Center provide acute health services to many people who live outside the metropolitan area, 
and travel significant distances to secure health care.  Students come from all over the world 
to attend University Hill’s educational institutions, so questions of access are critical to us, 
and the interstate highway system is a major asset.  
 
The University Hill area is adjacent to the elevated viaduct of Intersta te 81, and has a major 
access point to I-81 and I-690 at the Adams/Harrison interchange.  The institutions, 
businesses, and not-for-profits generate a large percentage of the traffic that use the 
elevated portion of interstate 81.  Several of our member organizations have made significant 
investments on both sides of I-81, most notably Syracuse University which purchased and 
renovated the Warehouse in downtown Syracuse, and SUNY Upstate Medical University, 
which houses many of its medical practices and students in the “Presidential Plaza” area, or 
as designated by Upstate as “Campus West”.  We hope that NYSDOT will recognize this 
significant investment by University Hill’s members, and favor a transformative solution that 
will greatly enhance the perception and experience of the center of the city.  
 
We appreciate the deliberate process which Commissioner McDonald and the New York State 
Department of Transportation have created to consider the future of I -81 as it passes through 
the city. As an educational center, we value the discussion and debate that must take place in 
order to find the best solution for the region’s transportation needs.  We want that discussion 
and debate to be driven by facts, and not opinions.  The future of I -81 is a major 
transportation, economic and urban design issue, and it needs full attention and study before 
any decision about its future is made.  We respect the Commissioner’s request that at this 
point we articulate the values and issues that are most important to us and to refra in from 
endorsing specific solutions and we believe that at this time no viable option should be 
removed from consideration until all of the facts are analyzed and evaluated.  We also offer 
our assistance in that inquiry, as our institutions have highly sk illed people and institutional 
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resources invested in fields such as planning, urban design, environment and engineering that 
can make significant contributions to the knowledge of the transportation system.  
 
We offer the following observations about the transportation system in general and interstate 
-81 in specific that are important to us: 

1. Any replacement of the I-81 viaduct must eliminate the barrier wall created between University 

Hill and its adjacent neighborhoods. 

Since its construction in the early 1960’s, interstate 81 has divided the city of Syracuse in half, 

particularly separating University Hill from Downtown and the Southeast Gateway 

neighborhood.  Its construction led directly to the demolition of important neighborhood fabric, 

the displacement of residents, and the relocation of businesses.  That outcome should not be 

repeated in any replacement of the highway.  The current form of interstate 81 creates a barrier 

wall between University Hill and its western neighbors.  In its current configuration it has 

created space that is poorly lit, unsafe, and unattractive under it and adjacent to it.  Any 

replacement of the highway must seek to overcome these significant problems. 

 

2. Access to the University Hill area is of paramount concern   

Some of the options outlined in the NYSDOT/SMTC study actually reduce the qualities of access 

and connectivity that are important to University Hill.  The NYSDOT/SMTC analysis indicated that 

two of the proposed solutions-the tunnel and the depressed highway do not offer access to 

Adams and Harrison Streets. NYSDOT needs to be mindful that the emergency room access for 

University Hospital is located along Adams Street and for Crouse Hospital along Irving one block 

from the intersection with Adams.  Access to Adams and Harrison Streets must be preserved as 

it provides the major entrance to the medical and educational institutions and to the Crouse 

Marshall business district. The NYSDOT/SMTC analysis also noted that these same solutions 

would sever seven major streets in University Hill, including Almond Street, East Fayette Street, 

East Water Street, Erie Boulevard, Washington Street, McBride Street, and Van Buren Street.  

These closures are unacceptable as they would isolate the northern portion of University Hill 

from Downtown and the north side neighborhood.  It should be noted that the northern section 

of University Hill is where most of the available developable land in University Hill is located, and 

this would isolate Loguen’s Crossing (the former Kennedy Square site) which is planned to be 

the location of a multi-million dollar investment and a prominent “Start-Up New York” site.  This 

would undermine the future growth of University Hill.  If the tunnel or depressed highway 

options are to be considered, they must be located in such a way that connectivity to University 

Hill is enhanced, not negatively impacted. 

 

3. Creating multiple access points from the interstate system will reduce the concentration of 

traffic, and make the viaduct replacement problem easier to solve. 

In its current configuration, concentrating the interchanges for both I-690 and I-81 to University 

Hill at Adams and Harrison Streets generates a serious level of congestion along our major

streets that access the highways.  We would like to see increased access points to the interstate 

system to and from University Hill to more effectively disperse traffic to the highways and 

arterials that surround it. We applaud NYSDOT and the Syracuse Metropolitan Transportation 

Council’s (SMTC) recommendation that additional access to University Hill be considered by the 

construction of a dedicated interchange with I-690, at a point remote from the Adams/Harrison 

ramp.  We recommend that NYSDOT also consider the benefit of creating an interchange that 

would provide University Hill traffic better access to I-481.  This will provide several major 

benefits: (1) it will provide multiple access points for emergency vehicles that need to get to 

University Hill institutions, speeding the delivery of critical care patients to the emergency 

rooms, (2) it will reduce the number of vehicles that currently use the viaduct but actually do 

not need to be there1, (3) it will improve safety by reducing the quick lane changes and weaving 

currently required for drivers seeking to access I-690 east and west from the Harrison Street on 

ramp.  Since NYSDOT/SMTC analysis indicates that accidents at the current I-81/I-690 

interchange are five times more likely than along the rest of the interstate system, we believe 

that this separation of on-ramps and dispersal of traffic could generate a significant safety 

benefit.  

 

4. Enhance mass transit to reduce the overall number of vehicles using the system. 

NYSDOT and USDOT should give serious consideration to enhancing mass transit as a significant 

component to a new transportation solution for the center of Syracuse.  As noted in the 

NYSDOT/SMTC study, most of the traffic on the viaduct consists of vehicles with a local 

destination or origin, or both.  NYSDOT should be aware that Syracuse has one of the highest 

concentrations of jobs in the center city, with 37.7% of its jobs located within three miles of the 

city center.  This ranks the Syracuse metro the 8th highest of the top 100 metropolitan areas in 

the United States2.  There are several major destinations such as University Hill, Downtown, the 

Lakefront and Destiny USA, the Northside and our sister anchor institution St. Joseph’s Hospital 

concentrated in close proximity to one another.  Major entertainment, cultural and 

transportation venues such as the Carrier Dome, OnCenter, Armory Square, Alliance Bank

 Consider that many of our employees live in the northern suburbs and access their place of work via the elevated 

portion of I-81.  Some of them are going to work in locations that are located north of Adams Street, so they 
actually drive past their destination and have to make left turns on Almond, Irving or Crouse to double back to 
their place of employment, and in the afternoon drive south toward Harrison Street to once again access the 
highway system to return to the north.  Right now, their next closest access point would require them to drive 
through downtown to get to University Hill without driving the distance that is forced by the elevated highway.  
Those trips could be eliminated from the elevated portion of the highway if there was an earlier opportunity to 
access the northern portion of University Hill. Similarly, some traffic from the eastern suburbs uses I-481 to reach 
the interchange for I-81 north, and then exit at Adams Street.  If there was a direct access to University Hill from I-
481, that traffic that uses the viaduct could be reduced as well.

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Stadium, the Regional market, the regional transportation center and the airport are also 

aligned along major corridors that lead to the heavily populated northern and eastern suburbs.  

This makes the Syracuse metropolitan area a viable location for an enhanced mass transit 

system.  The construction of an enhanced system could benefit everyone by reducing traffic on 

all of the major highways and arterials, by reducing pollution, and by providing additional 

transportation options to the major employment centers for low income residents, and also 

providing transportation for college students who are an important constituency of University 

Hill. Much of the growing population of the city core is made up of young singles and empty 

nesters.  These populations are among those that are driving less than previous generations, 

and would be beneficiaries of increased transit options.  

 

5. Use the grid to reduce traffic volumes on the highways 

Syracuse has a traditional grid network and multiple arterials that parallel the major highways as 

they pass through the city.  These roads have carried local, regional and long haul traffic before 

the interstate system was built.  Now many of these roads have a much higher capacity to carry 

traffic than that which is currently using them.  NYSDOT should consider how these existing 

roads might be used to handle more of the existing traffic before it analyzes specific proposals 

for the I-81 viaduct.  Improvements to the street network that might include physical upgrades, 

signage, traffic signal coordination, or extensions to connect roads might serve to reduce 

demand for traffic that is now traveling on the viaduct.  Implementing alternatives outlined 

above could have an impact on the number of vehicles seeking to use the viaduct and reduce 

the size of the problem that needs to be solved. 

 

6. Quality of Life needs to be an important part of the analysis. 

University Hill is home to 13,000 residents, and many of the recent projects proposed for 

University Hill, Downtown and the North Side are based on the growing desire for center city 

residential locations.  In recent years, Syracuse has been able to renovate many of its historic 

structures to accommodate this growing market.  The center of the city has become one of the 

fastest growing residential neighborhoods in the region.   We applaud NYSDOT for adopting the 

goal to “Provide transportation solutions that enhance the livability, sustainability, and 

economic vitality of greater Syracuse”.  Residential development exists or has taken place 

adjacent to the viaduct, whether it is in the form of affordable housing such as the existing 

Pioneer Homes, the newly constructed Campus West Student Apartments, or historic 

renovations such as the Nettleton Commons Apartments on the Northside.  All of these projects 

have greatly enhanced the livability and desirability of the center of the city as a place to live.  

NYSDOT much pay close attention to potential health, noise, or environmental impacts of the 

proposals.  Many University Hill institutions are signatories to the American College and 

University Presidents’ Climate Commitment through which they have made institutional 
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commitments to eliminate net greenhouse gas emissions from specified campus operations.  

We are hopeful that this project can help our institutions meet those commitments. 

 

7. The University Hill area has been a major driver of economic development for the region and 

needs a solution that will further that objective.   

With $700 million in new investment completed in the last year, under construction now, or 

which will be initiated in the next year, University Hill is an economic driver for the region.  

Three of the top ten employers in the Syracuse MSA are located in University Hill (SUNY Upstate 

Medical University, Syracuse University and Crouse Hospital).  As home to several major 

research centers, University Hill generates ideas that seed new businesses, as well as provides 

the human talent needed to drive the regional economy.  The concentration of colleges and 

universities creates the potential for the University Hill area to become a premier destination for 

Start-Up New York companies.  Land which is currently underutilized adjacent to I-81 and I-690 

has the potential for productive re-use as the growth of the institutions and the impact of Start-

Up New York is felt.  NYSDOT should encourage any opportunity to reclaim more land on or 

adjacent to University Hill as a result of the highway replacement as that land can be used for 

much more valuable purposes.  

 

8. University Hill plays a major role in the region’s tourism economy and transportation solutions 

must address the needs of visitors.  University Hill is also a major tourism and visitor center with 

the location of the Sheraton University, the Crown Plaza, and the Woodbine group’s hotels 

which together offer over 800 first class rooms and suites in close proximity to the Onondaga 

County Convention Center at Oncenter. Unfortunately, the current condition of the viaduct and 

the space below it does not lend itself to an easy walk from the convention center to the hotel 

room concentration. The University Hill institutions also drive a large number of tourists to the 

area including families of students, patients from outside the region seeking medical care, and 

conferences and meetings that may be done in conjunction with the institutions.  The Carrier 

Dome, home to Syracuse University football and basketball, and a major concert and 

entertainment venue also drives visitation to the region.  As the I-81 options are considered, 

convenient access to Carrier Dome events need to be addressed.  This is another reason why 

multiple points of access to the interstate system could be beneficial to University Hill. 

 

University Hill is also the home of multiple cultural institutions such as Syracuse Stage. The Stage 

attracts 70,000 to 80,000 patrons every year, and these visitors support other commercial 

establishments in the business district such as restaurants and shops.  Their audience needs 

easy access, and good quality streets, sidewalks and lighting. 

 

9. Safety, both on the highway and in spaces adjacent to it, must be an important consideration.  

We understand that safety of the highway is of prime importance to NYSDOT and USDOT, and 
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that the reduction of the auto accident rate will be a key metric for this project.  Accordingly, 

larger safety conditions near or adjacent to the highway should be considered.  The current 

configuration is poorly lit, and there have been pedestrian/vehicle accidents that have resulted 

in injuries to our employees who have been trying to cross Almond Street adjacent to the 

highway.  Almond Street at Harrison/Adams gives few visual cues to drivers to reduce speeds as 

they exit the interstate.  With the construction of the Connective Corridor, there will be even 

more pedestrian and bicycle traffic using the streets under the viaduct to travel between 

Downtown and University Hill.  Personal safety under the viaduct needs to be enhanced. 

 

10.  The concentration of medical services in the city of Syracuse requires excellent emergency 

access.  We urge NYSDOT to carefully consider the routes that may be taken to Syracuse’s 

hospitals as an important component of this analysis. Syracuse’s three major general hospitals: 

Crouse Hospital, University Hospital at SUNY Upstate Medical University, and St. Joseph’s 

Hospital Health Center are located in close proximity to each other and the I-81 viaduct.  

Because of this concentration, the study must address the issue of ambulance access to the 

hospitals.  Each proposed solution should be evaluated on their ability to maintain or enhance 

emergency vehicle access to the acute care facilities. 

 

11. Every effort should be made to avoid further demolition of the buildings adjacent to the I-81 

viaduct.  We understand that the viaduct no longer meets current FHWA standards for 

highways.  We understand that part of the problem is the lack of width required for shoulders 

on the viaduct, as well as the limited sight distances created by the curvature of the road as it 

wraps between downtown and University Hill.  It is possible that in order to maintain an 

elevated highway, or to build the required number of lanes for an at grade boulevard, or to 

locate a depressed highway next to Almond Street may require more right of way for the 

highway.  However, it is our opinion that the highway needs to be built to serve the city, and 

more of the city’s urban fabric should not be demolished in order to create a space for a new 

highway.  There are multiple buildings that are adjacent to the current roadway such as the 

housing in Pioneer Homes, or the buildings on the east side of Almond Street, such as the Crown 

Plaza and the new Cancer Center at Upstate that are sensitive receptors with respect to noise 

and vibration.  Even if the project does not require the demolition of these structures, their 

environment cannot be degraded by a growing demand for right of way.  We encourage 

NYSDOT to find a solution that can fit within the existing right of way to avoid further damage to 

the city. 

 

12. Public Space Adjacent to the highway must be significantly upgraded as part of this project.  The 

current viaduct offers a poor environment beneath and adjacent to the highway.  While there 

are some park spaces, they are poorly maintained and attract little visitation.  Parking areas take 

up much land beneath the highway, and while affordable parking is an important land use, it 
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also contributes nothing to the quality of the environment around the viaduct.  The result is a 

very low quality of place, and low land values adjacent to the highway.  The NYSDOT analysis 

should include a component, no matter what option may be chosen for the highway, to upgrade 

the condition of its property, making it safe, clean and inviting to the public. These spaces must 

be maintained.  There has long been inadequate trash control along the highways in the center 

of the city, and this harms the public’s view and experience of center city Syracuse.   We urge 

that the NYSDOT work closely with the City of Syracuse to put development standards and 

guidelines into place which will significantly upgrade the city as it is experienced next to the 

highway. We would recommend that NYSDOT consider engaging the School of Landscape 

Architecture at SUNY ESF and the School of Architecture at Syracuse University in developing 

recommendations for the space. 

 

13. Access to University Hill must be preserved during construction.  It is understood that a complex 

project such as the reconstruction of I-81 through the city is going to take time.  However 

because of the critical functions that take place within University Hill, and the large economic 

base present on University Hill it is imperative that the construction period is held to a 

minimum.  NYSDOT should insure that alternative means of access and egress to University Hill 

and the transportation options are put in place before the demolition of the existing viaduct 

takes place.  NYSDOT needs to create a staging plan that reduces to a minimum the amount of 

time that access to University Hill and its users are disrupted.

Question or Comment - if the major highway takes people around Syracuse instead of thru Syracuse, they will have 
no reason to stop in Syracuse. People will not detour on their trips just to visit Syracuse, but they may take an off 
ramp from a highway to visit or eat along the way, just as I do when I travel. Don't fix something that isn't broken. 
Just repair the bridge system & update it. Stop making a problem where there isn't one. Exits are for exiting. That is 
the whole point. Make better signs. 





Here is an addition and elaboration on comments I submitted at the end of the formal comment 
period, about 1115/14. 

At the initial scoping meeting I submitted my comment verbally, saying that I would like to see 
an alternative that would use a minimal amount of space for vehicle transportation and leave a 
maximum amount of space for a 'Central Park'. 

My idea came from thinking about New York City's Central Park, which is not viewed as a 
waste of space that could be developed but a great city amenity. 

I have developed a design that would do this. The design would also create a smooth and fast 
connection for vehicles traversing the viaduct section of I81 . 

Coming from the south my design proposes to maintain an elevated highway, coming down 
between Jackson St. and Adams St. This preserves the connectedness of Jackson, Taylor, Burt 
and the railroad line next to Burt St. 

From Adams Street to Fayette Street, to facilitate free passage of traffic, which is important to 
people coming into the city I have no traffic lights in my design. This can be done by making 
use of the innovation of modern dual lane roundabouts. NYSDOT Round-about design 
guidelines gives daily service volumes of these facilities as 40,000-50,000 vpd. NB traffic 
volumes traversing I81 in this area are approximately 80,000 vpd. With a backdoor exit 
upstream from this into SU, and the rerouting of through traffic onto I48, I think traffic through 
the viaduct area can be accommodated with no loss oflevels of service and an increase in safety. 

As I said there would be no traffic lights from Adams St to Fayette St. Three intersections would 
make use of dual lane roundabouts: Almond or 81 or whatever it becomes and Adams, Almond 
and Harrison, and Almond and Genesee. 

The Almond and Adams St roundabout would have the modification of a one way street on two 
of the legs, Adams St in and Adams Stout. This proved to be an easy modification to make, and 
I think would make exit to University hospital, EB completely free flowing, and entry to I-81 
SB, often a choke point for commuters, completely free flowing. 

At Almond and Hanison the dual lane urban round about need not be modified. There is no 
need to keep Harrison as a one-way. It's already not EB, and converting WB to two-way, with a 
turning lane in the middle with improve the traffic grid in Syracuse by making more options 
available to motorists, while the middle turn lane would keep traffic free flowing. 

Even though Harrison Street SB would be down to two lanes, the traffic jam always created by 
the exodus of fans from SU events could be completely mitigated and traffic flow off the Hill 
even improved. The modern roundabout design uses 'yield on entry' rules. The Harrison WB 
leg will provide the vast majority of traffic at these times. The traffic coming off this leg will 
provide a continuous and uninterrupted stream of traffic that will be able to continue to 
downtown or to I81 without intenuption, which is what is wanted at these times. The delaying 
of traffic will come not from the intersection but from the upstream controls. 



The Almond-Genesee intersection requires an extensively modified roundabout. Really, a 
merging of two overlapping roundabouts, at least that's how I designed it, but when all is said 
and done the design looks great. The absence of traffic lights, again, would work to keep the 
traffic fi·ee flowing. The present AADT's of these legs is less than 10,000. There's no way the 
traffic volumes are going to triple on these streets because of the removal ofthe viaduct. 

At Fayette Street a traffic light, which there is there now, would provide traffic control; no 
modifications for NB traffic would be required beyond this. The existing traffic grid would take 
over. 

Now for traffic coming in fi·om the nmih, the modifications for traffic in this direction would be 
very minimal. 

The north end ofthe I81 viaduct starts at Willow St in down town Syracuse. I propose that I81 
simply stay on the ground, end at this point and merge into the existing traffic grid. A traffic 
light can provide control at Willow. The aligmnent at this intersection would allow a new four 
lane city street to continue, southerly, to cmmect to Oswego Blvd in the exact same aligmnent. 
Only slight modifications would be required to match the aligmnents perfectly. A traffic signal 
would provide control at this intersection, which would be with James St. Continuing SB on 
Oswego St, one would encounter Erie Blvd. No further modifications would be required beyond 
this. 

The AADT of the traffic exiting at the existing Harrison St. Exit, which is the maximum traffic 
that might be seen here is at the upper limit of acceptance for a four lane urban intersection but is 
no more than other major intersections in downtown Syracuse. 

The addition of another Rte 690 exit at Lodi (I think it would be better put at Crouse) would 
enhance traffic flows going to the Hill or to the hospitals, providing the needed link from the 
highway to the hospitals. This is already part of the surface alternative. 

Now back to the Central Park theme, I have put my design down on paper and calculated that it 
allows almost 1 0 acres of land to be developed into park land in downtown. This land is all 
already owned by the state. In fact no right-of-way purchases need be made for this design. The 
landscaping and design of this park land could do three things. 

One, make our city beautiful. The esthetic affect should not be overlooked. Urban beauty is the 
attraction everyone has been looking for that will attract a new, young, creative population to the 
city. There could be no greater development enhancement than this. 

Two, provide alternative modes of transportation. The room for development for pedestrian 
traffic and bicycle traffic would be second to none. This is the connection SU is looking for, and 
we should give it to them. 



Three, there is also the opportunity for Onondaga County. A wetland aspect could be designed 
into the park that would blend in and enhance the park appearance, be a boon to the county's 
'Save the Rain' program, and a provider of naturally, cleaned, filtered water for Onondaga Lake. 

A great attraction of this design, besides everything else, would be its simplicity and economy. I 
have not tried to estimate its cost, but I'm sure it's a lower cost option that any of the traditional 
boulevard designs being thought of. 

A simple, economical design should be desired for another reason. As .expert as our planning 
forecasters are, it may be impossible to anticipate our transpmiation needs 20, 30, 40 years from 
now. Building a new viaduct, a tutmel, a depressed highway will give us solutions that are 
questionable now and may look like honendous boondoggles in 50 years, but we will be stuck 
with them. A surface connection is one that can much more easily accommodate itself to 
unforeseen challenges, or even just everyday changes that will happen over the years with the 
needs of our community. 

If you think this can be a real alternative, please feel free to use it.

This memorandum addresses the Town of DeWitt’s review of the 1-81 Viaduct Project Draft Scoping Report. In June of 2013

the DeWitt Town Board adopted a resolution “…regarding the need to maintain the existing alignment of I-81 through

Syracuse.” Among the Town’s primary concerns are the potential effects that the rerouting of Interstate-81 to the I-481

corridor would have on the character of the Town’s neighborhoods and important open space systems. Additionally the Town

Board expressed concerns for the effects that additional traffic, noise, and pollution might have on the Town’s property tax

base. The Town’s Comprehensive Plan (2002) identifies the I-481 corridor as a significant barrier within the Town
1
. This is

especially true at the interchange of East Genesee Street (NYS Rt 5) and I-481, but problems exist at the Jamesville Road

interchange as well as where Kinne Road passes over I-481. The interchange covers approximately 74 acres (larger than the

prominent ShoppingTown Mall site) and presents difficulties for pedestrian and bicycle mobility due to the lack of adequate

facilities, vehicular travel speeds, and the scale of the facility itself. The Syracuse Metropolitan Transportation Council (SMTC)

completed a “Bicycle Commuter Corridor Study” in 2013 that identifies NYS Route 5 as a “possible bike corridor” and

recommended the consideration of a protected contraflow bike lane down the center lane from Wellington Road to Maple

Drive. The Comprehensive Plan is supportive of the development of a Town-wide interconnected system of pedestrian and

bike ways , including the Butternut Creek corridor which runs adjacent to I-481 and which was identified by the Town as a

conservation area by the Town of DeWitt Comprehensive Plan. The Town requests that NYSOT consider the redesign of

the I-481 and East Genesee Interchange to adequately and safely accommodate pedestrians and bicyclists (see

attached exhibit “a”). , including the Butternut Creek corridor which runs adjacent to I-481 and which was identified by the

Town as a conservation area by the Town of DeWitt Comprehensive Plan (2002).

The Town of DeWitt is working along with adjacent communities to close the prominent gap in the Erie Canalway Trail system

that exists between DeWitt and Camillus. Currently the trail ends where the Old Erie Canal Historical Park meets Butternut

Drive, where trail users need to progress southward along Butternut Drive before crossing a vehicular bridge over Rt-481 on

Kinne Drive and then following Towpath Rd. toward Erie Boulevard. The state-owned Kinne Rd. bridge is not wide enough to

accommodate adequate bicycle and pedestrian infrastructure and as such is a barrier to the successful closure of the Canalway

Trail gap. The Town requests that provisions be made for the development of adequate accommodations over I-481 at

Kinne Road to accommodate the Erie Canalway Trail.

The section of I-481 between the I-690 interchange and moving southwestward to the City of Syracuse abuts several

residential neighborhoods within the Town. Sound attenuation is an important concern for the residents of these

neighborhoods, especially if traffic is expected to increase as a result of a rerouted I-81. The Town requests that NYSDOT

review the impacts of noise on the neighborhoods adjacent to the I-481 corridor in DeWitt and implement sound

attenuation practices where appropriate.

The following is a list of itemized comments on the scoping document:

Figure 1-2 – The Town of DeWitt requests that the Potential Expanded Project Limits for Street Level Alternatives map include

those areas identified in Figure 4-1 in yellow as these additional areas will clearly be impacted by rerouting of traffic from the

current I-81 corridor to the I-481 corridor.

Figure 1-3 This map should include bicycle infrastructure in DeWitt including the results of the SMTC Bicycle Commuting

Corridor Study, and the ongoing Erie Canalway Trail study.

Figure 2-1/2-2 A figure should be created to show level of service at the I-481 and NYS Route 5 (Genesee Street) to show the

needs for reconfiguration of this interchange

Section 2-4 page 2-10 – In the first paragraph the long-range planning efforts should include the Comprehensive Plan for the

Town of DeWitt

Section 3-2 page 3-2 – under Step 2 – Preliminary Screening of the Alternatives the last bullet should read “Will the alternative

provide enhanced bicycle and pedestrian surface connections on streets across and along the I-81 viaduct, or the I-481

corridor in the case of street level alternatives.

Figure 3-5 – add callouts for improvements to the interchanges along I-481, as well as State-owned facilities that cross 481 to

improve accommodations for bicycle and pedestrian mobility (i.e., Jamesville Rd, East Genesee Street, Kinne Rd [Erie Canalway

Trail]).

Section 3-3-3 page 3-14 – 3
rd

bullet at the top should include mention of the residential neighborhoods in the southern

portion of the Town of DeWitt that are adjacent to the I-481 corridor.

Section 4-4-1 – the service model should take into account increased transit ridership and alternative transportation over the

course of the project to follow national trends toward lower vehicle ownership and lower VMT.

Section 4-4-2 page 4-10 – 5
th

bullet, the Town of DeWitt Comprehensive Plan should be considered as it presents a vision for

the I-481 corridor, both as an important North/South ecological system within the Town, as well as to address the barrier that

the corridor presents for the accommodation of bicycle and pedestrian facilities connecting the eastern and western sides of

the corridor.

Section 4-4-6 page 4-13 – what are the potential impacts of the street level alternatives where traffic will be rerouted to the I-

481 corridor. How will this effect the future of the Town of DeWitt’s Butternut Creek Trail system, and the completion of the

Erie Canalway Trail through DeWitt and connecting to the City of Syracuse?

 WHEREAS, among its important functions, Interstate 81 provides vital links with access 
to downtown Syracuse, all of our hospitals, Syracuse University, Destiny USA, present and future 
businesses and residents along 81 corridor, to business and residents within  the Town of DeWitt; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Moody's Investors Service has assigned a Aa3 rating to a recent Town of DeWitt 
Public Improvement (Serial) Bond with the expectation of the stable tax base of approximately $2.9 
billion continuing to experience modest growth given it’s close proximity to the City of Syracuse (G.O. 
rated A1, negative). Acting as a transfer point between the New York State Thruway, Route 481 and 
Interstate 81, the town has a significant commercial presence (39% of tax base) consisting of hotels, 
shopping centers, office buildings, manufacturing facilities, and restaurants geared in part toward 
travelers across these thoroughfares; and 
 

WHEREAS, turning Interstate 81 to Route 481 leaves no alternative north-south Route for 
national defense, national disaster, and general maintenance and repairs; and 
  
 WHEREAS, although there are a variety of ways to deal with I-81's aging infrastructure, the 
existing “Interstate” function and designation must be preserved, because any solution which would 
remove I-81’s vital function from its present alignment would irreparably harm the regional economy and 
corresponding employment dependent upon the highway network in addition to negatively impacting 
DeWitt’s neighborhoods and its residents quality of life; and 
 
 WHEREAS, redirecting I-81 traffic to Route 481, transfers what the City of Syracuse sees as a 
problem to DeWitt; and 
 

WHEREAS, DeWitt forms the eastern border of Syracuse and its neighborhoods already suffer 
the consequences of commuter traffic to and from the City of Syracuse, along local Routes 173, 5, 290, 
298, in addition to the Interstate Highways including the Thruway and Routes 690 and 481. 
Consequently, moving Interstate 81 to Route 481 will only exacerbate local and pass-through traffic 
leaving a heavy toll on already taxed DeWitt resources. Namely, increasing the wear and tear on DeWitt’s 
local roads and infrastructure that are already insufficient and underfunded; and  
 
 WHEREAS, increased traffic causes increased noise, dust, toxic emissions and atmospheric 
deposition of pollutants on land and water, business, homes, and schools; and 
 

WHEREAS, redirecting Interstate 81 to Route 481 is not smart environmental policy because the 
distance traveled for through traffic and further stop and go intercity commuting traffic is increased. This 
is polluting, inefficient, requires the use of greater amounts of petroleum based fuels, hurts the regional 
economy, and is detrimental to social welfare and the environment; and  
 



 WHEREAS, the future of I-81 presents one of the greatest planning decisions to face New York 
State in decades and the outcome will impact our region for the next 100 years; and  
 
 WHEREAS, it is the consensus of the DeWitt Town Board that any decision reached by the NYS 
DOT should satisfy function first, and should be closely tailored to satisfy that function; and 
  
 WHEREAS, we support smart growth and the creation of a new and welcoming entrance to 
Syracuse, and the integration of the hospitals and university areas with the rest of downtown, we believe 
it must not be accomplished by compromising one of the most significant advantages of living, working, 
doing business and visiting Onondaga County;  
 
WHEREAS, DeWitt supports a balanced, comprehensive approach, a regional transportation plan is 
necessary to ensure smart choices are made, a plan that can provide environmental, social and economic 
benefits to all of Central New York, one that promotes alternative and mass transit options including 
alternate fuels, electric vehicles, and a light rail system; for out suburban communities are in dire need of 
a traffic diet as well; now, therefore be it

While I understand NYSDOT's desire to adresss the transportation engineering-
related concerns associated with, "Nonstandard and Nonconforming Design Features," I 
want to stress our community's interest in pursuing, "transportation solutions that 
enhance the livability, visual quality, sustainability, and economic vitality of Greater 
Syracuse." I believe this stated goal should be the primary criterion by which we judge 
our options for this project.

• Review Syracuse Comprehensive Plan's Directives: I urge NYSDOT to carefully review 
the formally adopted City of Syracuse Comprehensive Plan: 2040 and its components, 
and plan this project accordingly. Goals of particular interest include: 

o Ensure that infrastructure for automobiles does not act as a barrier to other modes 
of travel. 

o Explore the feasibility of alternative sustainable modes of mass transit. 
o Enhance gateways and way-finding for visitors to the city. 
o Promote the development of trails and corridors that reflect local, regional, state, 

and national history. 

• Endorse NYSDOT's Recommendation to Terminate Study of Certain Proposed  
Alternatives: I endorse NYSDOT's recommendation not to advance Rehabilitation, 
Stacked Viaduct, Tunnel, Depressed Highway, and Other alternatives to the draft EIS 
stage of this project. Based on the information presented by NYSDOT during the 
Scoping Phase of this project, it is clear these alternatives do not align with the stated 
goals of the City of Syracuse or the Purpose and Need articulated by NYSDOT. This fact 
has been reinforced by feedback I have received from citizens and community 
stakeholders. These alternatives do not advance Syracuse as a safer, better connected, 
and more beautiful, welcoming, economically vibrant, environmentally sensitive, socially 
just and livable place, and therefore should be discarded. 

Additionally, as you move forward to the next phase of this project, I would like to reiterate 
certain interests of the City of Syracuse for your consideration: 

• This project should explore and advance solutions that utilize and improve the 
transportation network beyond the viaduct corridor itself. 

• Enhancing connectivity between the University Hill and Downtown areas, and 
throughout the urban core, should be a major goal of this project. The current highway 
configuration and condition acts as a barrier between two of the most structurally dense 
and economically vital areas of the Central New York Region. The West Street arterial 
also acts as a physical and psychological barrier. This project represents an opportunity 
for us to knit our urban fabric back together, and make the I-81 corridor, the West Street

I appreciate your consideration and
engagement on this issue to date and I thank you for your willingness to work in partnership with
me and the people of the City of Syracuse to pursue the best possible outcomes for our
community.

First, I would like to reiterate my concern that our community has been provided with very limited
information regarding a number of project elements including the decision-making process, project
timelines and particularly specific design, community, economic development, environmental,
traffic and other ramifications that may be associated with the major alternatives under
considerations, as well as variations of these alternatives. Asking citizens to opine on alternatives
that have not been fully explained to them may create complications. I would like to encourage
NYSDOT to provide a greater level of explanation and description relative to the design, function
and community impacts associated with all alternatives and sub-alternatives under review.

Additionally, as you move forward through this process, I would ask that the NYSDOT give
serious consideration to the following:

Solutions that include an examination of all modes of travel, and are accommodating to all
users. This process should be about people – not just about moving cars. New and
enhanced transit options should also be contemplated as part of alternatives analysis.

Solutions that pursue a diversity of goals. Short commute times should not be a prime



indicator of success in alternatives analysis. Getting to and from the urban core in a timely
fashion is but one of many measures of successful design. We should be mindful that
design should influence demand, not just react to demand projections.

Connectivity. Enhancing connectivity between the University Hill and Downtown areas,
and throughout the urban core, should be a major goal of this project. The current highway
configuration and condition acts as a barrier between two of the most structurally dense and
economically vital economic areas of our city. The West Street arterial also acts as a
physical and psychological barrier. This project represents an opportunity for us to knit our
urban fabric back together, and make the I-81 corridor, the West Street arterial and our
entire city safer and more convenient to travel.

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2.2 Boulevard Lengths


• I81– From the south, near Seneca Tnpk. The important point here is to pick a location where traffic
can, at least partially, disperse into the street grid—not all traffic is destined for downtown, nor should
it be encouraged onto one boulevard. From the north, somewhere near the edge of the city, probably
near Destiny USA.


• I690 – From the east, somewhere between University Ave. and Teal Ave. A roundabout at Crouse
Ave. should facilitate university hill traffic. From the west, at least from West St., connected by a
roundabout. But as early as Hiawatha Blvd. should be considered, also connected by a roundabout.
In which case, there could be a roundabout at Geddes St. Other streets could bridge the boulevard,
connect to it via roundabout, or be cut.

It would make possible both west
and east bound connection and still employ a smaller than current footprint. Leavanworth Ave. and Van
Rensselaer St. could bridge I690. Optionally, Liberty St. as well.

Hiawatha Blvd. at I690

In the long-run, a roundabout at Hiawatha Blvd. and I690 may also be desirable. It would aid in traffic
dispersal. It would also allow the road between Hiawatha Blvd. and Liberty St. to be radically simplified
into a narrow footprint, opening up new space for development or an enhanced green space or park.

I81 From N. Salina St to Hiawatha Blvd.

The four bridges crossing I81, Spencer St., Court St., Bear St., and Hiawatha Blvd., could be converted
to roundabouts. West of Hiawatha Blvd., the connections with Onondaga Lake Pkwy., Park St., and Old
Liverpool Rd., could be dramatically simplified using one or two roundabouts to connect with each other
and with the I81 boulevard.

I690 from Teall Ave. to I81

A roundabout probably at Crouse Ave. would provide a additional major access point to the university hill
area from the highway.
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3 Other Considerations

I81 designation through the city

Some business groups are keen on keeping the “I81” designation along its current path. This could be
accomplished by renaming I481 as the “I81 Bypass” and the city portion as “I81 Local” or some analogous
common convention.

Downtown, the Adams St. arterial could be reduced to its original normal width and made two-way, which
will create more space and, more generally, make the property along this road highly desirable for develop-
ment. This also applies to downtown Harrison St. In addition, Warren St. could be returned to a two-way
street. This should all be possible because of better dispersed traffic as a result of converting to limited
access highways into multi-access boulevards within the downtown area.

Two Boulevards and a Bridge
I81 Boulevard Option: Using Roundabouts (Ver. 2.0)

Carlo Moneti

August 29, 2014

Abstract
This is a revision of a previous proposal for an I81 boulevard option with round-

abouts submitted in November 2013. In this much expanded proposal, I81 is replaced
by two boulevards (Almond Blvd and Genant Blvd) connected via I690 to form one
fairly quick north-south route across the city. Through careful selection of intersec-
tions along the boulevards, most traffic destined for downtown, the hospitals, and
university hill, is dispersed well before downtown, thus greatly reducing downtown
rush-hour traffic congestion and eliminating the need for arterial roads to serve high-
ways. The downtown “spaghetti junction” is completely eliminated, leaving a single
I690 roadbed through town, and revealing a dozen city blocks of desirable land for
development. In lieu of a traditional viaduct, a curving suspension bridge is proposed
to carry I690 along most of the span between the two boulevards, creating a new ar-
chitectural icon for Syracuse, as well as a symbol of the I81 redevelopment project.

The southern boulevard starts just north of the I81-I481 junction. The northern
boulevard starts at the I81 Liverpool Exit, and makes possible a simpler, calmer, and
more attractive entry to Liverpool by introducing two roundabouts with nearby roads
that completely replace another local “spaghetti junction”. Both boulevards include
select junctions to disperse traffic and better integrate with the street grid.

Other areas of analysis include: the area of Websters Landing and Franklin Square
entrance; West St road simplification and contraction; downtown arterial roads normal-
ization; a new I690 junction at Crouse Ave; and new paths and entrances to university
hill and hospitals.

This plan is significantly informed by Syracuse’s street grid of the 1950s (before
I81 or I690 existed), and its 75,000 greater population at that time. It is projected
that the cost of this plan will be far less than all other current proposals due to the
elimination of so many viaducts and bridges which will no-longer need to be built or
rebuilt. Similarly, the long-run maintenance costs will be far less.
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1 Overview

The city of Syracuse had 220,000 residents in the 1950s. By 1980, just 10 years or so after I81 was com-
pleted, the population of Syracuse had fallen by 40,000, and continued down to 145,000 today. Some may
argue that it was the de-industrialization of the northeast that caused the population exodus. This seems a
poor explanation in the case of Syracuse because the data shows the population of Onondaga county es-
sentially unchanged, with the falling city population offset by the rising suburban population. The building
of I81 had a dramatic effect on the housing, businesses, culture, and traffic patterns of the downtown area
and beyond. Whole neighborhoods were removed, historic architecture lost, the social fabric ripped up. A
mixed-use developed area was eventually transformed into a glorified office park. Although new office jobs
may have been created (not necessarily new to the metropolitan area), the housing and jobs of many who
lived there were taken away. And so many moved away. The highway encouraged suburban development.
Downtown Syracuse lost it’s social/cultural vitality; as a glorified office park, it emptied out after the 5
o’clock hour.

Cities are typically founded due to some natural resource: a convenient port, a river, a junction of roads, or
other resources. However, 100-200 years later their original reason for being is often no-longer applicable.
In such cases, cities still have an impetus to exist simply because “they are there”; there are people, family
and friends, jobs, organization, and history. But that is not enough. The difference between such cities that
continue to flourish versus those that fall into decline is, I believe, the desire to live in that city for the quality
of life it offers, the economic and cultural vitality engendered by its thoughtful design and development, the
quality of its public services, its schools, its utility services, and so its local government.

Ultimately, people move to places they find most attractive and desirable. A city with great economic and
cultural vitality will draw a greater and diverse population. Businesses open where people are and where a
pool of suitable employees can be found. Attract people and jobs will follow; some people will bring their
own job and create additional ones; and developers will come naturally for the opportunities, not for the tax
breaks.

The I81 Redevelopment Project creates the opportunity for Syracuse to vastly improve the downtown traffic
experience, rid itself of ugly and unnecessary roads and bridges, transform multiple downtown city blocks
into prime land for development, initiate a development boom, and create a far more attractive city that,
together, will vastly increase the economic and cultural vitality of the city. The final plans for the I81
redevelopment should encompass the full potential the project has to offer. I ask the I81 Redevelopment
Project team to fully investigate the core aspects of the plan presented here.

2 Core Concepts and Principles

Following are the core concepts and principles of this proposal which I hope will help guide the the I81
redevelopment plan:

1. The idea of converting only a mile or so of I81 to a boulevard should be discarded. It is not sufficient
to change or improve the traffic patterns or the general socio-economic fabric of the city. The issue
at hand is well beyond the aesthetic preferences for keeping or removing a 1 mile length of viaduct.
Consider instead a boulevard that traverses most or all of the city.

2. I81 was built as part of the National Interstate Highway system designed to connect cities together.
It was not a project to improve traffic in Syracuse, and has in fact been a detriment to the downtown
street grid and traffic patterns. The I81 redevelopment plan should make sure that downtown traffic is
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fundamentally improved (more dispersed), that several downtown streets are returned to normal scale
and 2-way, and that areas with broken street grid are reduced.

3. Since the majority of I81 traffic has been found to be local or for destinations within the city, it follows
that it should transition to a boulevard within the city so as to connect better with and utilize the street
grid to provide greater access to various destinations within the city. In addition, I690, which extends
only from the near western suburbs to the near eastern suburbs, is primarily a feeder for Syracuse.
So, it follows that I690 also connect more into the street grid within the central city since that is the
destination of the majority of its traffic.

4. If I81 is brought to grade and converted to a boulevard, it becomes possible to radically simplify a
junction with I690 and with other select city streets. This would vastly reduce the number of road
beds and bridges needed, and vastly increase newly available land for development. The downtown
“spaghetti junction” could be completely eliminated.

5. Turn I81 into a boulevard, but do not create a fast and large 6-lane road with side access roads.
Such a road will draw virtually all current traffic by default and fail to effect significant changes in
downtown traffic patterns. Moreover, regardless that sufficient space exists, such an over-sized road
is not attractive or walkable or desirable to businesses that would develop along it over time. In fact,
a narrower road will significantly increase the available property along the street and the potential
for development. Therefore, please consider a fairly normal 4-lane city street with perhaps a center
turning lane, but no side access roads. Assuming traffic dispersal before downtown (see next item),
the I481 bypass for through traffic, and the modest amount of commuters from southern suburbs, a
6-lane boulevard doesn’t seem necessary.

6. The transition from I81 South to a boulevard should be designed so as to present motorists with
multiple paths to destinations further into the city. Traffic should not be sent directly to one large
boulevard by default. Doing so will fail to disperse traffic or change the current congested traffic
patterns downtown. To encourage traffic dispersion, consider making the transition earlier than current
proposals, and to present motorists with east-west roads that connect to multiple northerly routes into
town.

7. A judicious redevelopment of I81 and I690 can fundamentally improve traffic patterns and eliminate
downtown congestion points so that downtown streets that were converted to arterials in an attempt to
remedy that congestion will no-longer be needed and could be returned to their original normal size
and 2-way function, which would open up land and make it more desirable for development.

8. The narrowing of highway footprints through the city, and the possible upgrade of some existing
streets will provide an opportunity to implement new public transit projects, such as an east-west and
north-south street car system and greenways (bike and pedestrian paths). Please include these features
in your analyses.

9. The proposal to employ roundabouts at several locations is based on the presumption that they are
an efficient way to keep traffic moving. They are widely used in Europe and are gaining popularity
in the USA. Please consider their use wherever deemed advantageous. Where other traffic control is
deemed more suitable, so be it; it should not be construed as invalidating the overall plan.

10. Superior urban design will increase the economic and cultural vitality and the population of Syracuse.
This trumps any of the economic concerns—real or perceived—so far voiced by business special
interest groups, who will benefit vastly more from the resulting economic growth generated by a
thoughtful wholistic I81 redevelopment plan than from any of their proposals offered so far.
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3 The Plan and Rationale

To begin with, it is assumed that the new I81 will be redirected to the I481 bypass so as to divert through
traffic around the city, which will significantly reduce traffic through the city.

The core aspect of the plan is to replace I81 by two boulevards, “Almond Blvd” and “Genant Blvd”, con-
nected via I690 to form one fairly quick north-south route through the city. With careful selection of junc-
tions along the boulevards, most traffic destined for downtown, the hospitals, and university hill, will be
dispersed well before downtown, which will greatly reduce downtown rush-hour traffic congestion and
eliminate the need for arterial roads to serve highway junctions. The downtown I81-I690 interchange (a.k.a,
“spaghetti junction”) is completely eliminated, leaving a single I690 roadbed through town and revealing a
dozen city blocks of prime land for development. In lieu of a traditional viaduct, a curving suspension bridge
is proposed to carry I690 along most of the span between the two boulevards, creating a new architectural
icon for Syracuse, as well as a symbol of the I81 redevelopment project.

The southern boulevard starts just north of the I81-I481 junction. The northern boulevard starts near the cur-
rent I81 Liverpool Exit1. The Exit road becomes the new path to Liverpool and Syracuse, which combined
with two roundabouts with nearby roads makes possible a simpler, calmer, and more attractive entrance to
Liverpool; and it completely eliminates the other local “spaghetti junction”. Both boulevards include select
intersections to better integrate with the street grid and disperse traffic.

This proposal offers more detail of the plan than an amateur should hazard. However, it is offered solely to
help illustrate and better convey all of the major and minor parts of the plan and how they function together
and should be understood in a wholistic way.

The plan is informed in part by the state of development and street grid of Syracuse in the 1950s (before
I81 and I690 were built), a time when there were 75,000 more residents, 50% more than today2. The city
was dense, the culture was vibrant, and the local economy was strong. Another fact is that the building of
I81 was part of a federal project to connect cities across the country; it had nothing whatsoever to do with
addressing traffic in Syracuse. Syracuse did not need I81 in the 1950s, and there is no indication that it needs
it today with 75,000 fewer residents.

The plan is intended to fundamentally improve traffic in and around downtown. Recent traffic analyses
indicate that the majority of I81 and I690 traffic reaching downtown is destined for downtown and the
central city. Therefore, it follows that major roads into town should be well connected with the street grid
to disperse traffic and allow it to take more direct routes to its destinations. The plan includes multiple new
paths for traffic to access downtown, the hospitals, and university hill, to better disperse traffic before it
reaches downtown, dramatically improving traffic flow downtown, and relieving the need for large roads
or complex junctions with I690. Similarly, arterial roads can be returned to normal-size 2-way streets. As
traffic engineers have learned, building a bigger road only begets more traffic. If any downtown street needs
more than 4 driving lanes, the chosen plan must be flawed and should be revised.

It’s important to understand the opportunity at hand to dramatically enhance the economic and cultural
future of Syracuse through this project. We now have the opportunity to recreate a street grid and traffic
pattern that is far more efficient than we have today and that can serve Syracuse for the next 50+ years even
if it—hopefully—grows by another 75,000+ residents.

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3.1 Almond Blvd (I81 South)

Convert I81 S from I481 to I690 into a 4-lane boulevard with perhaps a center turning lane (no side ac-
cess roads) so as to provide more opportunities for traffic to disperse through the street grid well before
downtown. Let’s call it Almond Blvd. Create junctions with major east-west streets that connect to the
major north-south streets to present motorists with multiple paths to destinations further into the city. Do
not present a highway-size boulevard to motorists; we don’t want to encourage all traffic to stay on the
new boulevard all the way to downtown by default. That would result in no significant improvement of the
current traffic patterns downtown.

It is assumed that most traffic, especially rush hour traffic, will be destined for downtown or the university
hill and hospitals. By providing several junctions with the street grid before Adams St, to give additional
access to downtown and the university hill from multiple southerly and westerly directions, most traffic we
see today will be dispersed before reaching Adams St, and much of the remaining traffic will disperse at
Adams and Harrison St, with little remaining at Almond Blvd and I690 junction. Therefore, the Almond-
I690 junction can be simple and compact, as is normal between a street with a highway. Following are
suggested junctions for Almond Blvd, plus one for I81 (starting from the south):

1. A northbound exit and southbound on-ramp on I81 at Seneca Tnpk; that is all that is needed
to bring traffic to the city and for traffic to exit the city; Seneca Tnpk is a well-connected east-west
road; this will avoid sending southerly Syracuse destined traffic further north on Almond Blvd than
necessary;

2. A roundabout at Glen Ave, which connects to Brighton Ave and Filmore Ave, close to Balantyne
Rd, a major east-west street; Brighton Ave provides a southern access route to university hill via
Ainsley Dr->Jamesville Rd->Comstock Ave, or via Thurber St->Comstock Ave; also consider that
the I81-I481 junction has no I81 southbound on-ramp, and only an indirect northbound off-ramp via
I481 W;

3. An intersection at the current Exit 17, an established junction worth maintaining due to existing
businesses there; optionally, add a connection to Thurber St via a bridge over the train track;

4. A roundabout at Brighton Ave and including State St, which would allow southern access to the
university area via Thurber St->Comstock Ave; optionally, create roundabout connecting Newell and
Thurber St;

5. A roundabout at Colvin St, a convenient east-west crossroad, which would give southern access to
university via Comstock Ave;

6. A roundabout at Castle St, a convenient east-west crossroad, which would give western access to
university and hospitals;

7. A roundabout at Taylor St (if the university is interested), along with a reopened University Pl, to
provide perhaps the best option for a formal western gateway to the university; ideally, it would be a
straight road to the entrance, and would be directly visible from Almond Blvd.

Continuing north, consider roundabouts where appropriate at Adams St, Harrison St, Genesee St, Fayette
St, and Erie Blvd. Secondary streets such as Madison, Cedar, Washington, and Water St would presumably
face a Stop at Almond Blvd. [See figures 1, 2, 3 on next pages]

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New Public Housing at Taylor St

The current public housing along Taylor St is aged and unattractive. Also, as a complex of two-story build-
ings, it is highly inappropriate for downtown development. I suggest rebuilding the complex as mainstream
5-7 story apartment and condominium buildings; 30-50% would remain subsidized housing, and the rest
would be sold or rented to the general public.

How would the Syracuse Housing Authority (SHA) finance this? First, the age of the existing housing should
justify some state or federal funding for renewal. Second, the SHA should implement the state/federal sub-
sidized housing to mortgage program3. This program allows qualified working poor to apply their subsidy
(around $600 average), plus their own contribution to rent (often $400), toward home ownership. That is
enough money to cover mortgage payments and other ownership expenses. Third, at least 1/2 of the project
would be sold to apartment rental companies or to individual buyers. Fourth, property along Almond Blvd
would attract a premium price for mixed-use residential and commercial development. Lastly, by build-
ing a complex of 5-7 story apartment buildings, the land required, even with increased greenspace, will be
greatly reduced. So much so that the block east of Almond Blvd (figure 3, yellow area) could be sold to the
university or hospitals, who appear to have a great need for additional land.

Such a project would provide numerous benefits to Syracuse: it would vastly improve the quality of life of
current residents of the complex; it would preserve the current neighborhood social fabric; it would provide
many with a path to home ownership (and equity in a property that will likely be fast-rising in value for
some time); it would help the existing neighborhood integrate better with the broader community; it would
would jumpstart the development along Almond Blvd; and it would provide the university and hospitals
much needed access to additional property adjacent to their own.

Elevated train tracks over boulevard at Van Buren St

It may be advantageous to raise the train tracks over the boulevard at Van Buren St. It would open the mostly
vacant nearby land to development, and it would facilitate additional connections with the street grid (Castle
St, Raynor St, Van Buren St, Burt St). The tracks are already elevated; however, the track viaduct may still
need work to create a proper underpass for the boulevard. The berm on which I81 currently lays, would
presumably require removal. It’s removal will also eliminate the visual and physical barrier to east-west
access. The long block between Castle St and Van Buren St would be radically transformed into attractive
land for development.

A gateway for ESF Campus

There should be a way to make a well-defined and more inviting gateway to the ESF campus. For example,
a junction with Almond Blvd at Raynor Ave instead of Castle St could reconnect the eastern and western
portions of Raynor Ave, and create a direct route to ESF. A direct route will require crossing the train track.
This might be achieved by regrading (lowering) Raynor Ave, and/or raising the train track, to create more
space for an underpass. Any changes to the train track should also take into consideration the potential
future of the train track as part of a new city transit service, and the desirable environment for building a
more substantial train stop here. [See figure 4 on next page]

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3.2 I690 Junction with Almond Blvd (I81 S) and Genant Blvd (I81 N)

The vision is to eliminate the “spaghetti junction” previously required to connect two Interstate highways
but is no-longer needed since the future connections will be with two city streets, Almond Blvd and Genant
Blvd, which have much simpler design requirements.

Some history

Viewing an aerial map of Syracuse from the 1950s4 (before the existence of I81 and I690), one can see the
old street grid that was replaced by the I81-I690 interchange. The southern portion of I81 replaced Almond
St; the northern portion replaced Genant Dr; and notice how Genant Dr intersected with Salina St and met
northern Montgomery St, which no-longer exists. One will also see that N Clinton St and S Clinton St were
connected, and Webster’s Landing connected to Salina St. Also noteworthy is the lost dense development
across all the land replaced by I81 and the interchange.

I690 was built on an a long-existing railroad bed, which the city grew around, so it didn’t have much impact
on the street grid, with the major exception of the I81-I690 interchange. I81, on the other hand, just didn’t
fit on the street grid and had to be elevated.

So, before I81, a northbound motorist might have taken Almond Blvd–>Erie Blvd–>Montgomery St–
>Genant Dr. But this is misleading because there were/are several northbound streets parallel to Almond St;
the south/north or east/west path one might take varied widely and depended on one’s proximity to any of
the streets mentioned above. The point here is that traffic in Syracuse before I81 functioned on the basis of
well-dispersed traffic making full use of the street grid. And this when there were 75,000 more inhabitants
than today.

I will go farther out on a limb then most and suggest that Syracuse today would be better off (economically,
culturally, and traffic-wise) if both I81 and I690 were eliminated from the downtown area and replaced with
boulevards, and the street grid rebuilt similar to the 1950s. However, since this may seem too scary an idea
to some people, I propose a plan that is more similar to what we have today, but makes better use of the
street grid, improves downtown traffic, opens vast amount of land for development, and paves the way for a
far more attractive central city.

Two Boulevards

Following the cues of the 1950s street grid, I propose replacing I81 through Syracuse by creating two
boulevards on the two pre-existing streets I81 replaced: Almond St and Genant Dr. The new boulevards
would connect to each other indirectly via the segment of I690 that spans between them. Specifically, join
the new Almond Blvd and I690 via an underpass roundabout that connects Almond Blvd, I690 ramps, and
Catherine St; flow the new Genant Blvd to S Clinton St and join with I690 via an underpass roundabout
that connects Genant Blvd, I690 ramps, and S Clinton St. In addition, redirect Butternut St straight across
Genant Blvd (as originally existed). [See figure 6 on page 15]

This solution provides the following advantages:

1. the I81-I690 interchange is completely eliminated, and it transforms a dozen city blocks into new
prime development land;

2. the elimination of numerous viaducts and bridges will significantly reduce project costs and long-run
maintenance;

3. by flowing Genant Blvd to S Clinton St the number of bridges over Salina St are reduced from 3 to 1,
and a significant stretch of the street becomes available for development;

4. N Clinton St is reconnected with S Clinton St (via Genant Blvd); Laurel St (Salt St) is reconnected to
the Franklin Square junction, as it once was;

5. The Franklin Square entrance and Webster’s Landing, devoid of ramps and Butternut St, become
open to new development and reconfiguration as a much more attractive and calm pedestrian-friendly
environment, while remaining adjacent to all the fast paths through town, something that should please
the residents of Franklin Square.

6. only one elevated I690 roadbed (perhaps only 4-lane, plus a bicycle/pedestrian lane) between the
Almond Blvd and Genant Blvd roundabouts will be needed (see rationale below);

7. last but not least, the attractiveness of downtown will be greatly enhanced.

A Bridge

As a final consideration, in lieu of rebuilding a traditional viaduct, consider rebuilding the I690 elevated
section between Almond Blvd and Genant Blvd junctions as a curving suspension bridge across the central
part of this span. It would be taller, slimmer, and provide attractive clear space below for a park or other
development. The bridge would become a new attractive and iconic architectural landmark of Syracuse, and
a prominent symbol of the I81 redevelopment project. [See figure 6 on page 15]

Given the huge cost savings (I presume 100s of millions of dollars) from eliminating the many viaducts and
bridges of the current I690-I81 interchange, the cost of an iconic suspension bridge should fall well within
budget.

Option: I690 boulevard?

I690 is an “Interstate” in name only. Situated just 2 miles south of and parallel to I90, and spanning only
from the Syracuse near eastern suburb to its western suburb, it is mostly a feeder road for Syracuse. So, it
follows that the majority of its traffic (as with I81) into Syracuse is destined for Syracuse. Recent reports
indicate daily traffic on I690 reaches 130,000 (more than I81). It would be interesting to know how much
of this traffic is destined for Syracuse versus through traffic. If it is mostly Syracuse traffic, I690 might lend
itself to direct roundabout junctions at select points, and general boulevard treatment, at least through parts
of the city. This would require decommissioning all or part of I690 as an Interstate. But, it would facilitate
more and attractive junctions with the street grid, make all of the newly at-grade stretches of road attractive
to development, and create a convenient corridor for east-west rapid transit, as well as a more bicycle and
pedestrian friendly street-scape. In other words, what applies for I81 should be considered for I690 as well.

3.3 I690 at West St

Connect I690 and West St. via an underpass roundabout with West St and simple I690 ramps. This will
greatly simplify and reduce the footprint of the connection. Also, 5 0f 7 bridges over the creekwalk will be
eliminated, making it more open to the sky. Newly available space will be desirable for development. Also,
connect N West St directly to Evans St., and realign Evans St to its 1950s path and junction with the other
roads at the entrance of Franklin Square. [See figure 6 on page 15]
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3.4 Franklin Square – Webster’s Landing

In the 1950s, Genant Dr (future I81 N) intersected with Salina St; N Clinton St traveled parallel and con-
nected with S Clinton St; at the south entrance of Franklin Square, N Franklin St connected with Evans St,
S Franklin St (as today), and Laurel St (Salt St); Websters Landing connected to S Franklin St just south of
the larger intersection.

This proposal flows Genant Blvd to S Clinton St where it also connects with I690 via an underpass round-
about. By placing the junction here, the Salina St bridges are reduced from 3 to 1: I690. N Clinton St flows
into Genant Blvd before the I690 junction in order to reconnect with S Clinton St, mimicking its original
path. Butternut St flows straight across Genant Blvd to N Clinton, as it originally did. Evans St is re-flowed
from its current N Franklin St T-connection to its original connection at the Franklin Square entrance inter-
section (no-longer cutting through the park space near the Franklin Square entrance). Laurel St is extended
to the Franklin Square entrance intersection, as it originally did. The Clinton and Laurel St connections to
Genant Blvd would be via Stop sign. [See figure 6 on page 15]

The Franklin Square entrance intersection seems a good candidate for a roundabout. Also, the nearby area,
de-cluttered by the removal of the current I81 off-ramps and elevated butternut St, will provide substantial
new desirable land for development. The combination of a roundabout, new development, and pedestrian
friendly streets will create a much calmer and more attractive entrance to Franklin Square.

Websters Landing, in its current position, is in the way of the I690 junction, and would have to be removed.
Also, if I690 is to be rebuilt along this stretch, and if it is currently too close to the VIP Structures building
to fit a westbound off-ramp, consider placing the new viaduct 50 or so feet further south; there appears to
be enough space to do so. In any case, the current VIP Structures property would be accessible via Genant
Blvd and Salina St, and indirectly via N Clinton St and Laurel St.

As to determining the specific paths of N Clinton St and Laurel St (Salt St) extensions, the major points
considered were to:

1. re-connect N Clinton St to S Clinton St;

2. re-establish road paths that form reasonably sized city blocks and make newly available land desirable
for development;

3. make Clinton St and Laurel St as straight as feasible to provide better views (especially Laurel St ->
Franklin Square);

4. create an attractive entrance to Franklin Square and its immediate surroundings.

3.5 N Warren St, N Montgomery St, and Hickory St

Removing the I81-I690 interchange reveals a rather large block bound by Salina St, Pearl St, and Willow
St. Montgomery St used to extend all the way to Salina St, meeting with old Genant Dr, breaking this block
into two. If desired, this block could be divided again by, for example, extending Hickory St to Herald Pl,
and N Warren St to intersect with Hickory St. Or, N Montgomery St could be re-established to Salina St.
[See dashed lines in figure 6 on page 15].

3.6 West St, Clinton St, Adams St, Harrison St, and Warren St

With a well implemented I81/I690 redevelopment that maximizes traffic dispersion, West St, Clinton St,
Adams St, Harrison St, and Warren St will no-longer need to function as arterials for the Interstate on-
ramps and off-ramps, and can be returned to normal-size 2-way city streets. West St can be narrowed to a
4-lane road, with perhaps a center turning lane if needed, and the broken cross streets could be reconnected
via Stop. Similarly, Adams St (downtown) can be narrowed to 4 lanes. The smaller footprint of these two
streets, along with new roadside frontage, will result in calmer and more pedestrian friendly streets desirable
for new real estate development. Also, consider a roundabout at the—already oversize—intersection of
Salina St, Onondaga St, and Harrison St. Additional roundabouts downtown may also make sense. [See
figure 8 on page 17]

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3.7 New junction at I690 E and Crouse Ave for University hill access

In order to provide an additional and more accessible northern route to the university and hospitals, I propose
creating an I690 junction at perhaps Crouse Ave, and return S Crouse Ave to a 2-way street. Conveniently, N
Crouse Ave connects with Lodi St., a major corridor to the north side business district. A new northerly route
to the university hill will relieve a significant amount of I690 university hill destined traffic that currently
flows to Adams St. This is one more element to disperse traffic.

3.8 I81 North (I690 to Destiny Mall)

Genant Dr follows I81 all the way to Destiny Mall. I propose merging Genant Blvd and I81 N into a new
Genant Blvd, a 4-lane boulevard with perhaps a center turning lane. This will facilitate better connections
with the street grid. The slimmer roadbed should provide sufficient space for development along the road,
including possibly a greenway (street car, bike, and pedestrian path) all the way to Destiny Mall.

In addition, two major roads, Lodi St and Salina St, run roughly parallel to Genant Dr to downtown. Provide
easy access to these streets near the Destiny Mall entrance to give traffic more opportunity to disperse.

Currently, there are five roads that cross I81 between I690 and Destiny Mall. They are all bridges. There are
also four on-ramps and off-ramps. I suggest at least 4 junction be made to the new boulevard. Which streets
to connect requires deeper analysis, but as a starting point of discussion, I propose the following junctions
[See figure 9 on page 19]:

1. Butternut St Bridge – realign Butternut St straight across Genant Blvd to N Clinton (as originally
existed); keep bridge or connect via roundabout;

2. Spencer St Bridge – keep bridge or connect via Stop on Spencer St;

3. Kirkpatrick St – straighten W Kirkpatrick St to realign with N Kirkpatrick St and connect via round-
about (presumes more traffic);

4. Court St Bridge – convert to a Stop on Court St; realign Court St to its old path straight to N Clinton
St; remove W Court St to Kirkpatrick St (see previous item); consider re-extending Court St to Solar
St; alternatively, keep bridge and W Court St.

5. Bear St Bridge – convert to a roundabout (presumes more traffic);

6. Hiawatha Blvd Bridge – keep as is; alternatively, lower to a roundabout with Genant Blvd and
Destiny Mall entrance, which would eliminate a bridge and increase developable land along the road;

7. Destiny Mall entrance at Genant Blvd – convert to a roundabout connecting Genant Blvd W, Des-
tiny Mall, Genant Blvd E, and an extension to N Salina St, which intersects with Hiawatha Blvd;
Hiawatha Blvd traffic is preserved.

Since the long-run goal is to have full mixed-use development along this 1.2 mile stretch of road, consider
extending some or all of the northside secondary streets to T-connections with Genant Blvd via a Stop. This
will ease pedestrian and bicycle access to the future businesses along this road and create better integration
with the neighborhood. Similarly, consider that the boulevard has a hill on the north side overlooking the
Inner Harbor and may lend itself to residential development in the future, and so a pedestrian and bicycle
friendly bridge at Court St, as well as a Court St extended to Solar St (as originally existed), may ultimately
be desired for easy neighborhood access to the coming development at the Inner Harbor.

The advantages of this solution is that it creates a speedy and continuously moving boulevard, with space
for roadside development, and strong integration with the northside neighborhood.

3.9 I81 North (Destiny Mall to Liverpool)

This area has another “spaghetti junction” that could be eliminated if it is no longer subject to Interstate
junction requirements. I propose the I81 roadbed be redirected along the path of the I81 Liverpool exit
(remove the current I81 roadbed to Destiny Mall); join Old Liverpool Rd and Buckley Rd via roundabout
(1); join this (e.g., Old Liverpool Rd) extension with Onondaga Lake Pkwy and the I81 exit roadbed via
roundabout (2); have two roads exit the roundabout eastward: Park St and Genant Blvd; Genant Blvd meets
Destiny Mall via roundabout (3) that also connects indirectly with N. Salina St at Hiawatha Blvd. Genant
Blvd then continues along a merged I81/Genant Dr path to I690. The earthmoving to reconfigure these roads
should be done with an eye to create suitable grade for future development.

The advantages of this solution are: 1) the unattractive “spaghetti junction” is eliminated, greatly reducing
the number of bridges and roadway miles to maintain; 2) the new simpler, calmer, and more attractive
roadway creates a much more inviting entrance to Liverpool; 3) it offers a more bicycle and pedestrian-
friendly road; and 4) it creates desirable land for future development.

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4 Voiced Concerns for the Boulevard Option

Travel times

There is concern that travel times will greatly increase with a boulevard. This is understandable because
the original boulevard options did not explain how techniques of street grid connection and traffic dispersal
would change traffic patterns and eliminate the downtown traffic bottlenecks created by the highway as most
traffic is channeled to one or two exits. For this reason, when estimating time differences between highway
and boulevard options, it’s not how fast you reach downtown; it’s how fast you reach your parking. With
better traffic patterns, the time to park could be less than today. Even a cross-town trip from south I81-I481
junction to Destiny Mall (5 miles) will only take 2-3 more minutes (it will also be more pleasant). Properly
implemented, the boulevard option will improve traffic overall.

Ambulance access to hospitals

Most ambulances probably do not reach the hospitals via I81; they come from various directions via city
streets. They have sirens. They can cruise down all roads speedily. Moreover, While Upstate hospital is
next to an I81 exit, St. Joseph’s and Community General hospitals are not, and yet they manage just fine.
The same surely holds true for many hospitals in cities across the country. This concern seems unfounded.
In any case, the boulevards will be fairly fast, and their better connection to the street grid may well reduce
ambulance travel times.

I81 Interstate designation through the city

Some mall and hotel interests at the north end of Syracuse want to keep I81 Interstate designation through
the city where it passes their businesses. Apparently they believe travelers will miss them otherwise. This
seems an unfounded concern. Any mall seekers from outside the region will know where they are going if
malls are their goal. This is equally true with hotel seekers; if they want to stop in Syracuse, they’ll take
the old I81 road into the city and see everything they can see now. Moreover, travelers today have GPS
navigators and smart phones to alert them to all these things. Optionally, the combined new boulevards
and I690 connector could be given a secondary name such as “I81 local” or “old I81” or some similar
convention, which suggests the main road from the highway. In any case, travelers from the north and
from I90 will continue to have highway access to those northside businesses. Travelers from the south will
experience very little extra travel time, probably only 2-3 minutes, since the boulevards will be fairly fast
and traffic stops will be few, and possibly none.

5 Other Considerations

• Pedestrian and bicycle ways through Syracuse – The City should consider selecting at least one
east-west and one north-south road to be designated and suitably zoned and developed to be a bi-
cycle, pedestrian, and public transit oriented passage. It would be zone for mixed-use development
(residential, shops, restaurants, small office, etc.).

• Public transit – Consider providing space along the Almond Blvd-I690-Genant Blvd path for a
(rapid) transit service. Consider the same for an east-west passage.
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• “Monument Blvd” – Since the two new boulevards will have several roundabouts, and larger round-
abouts are typically adorned with a statue, a fountain, or other artwork, it may be fitting to give this
corridor a secondary name such as “Monument Blvd” or “Monument Dr”.

• Name for I81 roadbed from Liverpool Exit to I481 – it will continue to exist as a limited access
highway to the city. However, it will need a new name. Consider naming it “Destiny Highway”—if
someone is willing to pay handsomely for the naming rights.

• Fiber-optic network – The City should consider laying fibe-optic conduit and cables along all the
roads to be built or rebuilt; a community owned and controlled fiber-optic broadband network is
needed infrastructure for the future prosperity of Syracuse. Laying cable is least expensive when done
during road construction.

• Renew and re-envision public housing – The city should consider reconstructing other existing low-
grade public housing throughout the city as mixed-use, subsidized and non-subsidized, rentals and
condominiums, in the way described for the Taylor St area housing. [See Section 3.1 on page 9].

• A grant of budget surplus should go with a low-cost plan – Of the 3 general redevelopment options
DOT is considering—boulevard ($1B), viaduct rebuild ($2B), or tunnel ($3B)—the boulevard is by
far the least costly. I suggest that if DOT is ultimately willing to budget $2B-$3B for the project,
and Syracuse chooses the least expensive option, the state should consider giving the balance of the
middle-road budget, e.g., $1B, to Syracuse to spend on various other infrastructure currently needed.
That will also add interesting context as local residents consider which general I81 redevelopment
plan they think is best for Syracuse’s future.

6 Conclusion

This proposal for a boulevard option provides a quite fast north-south corridor through the city, greater
access to the street grid to disperse most traffic before it reaches downtown, and introduces roundabouts
in select places to keep traffic flowing. Numerous roads and bridges are eliminated, which will greatly
reduce the projected rebuilding costs, as well as long-run maintenance costs. This proposal does not require
any properties to be condemned; instead, several property owners may gain odd parcels of land adjacent
to their property. Downtown will be hugely more attractive with the complete elimination of the I690-I81
“spaghetti junction” and the east-west barrier created by I81; Salina St will have only one bridge crossing
it; and the creekwalk will have 5 of 7 bridges removed. Dozens of city blocks will be made newly available
for prime development, and many more adjacent blocks will become more valuable. Syracuse University
and the hospitals would gain access to much needed land for expansion, and a new era in public housing
development could be started.

 WHEREAS, Moody's Investors Service has assigned a Aa3 rating to a recent Town of DeWitt 
Public Improvement (Serial) Bond with the expectation of the stable tax base of approximately $2.9 
billion continuing to experience modest growth given it’s close proximity to the City of Syracuse (G.O. 
rated A1, negative). Acting as a transfer point between the New York State Thruway, Route 481 and 
Interstate 81, the town has a significant commercial presence (39% of tax base) consisting of hotels, 
shopping centers, office buildings, manufacturing facilities, and restaurants geared in part toward 
travelers across these thoroughfares; and 
 

WHEREAS, turning Interstate 81 to Route 481 leaves no alternative north-south Route for 
national defense, national disaster, and general maintenance and repairs; and 
  
 WHEREAS, although there are a variety of ways to deal with I-81's aging infrastructure, the 
existing “Interstate” function and designation must be preserved, because any solution which would 
remove I-81’s vital function from its present alignment would irreparably harm the regional economy and 
corresponding employment dependent upon the highway network in addition to negatively impacting 
DeWitt’s neighborhoods and its residents quality of life; and 
 
 WHEREAS, redirecting I-81 traffic to Route 481, transfers what the City of Syracuse sees as a 
problem to DeWitt; and 
 

WHEREAS, DeWitt forms the eastern border of Syracuse and its neighborhoods already suffer 
the consequences of commuter traffic to and from the City of Syracuse, along local Routes 173, 5, 290, 
298, in addition to the Interstate Highways including the Thruway and Routes 690 and 481.

Jordan Road Railroad Bridge:  Charlie Major said he was here to discuss the recent decision to 
allow the County DOT to remove the railroad bridge next to the Jordan Road Bridge in Skaneateles 
Falls.  He said he is objecting to the removal because it is town property that was acquired for a 
specific purpose by the Town.  The bridge was previously used for a railroad crossing.  The tracks 
leading up to it start in the Village and go to the Elbridge Town Line.  When the tracks were 
removed the intent was for a future nature trail.    He said that the current County bridge is 
approximately three feet on the railroad property now owned by the Town.  The County wanted to 
remove another bridge several years ago when Bill Pavlus was the Supervisor near Visions Drive, 
and they were refused permission.  He said the Town went through a lot to acquire this property for 
future use as a walkway along Jordan Road.   He said that there are currently three bridges that are 
the same age as the one being considered to be removed that are now in use on the Charlie Major 
Nature Trail.  Those bridged had new tops put on  and are still 
in use today.  He said there is nothing structurally wrong with this bridge that would prevent the 
same use.  He suggested looking into the beautification of the northern entrance to the Town just as 
the Town did with the western gateway.  Charlie Major suggested that a new waterline was added 
several years ago along Jordan Road and because we owned the property where the railroad tracks 
were the waterline could be put in without tearing up Jordan Road.  This saved a lot of money.  He 
asked the Board just to say no to the County. 

The Town Board agreed to table their decision on this until they had an opportunity to discuss this 
with Onondaga County and Jim Card. 

Western Gateway Final Landscaping and Beautification:  Councilor Murray said that she needs 
to discuss the landscaping with Jim Card after he returns from out of town.

Thank you for briefing us and others on the DOT's scoping alternatives last Tuesday, 
June 24, 2014. We are writing to follow up on that briefing and on the attached letter we 
sent to your attention on December 6, 2013. We remain consistent in our position that 
Interstate 81 must continue to exist through the City of Syracuse. 

We have listened to the objectives and desires of the various stakeholders and believe 
that the Access Syracuse Plan, the plan given to you at the end of the June 24, 2014 
meeting, would meet the objectives of everyone involved. It is a "hybrid" solution that 
includes a shortened tunnel and incorporates the "boulevard" desired by a number of 
commentators. Significantly, the Access Syracuse Plan hybrid solution would provide 
improved connectivity between the University Hill Area and downtown, while 
maintaining the Interstate status of Route 81 into and through the city. Also, it enables 
keeping many more cross streets open than any of the previous proposed pure 
boulevard or tunnel options, it eliminates the enormous cost of high-flying ramps at 
Interstate 690, and it also requires less land acquisition.

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For over 30 years, the Onondaga Citizens League has represented an outstanding
example of citizen participation in public affairs.

Due to age and structural deterioration, the elevated
portion of I-81 though Syracuse must be replaced, not
simply repaired, in the near future. The New York
State Department of Transportation (NYSDOT) has
begun a detailed review of the physical condition of
the interstate and commissioned a public participation
project on I-81 concerns. At the same time, a recent
University Hill transportation study recommended
serious analysis of rerouting I-81 through traffic along
I-481 and creating an urban boulevard for local traffic
downtown, because of the potential transportation,
economic development and environmental benefits
to the area.

Other communities facing similar situations have con-
sidered alternatives to urban freeways, and many have
replaced elevated freeways with at-grade thorough-
fares. As it now stands, I-81 is a visual and physical
barrier between downtown Syracuse and the growing
educational and medical institutions of University Hill
– the economic engines of the region. What would be
the effects on community renewal and economic
development if I-81 were replaced with an attractive,
pedestrian-friendly boulevard in the European tradi-
tion? The Onondaga Citizens League Rethinking I-81
Study Committee sought to offer a thoughtful review
of the relevant issues and the opportunities that a
boulevard alternative to the elevated I-81 could pro-
vide. The intent of this report is to help prepare the
community to provide input in the upcoming public
participation process.

Study Methodology
The Committee studied the history and the physical
condition of the I-81 corridor, reviewed access issues,
and examined cases of freeway removals in American
cities. The committee interviewed local and national
transportation planning experts and other authorities
on traffic, transit, land use planning, and local eco-
nomic development. The committee reviewed numer-
ous reports and articles on transportation systems and
funding, land use, and environmental issues.

I-81 Findings
For both the city and the county, the I-81 project is the
most important public planning opportunity since the
decision was made to build the elevated I-81 in the
late 1950s. While the ultimate decision on the future

of I-81 is several years away, the directions taken now
will influence the final outcome. The Study Committee
believes that several factors are critical to an under-
standing of the project.

• The I-81 viaducts were recently put under a
special on-going emergency repair contract by
NYSDOT, signaling that the aging infrastructure
will require an increasing amount of unscheduled
repair work.

• The I-81 reconstruction, whatever form it takes,
will require a huge amount of public funds and a
permanent reconfiguration of some traffic routes.

• In its entire 855 mile length, I-81 bypasses every
downtown other than Syracuse, the only place
where the speed limit is reduced to 45 mph.

• The I-81 corridor is a significant barrier between
downtown and the economic engines on the Hill,
devaluing the commercial and residential develop-
ment potential of property all along the corridor,
and limiting the potential for related employment
growth in the area.

• A recent transportation study of the University
Hill area concluded that tearing down I-81 in the
Almond Street Corridor, rerouting all through
traffic to I-481, and creating an urban boulevard
in place of the viaduct for local traffic might be
feasible and would have multiple benefits.

• Removing I-81 from downtown is not likely to
hinder emergency vehicle access to the scene of
the emergency; EMS vehicles are positioned
throughout their service areas and the downtown
interstate is not typically used to get to the scene or
for access to the University Hill medical facilities.

Lessons Learned from Other Cities and Studies
The Study Committee’s research presented evidence
that removing freeways from within cities led to
improvements in the quality of life and economic
prosperity in those cities. In addition, pressures to
address public health, gasoline consumption, environ-
mental sustainability and sprawl, as well as changing
trends in lifestyle choices, transit use, and transporta-
tion options demand that we consider more than
mobility of vehicles in community planning.

• A well-crafted urban landscape helps make a city
attractive to its young people, and to others look-
ing for a place to work, live and establish roots.
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• Cities that removed elevated highways from down-
town areas experienced improved connectivity
between neighborhoods, stimulated economic
growth, and created a more attractive, sustainable,
and safe, urban environment.

• Removing a freeway and replacing it with a
surface-level boulevard does not necessarily
increase congestion levels on city streets; city
street grids create additional traffic routes, and
head off anticipated gridlock.

• Design of a coordinated urban mobility system,
including room for pedestrians, bicycles, and
transit, as well as cars, is crucial.

• The transportation system design must be guided
by an ambitious community vision, comprehen-
sive master plan, and enforceable design standards.

Conclusions
The OCL study committee’s assessment makes a con-
vincing argument that the I-81 challenge is an oppor-
tunity to redefine our community for the 21st century.
The study committee evaluated the proposition of
rerouting through traffic and constructing a boulevard
for the use of area traffic by examining known facts
about I-81 in the downtown corridor, and exploring
similar situations in other cities. The technical studies
of NYSDOT and the traffic demand modeling and
public participation projects of Syracuse Metropolitan
Transportation Council (SMTC) will provide the traf-
fic counts, engineering data, and public input that will
inform the choice of alternatives.

The “Rethinking I-81” study committee believes
that rerouting through traffic around the city and
converting Almond Street to an attractive, pedes-
trian-friendly urban boulevard is a desirable con-
cept that would benefit the region and recommends
this option be given the most serious consideration
in the planning process.
The reasons for this conclusion are rooted not just in
the experiences of other cities, but in the urgent needs
of our own community for revitalization of our core
and growth of the new economy. Without a strong
core, every part of the region suffers.

• Competitiveness. As Bruce Katz of the Brookings
Institution said in Syracuse in 2006, “Demolishing
the highway and replacing it with a boulevard
would not just open up a connective corridor to
downtown. It would also send a strong signal that
Syracuse is serious about competing in the 21st
century economy, and that its leaders and citizens
alike have the will, energy, and vision to reinvent
the physical infrastructure of their community in
a way that leverages its core assets.”

• Employment Growth. Our largest, and growing,
employers – the educational and medical institu-
tions – need room to develop and expand on
nearby development sites. Proximity and physical
and visual connectivity create the synergies that
spawn growth of the institutions and spin-off
services, residential and office development.

• Economic Development. Downtown represents
the economic, cultural and social hub of the
Central New York region, the “calling card”
of the region. A troubled core is a drawback to
economic development for the wider region. A
better connection to the tens of thousands of
employees, students and visitors to the University
Hill area will spell better business potential for
restaurants, shops, museums and galleries, hotels
and entertainment venues in the adjacent down-
town area.

• Environmental Concerns. A coordinated
transportation and land use plan, one that gives
equitable consideration to transit, pedestrian and
bicycle users as well as cars, and incorporates
vegetation as well as asphalt, can lead to a reduc-
tion in greenhouse gas emissions and a healthier
environment.

We urge the community to participate in the I-81
planning process to ensure that we use this opportunity
to manage our physical, social, environmental and
economic assets in a way that will increase our
vitality, accessibility and attractiveness.
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Why I-81 is an Issue Now
For nearly five decades Interstate-81 has run through
the heart of Syracuse. But highway viaducts have
limited life spans and the bridges of I-81 are deterio-
rating. Simply repairing the deteriorated steel structure
is not a long-term option. Essentially, a new structure
must be built. Since highway engineering standards
have changed since I-81 was built, an elevated
viaduct would probably look very different than the
current structure.

The project, whatever form it takes, will require a
huge amount of public funds and a permanent recon-
figuration of at least some traffic routes. The down-
town on- and off-ramps, which do not meet current
standards, would not necessarily be replicated.

What if there were alternatives that allow a high-speed
through route for those drivers needing to bypass the
city and maintain easy access to downtown and
University Hill, and also improve quality of life? In
the half century since it was built, I-81 has attracted
few admirers. It has been called an “eyesore.” Its
presence devalues the land around it and discourages
connection between downtown and University Hill.
The ramps siphon traffic onto and from a few streets,
which leads to congestion on those streets.

The process of “Rethinking I-81” has already begun
and it demands public participation. The NYSDOT has
embarked on the first phase of a review of the physical
condition of the Interstate in an “I-81 Corridor Study.”
In addition, NYSDOT has contracted with the SMTC,
the group that oversees regional transportation plan-
ning, to lead a public participation project on I-81
concerns. Each of these studies will take at least
two years. SMTC will also conduct a travel demand
modeling study, using computer simulation to look
at the impact of various highway configurations.

SMTC’s public participation project – “The I-81
Challenge” – will be conducted by a team of consult-
ants and will initially create awareness of the I-81
decision-making process, and spell out the history,
functions and condition of I-81. In a second phase of
the process, SMTC will engage the community in
brainstorming future alternatives for the highway and
in narrowing those alternatives into the most feasible
and desirable set. The public participation project
will use outreach mechanisms such as brochures and
newsletters as well as focus groups, open houses,
workshops, surveys and a website.

The results of the technical and public studies will be a
set of alternatives and strategies to be further devel-
oped and studied in depth. Public involvement will be
central to this detailed analysis. The ultimate decision
on the future of I-81 is years away, but the directions
taken now will influence the final outcome.

Factors to Consider
The Onondaga Citizens League believes several fac-
tors are important to consider in thinking about I-81.

• In its entire length, I-81 skirts every downtown
except for that of Syracuse. Scranton, Wilkes
Barre, Binghamton, and Watertown are not
bisected by I-81. Syracuse is the only city in the
entire 855 miles of the I-81 corridor where the
highway runs through a downtown area. We need
to understand that moving maximum volumes
of people in cars at maximum reasonable speeds
is fine between cities, but is not actually good
within cities, because the systems that make
speed possible are bad for local business and
economic development.

• Currently on I-81 north and south, signage
already directs through traffic to I-481,
although not all vehicles heed the suggestion.
A feasibility study of reconfiguration of the inter-
sections of I-81 and I-481 to allow interstate-speed
merging of through traffic could be a first step in
planning the future of I-81.

• There is a growing trend to remove elevated
highways from downtown areas. Freeway
removal projects in major cities including San
Francisco, Milwaukee, and Portland, Oregon have
stimulated economic growth and neighborhood
renewal. In San Francisco and Milwaukee, neigh-
borhoods formerly disrupted by viaducts have
made a comeback. Low-level uses, like parking
lots that frequently line freeways, have been
replaced by shops, housing and businesses. In
Milwaukee and Portland, the neighborhoods and
sites that emerged from freeway removal com-
bined with other careful urban planning steps,
have helped to reframe and reenergize the cities
themselves. Often the people who fought hard
against freeway removal have come to embrace
its results.
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INTRODUCTION

• The SMTC University Hill Transportation
Study found that removing a portion of I-81,
replacing it with a surface-level boulevard, and
rerouting through traffic passed a fatal-flaw
test – that is, might be feasible. The consultants
recommended an in-depth study of an urban
boulevard in lieu of the I-81 viaduct, with through
traffic rerouted to I-481. The report predicted that
a boulevard option would improve accessibility
for commuters, visitors and emergency vehicles,
create better connections between downtown and
University Hill, increase economic development
opportunities, and improve air quality in the area.

• The I-81 corridor is perceived to be a significant
barrier between downtown and the economic
engines on the Hill, devaluing the commercial
and residential development potential of
property all along the corridor. SUNY Upstate
Medical University and Syracuse University are
the area’s two largest employers. These signature
institutions, and others in the area, need room to
develop and expand and can generate residential,
retail, commercial and additional institutional
development. They grow best when they grow
organically and are well connected not only by
car and public transit, but also by foot and bicycle,
and in terms of visual quality.

• A city maintains its viability by being attractive
to its young people, and to others looking for a
place to work, live and establish roots. Residents
need to see that the region can offer not only a
good range of job opportunities, but also a well-
crafted urban landscape that can rival aspects of
Boston, New York, Philadelphia and Chicago,
match the spirit of mid-size cities such as
Columbus, Madison, Providence or Boulder,
or compete with such well-known university
communities as Berkeley, Ithaca, Burlington,
Eugene or University Park. As Bruce Katz of the
Brookings Institution said in Syracuse in 2006,
“Demolishing the highway and replacing it with
a boulevard would not just open up a connective
corridor to downtown. It would also send a strong
signal that Syracuse is serious about competing in
the 21st century economy, and that its leaders and
citizens alike have the will, energy, and vision to
reinvent the physical infrastructure of their com-
munity in a way that leverages its core assets.”

Assumptions Challenged
The OCL study committee found that certain common
assumptions about freeway removal are not necessar-
ily valid and merit deeper analysis.

• Removing a freeway and replacing it with a
surface-level boulevard will not necessarily
increase congestion levels on city streets. When
highways are eliminated from the central city,
city street grids can be reconnected to create
additional traffic routes, and head off antici-
pated gridlock. The ability of a street grid to
absorb traffic is evidenced in cities such as
Milwaukee and San Francisco, where anticipated
traffic problems did not materialize when free-
ways were shut down or removed. Closures of
I-81 in Syracuse for construction during the last
decade failed to produce major traffic problems,
supporting the idea that the urban grid is underuti-
lized. NYSDOT studies will test the assumption
that rerouting of through traffic will result in fewer
cars and trucks passing directly through the city.
Studies will also determine the amount of unused
capacity on other streets to absorb local traffic.

• Removing I-81 from downtown is not likely to
hinder emergency vehicle access to hospitals.
EMS vehicles are strategically positioned through-
out their service areas; the interstate is not a factor
in “access to scene” (unless the scene is on the
interstate). Rural Metro and NAVAC, the county’s
two largest services, by and large do not rely on the
I-81 viaduct to get to their hospital destinations,
according to their directors. With a boulevard in
place of the interstate viaduct for local traffic,
“emergency vehicles would be provided more
travel route options, which can be critical in cases
of congestion or during special events on the
University Hill,” the University Hill Transportation
Study concluded.

• Creating a surface level boulevard in place of an
elevated highway viaduct will not necessarily
increase pollution levels. While rerouting I-81
through traffic to I-481 would add approximately
four miles to most long-distance trips, case studies
from other cities show that freeway removal proj-
ects lead to reduction in the number of auto trips.
The reduced road capacity, in conjunction with
increased transit use and pedestrian and bicycle
trips, could potentially offset the increase in miles
on the through route.
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No matter what, I-81 is going to change. The question
is, will the change detract from, or improve, quality of
life for residents of the region? The decision-making
process offers the opportunity to explore new visions
for the community in terms of transportation efficiency,
livability and viability. For both the city and the county
this is the most important public planning opportunity
since the decision was made to build the elevated I-81
in the late 1950s. As a community, we should ensure
that a project with the potential to transform us doesn’t
just take us where ever the road leads, but instead
brings us to where we want to be.

Study Methodology
The focus area of the study is the I-81 corridor in the
city of Syracuse between I-481 south of downtown
and the I-690 interchanges, with particular attention
to the elevated portion from East Adams Street to Erie
Boulevard. The committee studied the history and
physical condition of I-81 and the condition of the
corridor adjacent to I-81, examined case studies of
elevated freeway removals in American cities, and
reviewed the SMTC University Hill Transportation
Study, which addresses the role of I-81 in relation to
access issues. Throughout the process, the committee
was informed by officials from NYSDOT and SMTC,
agencies which will together provide the framework
for the I-81 decision-making process. The committee
interviewed transportation planning consultants,
and other authorities on planning decisions in cities

that have removed or are considering the removal of
elevated highways, including Seattle and Milwaukee.
Guest speakers included transportation planning
consultant Tom Brennan, of Nelson/Nygaard, on the
Seattle Urban Mobility Plan, and conference calls
with John Norquist and Peter Park, former Milwaukee
mayor and planning director, respectively.

SUNY College of Environmental Science and Forestry
graduate landscape architecture students in Professor
Emanuel Carter’s urban design studio consulted on
various design and routing options for I-81. Three
public sessions were held to allow participants to
comment on the studio design project scenarios. The
committee interviewed the directors of Rural/Metro
and NAVAC ambulance services and Captain Shannon
Trice of the Syracuse Police Department Traffic
Division to understand possible impacts of temporary
and permanent closure of I-81 on emergency services.
The committee met with local developers and realtors
to understand their views on the development potential
for a reconfigured I-81 corridor, heard from CENTRO
on transit issues and planning, and considered urban
transit trends and projections. Presentations by com-
mittee members were made to various community
groups during the latter stages of the study. The wider
community was made aware of the study sessions
through press releases to local media and a study blog
that highlighted and explained many of the issues
raised during committee sessions.

INTRODUCTION



Historical Perspective
Next time you’re crossing the intersection at
Washington and Almond Streets, try imagining the
bridges of I-81 “gone.” Now envision a replacement.
Let’s say a steady flow of urban traffic on a landscaped
boulevard, for instance. Tough to picture it, right?

One hundred years ago, standing in that exact spot,
you would have been blasted by the force of a massive
steam locomotive rumbling by just a few feet in front
of your face. There were no flashing lights to warn of
an arriving train, no guarding arms to halt the flow of
traffic. Accidents were common. The railroad was a
dangerous barrier dividing downtown; but for the
citizens of Syracuse, railroads were a necessity. The
railroad was the way people traveled, just as the car
is today. Syracuse residents couldn’t have imagined
a city without a railroad line as a central artery, just
as today, it is difficult to imagine a city without an
elevated I-81 carrying cars through the core.

Just as the physical deterioration of the I-81 bridges
now necessitates a rethinking of the viaduct’s future,
one hundred years ago the growing tide of railroad
traffic required the citizens of Syracuse to rethink how
and where tracks passed through the city. Would trains
be elevated and continue to cut through the city center?
Or would the route be moved to the outskirts? Dennis
Connors, curator of history at the Onondaga Historical
Association Museum and Research Center and a
member of the OCL study committee, outlined the
history of transportation decisions in Syracuse in a
presentation to the study committee.

The Erie Canal Era
A good perspective starts with the Erie Canal; not its
construction but its demise. While the canal was an
economic boon to Syracuse for much of the 19th
century, changing technology lessened its value by the
late 1800s. The canal divided downtown into north
and south, and land-based travelers in downtown had
to cross over it numerous times in order to do business
in the city. Most of the streets crossing the canal were
connected by drawbridges or other non-fixed struc-
tures. Street traffic was regularly interrupted to allow
canal traffic to pass. The constantly malfunctioning
canal bridges were a barrier to the economic efficiency
and growth of the city. When an opportunity to re-think
the future of the old Erie Canal became possible with
the completion of the new State Barge Canal in 1918,

the city had to decide what to do with that outdated
transportation corridor through its downtown. Despite
the visual appeal seen today in old photos of the
canal and its bridges, at the time, the canal was not
considered an aesthetic feature. The bridges impeded
movement and the city had no interest in assuming
maintenance of the locks. The canal was seen as
holding back the commercial growth of the city during
the booming 1920s. Filling in the old canal was not
a controversial decision.

The Railroad Era
As the canal’s importance was growing, the railroad
joined it as a new transportation system in the late
1830s. If you had stood on Washington Street in those
years, your view would have stretched over a few
short village blocks and then out into the countryside.
That early railroad line made an “intermodal” connec-
tion to the canal packet boats, landing just a block
away. At that time when trains barely reached 20 mph
speeds, the then small-village of Syracuse granted
perpetual easements to the Syracuse and Utica Rail-
road for a minor set of rails down Washington Street.
Eventually, S&U RR became a part of the huge New
York Central, and the perpetual easements became an
urban planning straightjacket. Canal use would fade
from importance by the beginning of the 20th century
but by then, passenger rail travel had assumed critical
proportions for Syracuse.

Decisions about the Washington Street railroad corridor
were far more controversial than decisions about the
unwanted canal. By 1900, every single passenger
train on the New York Central ran down Washington
Street and all the DL&W freight trains ran through
the Westside. Both of these routes ran at street level.
Trying to cross Washington Street, on foot or in a
car, could be life-threatening. Opening a window in
a nearby building at the wrong time meant a face full
of soot and smoke.

Any solution to the growing problem had to involve
the agreement of the privately-owned railroads. Two
plans were advanced and went to public referendum in
1927. One choice was an elevated track just north of
the Erie Canal, on a secondary right of way owned by
New York Central. In an era of train travel, having the
primary means of transportation downtown seemed
logical and the railroad interests preferred this route.
The other choice in the referendum was to reroute the
trains to the northern edge of the city.
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In the public debate over the options, some people
envisioned downtown remaining the central hub of
community activity, others saw the mobility of autos
allowing for services to be more distant. People also
saw the elevated tracks in different aesthetic lights.
The promise that downtown railroad elevations could
be made attractive and not divisive, plus the sense that
the railroad interests wouldn’t cooperate if the public
voted to relocate passenger lines outside downtown,
led to the approval of the elevated track. What the
public couldn’t foresee was how the railroad would
almost immediately begin to lose ground and how
radically the transportation landscape would soon be
altered. By 1962, when passenger traffic had nose-
dived, New York Central moved the passenger lines
to the northern route, the original rerouting plan for
trains, and the route that is still used today. The old
elevated tracks became the route of I-690.

Could the radical change in U.S. transportation have
been anticipated? Perhaps not, but the lesson in
deciding the future of I-81 is to look closely at present
and developing trends in transportation needs. The
historical precedents also show us that aesthetics and
connectivity are among the factors that should be
weighed carefully in transportation planning. The
design and location of transportation corridors can
have long-lasting impacts on how a city develops.

The Highway
The long-term impacts of the I-81 elevated viaducts
on downtown and nearby neighborhoods were
also unanticipated.

The entire national interstate highway system was part
of the post-World War II plan to provide fast ground
transportation as a military advantage. The National
Interstate and Defense Highways Act of 1956 author-
ized the biggest public works project in the nation’s
history, and completely altered the course of America’s
urban development, which would thereafter be based
on the automobile.

As the role of highways became more central to
American life, cities, fearing their economic interests
would be harmed, sought ways to incorporate the
new roadways. The NYS Thruway had avoided
going through urban areas when it was complete in
the 1950s. That led some Syracuse business interests
to complain that the road moved business away from
the city center.

The elevated segment of I-81 was originally intended
to follow Townsend Street through downtown. Mayor

Anthony Henninger opposed an elevated highway,
seeing it becoming an ugly wall dividing downtown
(paralleling the debate over the elevated railroads).
Henninger and others wanted to depress the highway
but place it under a proposed community plaza, a
cultural and governmental complex to be built north
and east of today’s Everson. The civic plaza would be
elevated as a giant bridge over the highway. However,
the state opposed this idea, viewing the project as
costly and difficult to engineer.

In 1958 the city agreed to a compromise moving the
elevated I-81 further east along Almond Street and
through Syracuse’s 15th Ward. The 15th ward, then
a primarily black, mixed-use neighborhood, was
viewed as a slum area, with substandard housing and
commercial structures. The neighborhood had been
negatively affected by government-backed mortgage
policies, and targeted for Urban Renewal clearance.

OCL study committee member Emanuel Carter,
Professor of Landscape Architecture at SUNY ESF,
presented the history of how federally-backed govern-
ment mortgages were promoted under President
Franklin Roosevelt’s administration as a way to
strengthen the U.S. economy. The system that turned
a nation of renters into one of home buyers supported
suburban development and left the cities behind,
particularly those city neighborhoods that housed
blacks and recent immigrants. Because of the way
the system was skewed, homebuyers couldn’t get
federally-backed mortgages in “red-lined” black
and ethnic neighborhoods, so when the more affluent
residents of those neighborhoods did buy homes, they
had to go elsewhere. Neighborhoods were depleted
of leadership and capital, and lost ground.

There was little opposition to the destruction of these
“rundown” neighborhoods. Almond Street bounded
University Hospital, but the relationship between the
University Hill area and downtown was not a major
consideration in the discussion. The institutions were
for the most part located farther up the hill. At the
time, the late 1950s, downtown Syracuse still had a
bustling economy and a link with the University was
not a major concern. Downtown business and retail
interests could not foresee the benefits of a connection
to the expanding institutional complex on the hill.

The city was promised an “artistic and beautiful” ele-
vated highway, an open system of trestle construction
compared to the elevated highway along Boston’s
waterfront, then under construction (and of course
now replaced by a tunnel to reconnect the city and the

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waterfront). By 1967, Syracuse newspaper editorials
were already calling the elevated highway an eyesore,
pleading for “… landscaping and beautification of the
unsightly route 81 elevated highway and other elements
of the ugly Onondaga Interchange now nearing com-
pletion in the heart of Syracuse.” From a transportation
standpoint, in 1973 the Syracuse Herald-American
called I-81 through Syracuse a “multi-million dollar
mess” and blamed it on “poor planning.”

A century ago the city of Syracuse removed the Erie
Canal; within just a few years the city was completely
changed. This may be a similar defining moment for
the city and the region. Decisions made about I-81
within the next few years will have a lasting impact
on the community in terms of economic development,
aesthetics, transportation options and overall quality
of life.

Planning Considerations
Current Transportation Trends
Between November 2007 and August 2008, Americans
drove 53.2 billion miles less than they did over the
same period a year earlier – exceeding the 1970s total
decline of 49.3 billion miles. And while the record
gasoline prices driving the downturn in travel did not
last, economists warn that increasing global demand
is going to make gasoline less affordable over the
long term.

Regionally, homebuyers here haven’t faced the mush-
rooming housing prices of homes that have driven
residents of other cities far from the center. But
lifestyle choices as well as attractive exurban develop-
ments have led many to take on longer commutes.

Now some people are seeking alternate ways of getting
around. Centro figures for August 2008 show a nine
percent jump in ridership over August 2007 with longer,
intercity travel showing the greatest increase. The
Auburn to Syracuse line showed the biggest spike, with
a 14 percent increase in ridership over August 2007.

While some commuters began rethinking how they
commute, and how and where they live as a response
to high fuel costs, others were already recomputing
those factors before prices rose. Obviously, greater use
of public transportation, bicycling, carpooling and
more fuel-efficient cars are a large part of the equation.
The high cost of car travel has also highlighted a
growing “back to the city” movement occurring in
some urban areas, as well as serious studies of many
alternate transit options.

High gasoline prices and quality of life issues are
among the factors driving change. But the new attrac-
tiveness of many resurgent American downtowns is
drawing both younger Americans as well as retirees to
urban areas, helping to redefine transportation there.

Some of the current transportation trends include:

• Redesigned streets move cars more safely and
provide better pedestrian and bicycle access.

• Sidewalks, well-defined curbs, medians and cross-
walks, bicycle and bus lanes are getting more
attention in a trend called “complete streets.”

• New mobility hubs offer “under-one-roof” access
to buses, trains and streetcars, car-share vehicles
(think ZipCars, found at SU and CuseCar) and
bike-share bicycles (pick up a bicycle at one sta-
tion, drop it off another for a fee) as well as cafes,
newsstands, wireless internet access, maps and
up-to-the minute information on when buses,
trains and streetcars will arrive.

• Bicycle boulevards increase the number of street
miles dedicated to cycling, reinforcing the bicycle
commuter option as well as encouraging fitness
and lowering carbon emissions.

• Bus prioritization including bus-only lanes,
bus rapid transit, signal prioritization and other
technologies are engineered to make transit
quicker, more convenient and thus a more
viable option for commuters.

• Digital signage and cell phone tools allow bus
riders to keep tabs on their bus.

• Pedestrian promenades with wider sidewalks,
benches, public art and landscaping encourage
walking and bring life to city streets.

• New transportation concepts such as Podcars
(computer-guided driverless cars on their own
track) are being pursued, and old ideas are getting
renewed interest (carpooling, 4-day work weeks
coupled with telecommuting.)

Other more radical transportation trends, such as con-
gestion pricing (charges levied on cars entering cities
during peak travel times), haven’t taken hold in major
U.S. cities. But they do help us to understand some of
the underlying issues associated with city traffic. One
problem is that a good portion of time cars spend on
streets isn’t devoted to getting to a destination; it’s
spent finding parking. Traffic engineers have found
that a large percentage of cars in traffic are looking for
parking. Taken out of the picture, cars searching for
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parking would decrease road congestion significantly.
While it might be thought that more parking spaces
would therefore lead to less congestion, the opposite
is true. Build parking garages and more drivers will
show up to use them, rather than use transit. Adding
parking spaces leads to more cars and increased traffic.
By allowing free or inexpensive parking, a city creates
a temptation for drivers: drive around looking for a
space and contribute to traffic rather than pull into the
first garage in sight.

In Traffic: Why We Drive the Way We Do (And What
It Says About Us) Tom Vanderbilt writes about how
the city of Copenhagen, Denmark, solved its conges-
tion problem. Over the course of a decade, the city
slowly cut out parking spaces, a little bit at a time so
it wouldn’t be noticed. Bicycle lanes or parks were
among the parking replacements. Over that same time
period, bicycle traffic rose and the number of cars on
the roads decreased.

Modern technology holds a variety of keys to making
parking easier. Parking guidance systems that employ
electronic signs along main roads can send drivers
entering cities to garages with available spaces at any
given time, cutting the time drivers spend in the park-
ing hunt. These systems are already employed in many
European cities.

Planning and Land Use Principles and Trends
When I-81 was built, downtown Syracuse was still
bustling, though it was beginning to lose ground to the
suburbs. Business leaders hoped the highway would
keep Syracuse shoppers patronizing downtown busi-
nesses. As we now know, the combined impact of
various government policies and cultural shifts had
the opposite effect. The construction of highways
and increased mobility, along with federal mortgage
policies, local zoning and land use policies, and other
factors, led people to live farther from the city center,
and retail and jobs followed.

Across the country, highways helped drain resources
away from cities, and also cut those cities apart.
Elevated highways formed visual walls between
neighborhoods and created shadowy areas that dis-
couraged foot traffic. The bleakness of the resulting
environment degraded the value of nearby structures
and discouraged most types of development. Fast-
moving through traffic added noise and air pollution.

Predicting how the highways would affect the use of
land and resources, and the development of communi-
ties, was like looking into a crystal ball. The concept
of a “land use plan” was in its formative stages. Still

there were warnings. Famed industrial designer
Norman Bel Geddes was responsible for an interstate
highway vision which inspired and excited people
all over the country. In the General Motors Futurama
exhibit at the 1939 World’s Fair, Bel Geddes projected
a 1960s world of “magic motorways” with cars travel-
ing on 14-lane superhighways at speeds as high as 160
kilometers an hour. But Bel Geddes warned that inter-
states should never be permitted in cities.

Today, planners advocate using decisions about future
land use as the basis for redesigning transportation
systems. The Onondaga County 2010 Development
Guide and the Onondaga County Settlement Plan help
provide land use and transportation planning principles
for this region.

The 2010 Development Guide speaks to the transporta-
tion network in terms of promoting compact develop-
ment, reinvesting in existing communities, and
organizing land use patterns to offer an alternative to
adding highway capacity as a solution to congestion.
Strengthening the city of Syracuse is one of the goals
of the Onondaga County 2010 Development Guide.
The plan supports sustaining schools, roads and other
facilities to support existing communities, rather than
using tax dollars to create infrastructure for diffuse
new development. Other guidelines help protect the
environment and natural resources and create high-
quality urban and suburban design.

The Onondaga County Settlement Plan carried the
Development Guide a step further to set forth a number
of specific policy recommendations for transportation
systems planning, from the regional level down to the
block level. They include:

• Intermodal Balance. Seek to attain a healthy
balance among transportation modes, including
cars, transit, bicycles, and walking.

• Mobility vs. Accessibility. Enhancement of all
people’s access to their daily needs should be
primary goal.

• Regional Facilities vs. Local Needs. Regional
transportation goals should not be allowed to
trump the local need for healthy neighborhoods.

• The Highway-less Town /The Town-less Highway.
High-speed roadways should not be allowed to
pass through neighborhoods. Rural highways
should be kept free of roadside development.

• Traffic Calming. Redesign streets that are plagued
by speeding, and design thoroughfares to lower-
speed specifications.
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SUNY ESF Design Studio Project
As part of its research, the study committee asked
graduate students in the Department of Landscape
Architecture at SUNY-ESF to contribute design studies
addressing four alternatives for the future I-81 corridor:
(1) keeping the current right-of-way and rebuilding a
viaduct that meets engineering design standards; (2)
putting the corridor in a tunnel from just south of
Castle Street to the Nettleton Commons site; (3)
putting the corridor at grade through the north/south
length of the City, and; (4) re-routing the corridor onto
Interstate 481 and developing Almond Boulevard
as an new at-grade street between Downtown and
University Hill.

The students took into account many of the same
findings considered by the study committee and
came to the conclusion that an urban boulevard design
scheme best holds the potential to connect the assets
of University Hill to those of downtown Syracuse and
promote economic development in a state-of-the-art
environmentally friendly way.

While there are many potential boulevard alternatives,
all of which are dependent on detailed technical feasi-
bility studies, for the purpose of illustration the stu-
dents focused on a specific design scheme. Their plan
creates an Almond Boulevard on the familiar Almond
Street corridor and both provides access to University
Hill and Downtown and creates desirable frontage for
potential developments such as campus buildings and
quadrangles, office buildings and retail, apartments
and condominiums rather than garages, surface parking
lots and the blank sides of buildings.

In this particular vision, Almond Boulevard is conceived
as a street with four lanes of through traffic, two north-
bound and two southbound. Two slow traffic/parking
lanes designed to allow vehicular and bicycle access
to destinations along the boulevard are separated from
the through lanes by broad medians planted with large-
species trees. The wide sidewalks will also be bordered
by trees and allow generous spaces for outdoor restau-
rants and pedestrians. The intention is to develop
design guidelines that call for the Almond Boulevard
corridor and its crossing streets to include densely-
planted borders of trees, roof gardens, vertical gardens
– a green infrastructure network that effectively
reduces air pollution, processes storm water in a way
that prevents combined sewer overflow, mitigates
the heat effect of urban pavement, increases urban
biodiversity, and reduces energy costs.

University Hill Transportation Study
More roads and more parking, as discussed earlier in
this report, creates a vicious cycle leading to more cars
on the road, more congestion, more roadway capacity
and ultimately… the need for more roads and more
parking. Recognizing that a solution to the growing
parking and congestion problem in the University
Hill area required more than just a study of parking
spaces and vehicle use, the SMTC commissioned a
comprehensive assessment of issues including land
use and interstate access, as well as transit, parking,
bicycles and pedestrian needs.

The University Hill Transportation Study, released in
2008, recommends a system that “moves people,
goods and services,” not just cars, to address the park-
ing problem. With four million square feet of planned
development by institutions on the Hill over the next
two decades, a blueprint for growth without increased
congestion is critical. Most importantly for the Hill
area, the study recommends implementation of a mixed-
use development program by medical and educational
institutions that includes retail, housing, office, academic
and medical space and creates a walkable neighbor-
hood that serves commuters, residents, employers,
employees, and students. Complementary elements
of the plan include an improved transit network, the
adoption of an integrated parking strategy, and a bike
boulevard network to encourage pedestrian, not
vehicle, traffic.

The report goes to the heart of the relationship
between transportation and land use and the need to
reduce the trend toward increased automobile use and
parking while helping the institutions on University
Hill grow.

Interestingly, one of the ways to improve that relation-
ship is to create just the sort of neighborhood that is
drawing people back to urban areas in many parts of
the country. Build a mixed-use neighborhood that is
livable and walkable, that provides good access for
bicyclists and thus puts enough people on the streets
to support an enhanced transit system, and the number
of cars on the road will decline, the University Hill
study reports.

By incorporating intended development projects such
as medical offices and academic buildings, as well as
parking garages, the study consultants created a coor-
dinated plan that mitigates the transportation impacts
of institutional growth and creates a “distinct place,”
the kind of neighborhoods that are drawing people to
relocate to cities, by following these guiding principles:
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• Build Vibrant Streets. Streets are not just for
cars. Street life is essential to a vital community
and well-designed streets draw pedestrians to
help create that vitality. Street level facades
should attract the eye; windows should let walkers
see inside and be seen for a sense of interaction
and safety.

• “Fine-grained mixed-use development” means
condominiums and offices atop street level stores,
restaurants and entertainment venues. If a building
(such as a parking garage) breaks up the inviting
line of storefronts that generates pedestrians’ sense
of security and interest, it should be wrapped in
retail to maintain the sense of safety and interest,
and fit in with the general character of the area.

• Enhance walkability and people can move from
classroom to cafe to bookstore and office without
using their vehicles. Those who choose to live in
the area won’t need a car. This pedestrian base
is the foundation of a successful transit system,
which can further enhance the viability of the area.

• Foster multi-modalism. Users can choose from
various transportation options or switch from one
to another. Integrate transit, bicycles, walking
routes and roads to reduce car trips.

• Create a shared vision that fosters the goals
of each Hill institution, and focuses on good
urban design.

To quote the report, “A strong sense of place requires
careful planning and managed development over a
number of years – it takes time and skill. If develop-
ment happens without following a planned urban
design, sense of place is much harder to achieve.”

As part of the University Hill Transportation Study,
interstate access to the area was assessed.

Growth in the core of the city is expected to increase
congestion at access points to the downtown/Hill area
from I-81, which funnels traffic from I-690 and I-481
as well. While there are a number of possible alterna-
tives to address this increase in traffic, reconfiguration
of the Almond Street corridor could be a key element
to improving access for those traveling to, from, and
around the central city.

Narrowing Almond Street between Adams Street and
Harrison Street and constructing modern roundabouts
at the Adams Street and Harrison Street intersections
are among the short-term measures suggested in the
University Hill study to improve traffic flow, pedes-
trian and bicyclist safety, and increase attractiveness

of the area to institutional and private investment.
Both strategies are being studied further.

As a longer-term strategy, the SMTC report suggests
study of an Almond Street urban boulevard concept –
removal of all or a portion of the I-81 viaduct – in
combination with other transportation improvements,
for its potential to improve accessibility to and from
the area and increase its economic viability. An urban
boulevard is described as “a special kind of street
designed to move large volumes of traffic expeditiously
while providing for high-quality urban frontage.”
Creation of an Almond Street boulevard presupposes
relocation of I-81 through traffic to I-481, requiring
reconstruction of the merges with I-81, which has not
yet been studied.

The University Hill Study foresees the boulevard and
rerouting option as creating greater accessibility for all
modes of travel; better connections to downtown and
the area just west of I-81, improvement of air quality
in the area, and greater opportunity for mixed-use
development in the area around the boulevard.

The University Hill Transportation study provided a
first look at “rethinking I-81,” preliminarily answering
the question of whether relocation of through traffic
to I-481 makes it possible for local traffic to travel
through the city on a surface-level boulevard. But
there is no single boulevard alternative. Would the
surface-level boulevard replace all or just part of the
existing viaduct? How many traffic lanes would be
necessary? What would be the best design to accom-
modate pedestrians? The consultants assumed several
possibilities, from a small-scale boulevard extending
between Burt and Harrison Street, and rejoining the
interstate highway system at the I-81/I-690 interchange
to a large-scale boulevard requiring reconfiguration of
the I-81/I-690 interchange. The options require further
refinement and study.

The report concluded that the boulevard concept
should be examined as part of the I-81 Corridor study
as a long-term transportation improvement with com-
munity “placemaking” potential.

Transportation Funding
The funding structure for highway projects is a com-
plex process involving coordination between federal,
state and local agencies to develop long-range plans,
work programs and funding proposals. Typically, the
federal share of National Highway System projects is
eighty percent, (although it can be more for some
projects such as safety improvements) and the state
share is twenty percent.
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Although the federal funding mechanism for highway
transportation projects may change when the current
legislation expires in 2009, it is most likely that any
successor legislation will continue transportation plan-
ning structure, implemented through statewide planning
and Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs)
such as the Syracuse Metropolitan Transportation
Council. Currently, SAFETEA-LU* mandates that
all federal transportation funds in the SMTC study
area – which includes all of Onondaga County and
small portions of Madison and Oswego Counties –
go through SMTC.

SMTC’s planning activities are intended to coordinate
transportation improvements with state and local eco-
nomic development and growth and travel demand
projections, and are guided by financial assumptions.
The process involves creating an updatable, long-
range plan for transportation improvements, coupled
with a short-term list of specific regional projects for
which federal funds are anticipated.

The SMTC develops three key documents that are the
components of the transportation planning and pro-
gramming in the Syracuse Metropolitan Area. The
Long-Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) is a blueprint
that guides transportation development in the metro-
politan area over a 25-year period and is updated
annually. The Unified Planning Work Program
(UPWP) is an outline of SMTC’s planning activity
agenda for the coming year. The Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP) is a multi-year list of
specific projects for which federal funds are antici-
pated and is the basis for the state budget appropriation
for any project. The TIP represents transportation
priorities established by SMTC for transit, pedestrian,
bicycle and freight-related projects as well as highways.

The funding process requires consensus among SMTC
member agencies, which represent a number of city,
state, federal and private agencies. **

Physical Characteristics
National Interstate System
I-81 serves both through and local traffic in the core
of the city of Syracuse. How well I-81 functions as a
local commuter route is questionable, but its role as
a link in a system of regional and national roadways
is important.

The elevated I-81 that bisects the city is a short segment
of the national corridor that extends 855 miles from
the Canadian border to just northeast of Knoxville,
Tennessee. Together with I-95, I-81 forms the Capitol
Corridor, which carries up to 12 percent of the gross
national product. According to study committee mem-
ber Bill Egloff of the New York State Department of
Transportation, it sustains 350,000 jobs that depend
on transportation and trade with Canada. It is a north-
south link in a highway system that provides access
across the region from Boston to Buffalo, from Hali-
fax to New York City and beyond. The decisions about
the future of I-81 must consider not only local and
regional interests but also the federal government,
which will look at the future of the interstate from a
standpoint of impact on cross-border transportation,
trade and security. Whether I-481 has the capacity
to provide an alternative route to I-81’s downtown
segment will only be certain after travel demand and
engineering study.

Structural Issues
Whether the I-81 Syracuse city corridor is rebuilt as an
elevated roadway or an alternate approach is taken to
construction, it will require significant funding and
affect traffic patterns for the duration of construction.
The area in need of attention is substantial. In the ele-
vated portion of the roadway, there are more than 124
bridge spans totaling 1.4 miles. They cross eighteen
city streets carrying a total of approximately 100,000
vehicles a day. The I-81 bridge spans are fifty years
old. Over time, the bridge spans have deteriorated and
will continue to do so.

PAST, PRESENT, FUTURE

*SAFETEA-LU, the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation
Equity Act: A Legacy for Users, the legislation that has governed transporta-
tion funding since 2005, expires in 2009. The 2005 act provided $244 billion
in guaranteed funding with the federal gasoline tax as the primary source for
appropriations. Under the act, state transportation appropriations are also
supported by state gasoline taxes, excise taxes, fees and tolls; states can issue
bonds backed by gasoline taxes or other revenues and federal credit enhance-
ments exist for state bonded projects. SAFETEA-LU provides for the alloca-
tion of resources through various funding “buckets” with the primary bucket
being the National Highway System Program.

Syracuse Planning Commission
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As the deck of I-81 has aged, steel reinforcing bars
have begun to show through. The piers which support
the roadway are deteriorating; joints, bearings and
concrete replacement are all issues to be addressed.
The I-81 viaducts were recently put under a special
ongoing emergency repair contract as the aging infra-
structure requires an increasing amount of unsched-
uled repair work. Although NYSDOT has created a
timeline to effect a major overhaul of the roadway, for
now the repair process is patchwork and costly. Over
the recent three-year period, twenty million dollars
was spent on two repair projects.

As expensive as any solution likely will be, the cost
of not making a timely decision could be even higher.
Where decisive steps are not taken, stopgap measures
can lead to years of construction repair. Twenty-three
years of “emergency” repair have been recorded in the
case of the Gowanus Expressway in Brooklyn. That
roadway has been under emergency contract for repair
every year since 1985, costing the community not
just in terms of constructions dollars, but constant
inconvenience and delays, and less than ideal safety
conditions.

Problems/Design Considerations
Whatever choices are made as to the future of I-81,
there is general agreement that in its current configura-
tion, I-81 does not meet today’s safety design standards.

• Drivers on I-81 negotiate a series of “reverse
curves,” or “S” curves. While not inherently
dangerous, these curves become hazardous in
darkness, rain, or any time drivers have difficulty
compensating for the road conditions.

• Anyone who has ever struck a curb while driving
can understand why highways and other high-
speed roads don’t generally have curbs. I-81 does
have curbs, and the distance between the travel
lane and the curb is just two feet.

• Today’s highways are built for optimal sight lines:
Drivers can see a slowdown ahead and have ade-
quate time to reduce speed. Drivers on I-81 ride
over “hills” (roadway fluctuations called “vertical
curves”) that block those sight lines, both on the
roadway and on entrance ramps. Drivers have
only a short distance to accelerate to highway
speed on some ramps. Consider the Pearl Street
entrance ramp: As a driver arrives at the hill’s
crest, traffic ahead is not visible; a stoppage
directly ahead in the driver’s path is more likely
to lead to an accident.

• The I-81/690 interchange is poorly designed by
today’s standards. In addition to providing access
between highways, there was an attempt to pro-
vide access to city streets, which led to poor sight
distances and merge/diverge sections that are
too short.

• When an accident does occur on the highway,
emergency vehicles have a hard time getting to
it. The lack of road shoulders and the roadway’s
limited width can prevent a quick response time.

• In addition, with no road shoulders and limited
lane width, it is difficult for rescue personnel to
work around the cars involved in the accident. If
a lane is kept open to keep traffic flowing, EMS
personnel are typically working in very close
proximity to moving traffic, without a safety buffer.

• Snow removal and stormwater draining into city
streets add to the problems. Drainage pipes leak
and fill with dirt and gravel. The water also freezes
atop the piers which causes rebar rust and requires
extensive maintenance.

• Repairs must be conducted almost exclusively
at night.

Additionally, for local traffic, highway on- and off-
ramp traffic can cause congestion “hotspots.” Traffic,
rather than flowing through multiple city streets to exit
the highway, funnels onto one or two routes. Similarly,
exiting highway traffic concentrates cars in one loca-
tion, slowing cars on the street and the ramp. Backup
from the off-ramp can halt traffic in one highway lane,
create a slowdown in a center lane, and bring on a
bottleneck.

The University Hill Transportation Study projects
that by the year 2025, future growth of the medical
and educational institutions will exacerbate capacity
problems around I-81 access ramps unless changes
are made to the transportation and land use systems
in the downtown and University Hill area.

Emergency Access
If I-81 is not reconstructed as a viaduct through down-
town, will the emergency vehicle access be affected?
Surprisingly, the answer could be yes – for the better.
Interstate-81 through downtown Syracuse is used less
by emergency medical services transport than most
people may imagine.

For an emergency vehicle driver, the trip breaks down
to two crucial components. The first phase, “response
to scene” is most crucial. Patients are often stabilized
at the site of the incident or inside the emergency
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vehicle; only five percent of patients are rushed to
the hospital. For the most part, to minimize the initial
response time, emergency vehicles have been preposi-
tioned throughout their service area. Rural/Metro
serves the city and inner suburbs; their EMS vehicles
travel relatively short distances to the scene and do not
use the interstates to get to the scene, Mike Addario
of Rural/Metro told committee members. (At any one
time, between six and sixteen Rural/Metro vehicles
are scattered throughout the city. Their positioning is
based on previous call data regarding where and when
incidents tend to occur.)

For the second leg of the journey, transport to hospital,
Rural/Metro drivers choose not to rely on I-81, said
Addario. Highway construction shuts down entrances
and exits in an unpredictable way; an unanticipated
closure of an on- or off-ramp can significantly slow
the journey of a driver traveling to a Syracuse hospital.
Rural/Metro is one of 21 ambulance services in
Onondaga County but takes roughly two-thirds of the
EMS calls, 50,000 a year. Other ambulance services,
particularly those serving outlying areas, may be more
likely to use highways during their hospital transports.
With 6,500 calls per year, North Area Volunteer
Ambulance Corp (NAVAC) services Mattydale,
Hinsdale, North Syracuse Village, Clay, Cicero, and
up to Bridgeport, according to Chris Bitner, the Corps’
executive director. While highway routes are not a
factor in “response to scene” travel, when transporting
patients to Syracuse hospitals, NAVAC drivers gener-
ally do use the highway, Bitner said, typically exiting
north of downtown, to St Joseph’s Hospital.

For travel in the Almond Street corridor, the University
Hill Transportation study concludes that “emergency
vehicles would be provided more travel route options,
which can be critical in cases of congestion or during
special events on the University Hill” with a boulevard
in place of the interstate viaduct for local traffic.

The power of connectivity and traditional street grid
design is being recognized in many different contexts,
including emergency vehicle operations. A recently
published report on the Emergency Response & Street
Design Initiative, a partnership of The Congress for
the New Urbanism (CNU), the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) and fire marshals from
across the county, concludes that compared to wider
streets with higher speeds, the traditional street grid,
“can improve emergency response times by providing
several routes to any given address.” The initiative,
which seeks to reduce traffic injuries and deaths

through better street design, promotes traditional
neighborhood design as an alternative to the cul-de-sacs
and extensive road networks of suburban sprawl.

Physical Impacts in the Corridor
When Syracuse newspaper editorial writers called for
“landscaping and beautification of the unsightly route”
that was the newly built I-81 viaduct over 40 years
ago, they were not alone in their disillusionment. As
freeways were built through cities, it became apparent
to many that they defaced the landscape and cut off
neighborhoods from one another. Opposition rose at
many levels, from grassroots to government. Famed
San Francisco newspaper columnist Herb Caen helped
stop an extension of the Embarcadero Freeway when
he termed it the “Dambarcadero.”

The Embarcadero Freeway was replaced with a boule-
vard in 2002. The conditions that plagued it and other
elevated urban freeways exist today in the area around
I-81. The I-81 project affected city blocks to the east
and west of the roadway for much of its run through
the city. The most noticeable impact was the demoli-
tion of scores of buildings, interrupting the physical
density that defined the city. The resulting physical
and visual chiasm created a nondescript, inhospitable
streetscape and divided adjacent neighborhoods from
one another.

Aerial photographs of the I-81 corridor clearly show
how the freeway cuts the city into sectors and creates
block shapes and arrangements with limited possibili-
ties for development. In a presentation to the study
committee, urban planner and study committee member
Christine Capella-Peters pointed to the spaces under
the highway and on either side of it as “lost space,”
not suitable for many uses beyond that of parking lots
and garages. The recently constructed hospital parking
garage at Almond, Harrison and Adams Streets “turns
its back” to the corridor and gives pedestrians and
passing motorists the blank face of brick walls. The
unappealing physical state of the corridor makes a
garage seem a logical choice, as opposed to housing
or retail, Capella-Peters explained. With an ideal
urban boulevard design, and planning guidelines,
parking structures would incorporate commercial
space supporting nearby institutions and their
employees and visitors.

The few historic and older buildings scattered in these
otherwise barren blocks have suffered because of
such bleak surroundings and therefore many have
been subjected to disinvestment and in some cases



abandonment. The location and design of the limited
number of newer buildings enhances the wall-like
character of the corridor. And the land itself, whether
used for parking or configured as open space is, at
best, unkempt and, at worst, actively deteriorating –
making the overall view of the city unattractive
and disjointed.

The devaluing influence of the overhead expressway
leaves historic buildings that are ripe for preservation,
such as the row of buildings along Townsend Street
punctuated by the Hyman Smith Building, sadly dete-
riorating. Located to the southwest of the intersection
of I-81 and I-690, walled-off by the highways, and
plagued by noise and air pollution, these historic
buildings present a lost redevelopment opportunity.

The viaduct looms large in the reasons for lackluster
development in the blocks on either side of it. Con-
struction of the roadway altered more than the land
occupied by the travel lanes and shoulders, entrance
and exit ramps, bridges and viaduct. The physical
impacts of the pending decision cannot be overlooked,
and should be a principal concern in considering the
future of the I-81 corridor.

Environmental Issues
Once options for I-81 have been selected for further
study, the environmental impacts of each scenario will
be studied in depth. Historic buildings, protected sites,
noise, storm water runoff, and air quality are covered
by various state and federal regulations. An environ-
mental assessment is part of the current NYSDOT I-81
Corridor Study being undertaken by Stantec, an engi-
neering and design consultant. The assessment will
provide an environmental inventory of protected sites,
including wetlands, streams, endangered species habi-
tats, and historic buildings as a basis for evaluating
potential alternatives. The inventory indicates areas
to be avoided or where mitigation measures might be
necessary. More detailed environmental analyses of
specific alternatives will be part of subsequent DOT
studies during the I-81 planning process.

Air pollution and its effects on global warming, and on
health, are of particular concern in highway projects.
Projects should not contribute to an increase in vehicle
emissions. Rerouting of through traffic from the cur-
rent I-81 to I-481/81 could increase total vehicle miles
traveled in the region, and increase pollutants that
contribute to global warming, if it is assumed that
land use and local travel patterns in the University
Hill/downtown area or elsewhere in the region do
not change. Removing I-81 through traffic from the

Almond Street corridor, however, would have the
positive effect of significantly reducing emissions
carbon monoxide, nitrogen oxides and volatile organic
compound (VOC) within the surrounding area,
according to an air quality analysis memorandum in
the University Hill Transportation Study.

Research shows that the pollutants in vehicle emis-
sions have negative effects on the health of those
living close to freeways. In 2007, the Air Resources
Board of the California EPA released a report compiling
the work of numerous studies on the health impacts
of living close to highways. Among the findings of a
ten-year study of 5,500 children:

• adverse effects on lung function growth, asthma,
school attendance

• an 89 percent increase in asthma risk

• significant decrease in lung function, measured
as worse within 500 meters and 1000 meters
of freeway

• five to eight percent increase in risk of acute
respiratory infection in schools close to
high-traffic roads

• for newborns exposed to high traffic and high
carbon monoxide levels in vitro, a 36 percent
increase in prevalence of low birth weight,
27 percent increase in prevalence of premature
birth and up to three times the risk of cardiac
birth defects

Distance from a highway seems to be a mitigating
factor. A 2007 University of Southern California study
followed 3,600 children over 13 years. The study
showed that children living within 500 yards of a free-
way (about the length of four football fields or slightly
more than a quarter of a mile) had increased lung
impairment compared to children living 1500 yards
(.85 miles) from the highway. During the course of the
study, roughly one third of the children moved to other
homes within the same communities. Those who
moved farther from the highway suffered less damage
than those who remained in close proximity, according
to a 2007 article in the Los Angeles Times. “The find-
ing is important ‘because it shows that within commu-
nities, some children are at higher risk than others,’”
Dr. Thomas Sandstrom and Dr. Bert Brunekreef wrote
in an editorial accompanying the paper. “Thus, envi-
ronmental equity is an issue of local rather than
regional dimensions.”

Monitoring of air quality in proximity to I-81 in
Syracuse demonstrates that points closer to the high-
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way have poorer air quality. Understanding how the
ambient environment affects the built environment
in urban areas is an objective of the Syracuse Center
of Excellence in Environmental and Energy Systems
(Syracuse CoE), whose headquarters is currently
under construction. Field measurements were taken in
June 2008 at seven locations around the perimeter of
the CoE building site bounded by Almond Street, Erie
Boulevard, and Washington Streets, near the intersec-
tion of I-81 and I-690. The highways carry about
6,000 vehicles per hour during rush hour, according
to NYSDOT. The data show that the concentration
of pollutants produced by gas and diesel-powered

vehicles, particularly carbon monoxide (CO), Black
Carbon (BC), and Ultrafine Particles (UFP) increased
with proximity to the highways within that block.

The University Hill Transportation Study leaves us
with this thought: “…it is necessary to examine more
sustainable and less cost-intensive options of mobility
than what is currently practiced. In addition, it is
important to consider the impact of the transportation
system on environmental and public health-related
issues such as air emissions, obesity rates and asthma
rates. This raises the question: ‘Is there a more sustain-
able way to travel to and through University Hill?’”

The Freeway Removal Alternative:
A Growing Trend
The freeway revolts of the 1960s laid the groundwork
for the freeway removal projects underway today.
As freeways were built to ring around and cut across
cities, citizens witnessed the destructive impact of the
highways on neighborhoods and mobilized to fight
against extension of the system. The way cities were
being redefined to serve motorists at the cost of local
businesses, residents, and public spaces was wrong,
they protested.

In Vancouver, the only major North American city
without a freeway built through it, freeway opponents

saw an example of a thriving city where roads had
been designed to lead people into the city, not to race
through it. A proposal in the 1960s to build a freeway
through Vancouver was blocked by grassroots neigh-
borhood efforts. Portland, Oregon became known as
the first city to demolish an existing freeway. In 1968
the city recommended removing a functioning
expressway to build a park to enhance connectivity
between the city’s downtown and its waterfront, and
in 1974 Harbor Drive freeway was closed without
causing any traffic snarls.

In many cases, action on freeway removal hinges on
the physical failures of the elevated freeways them-
selves. In San Francisco, it took an earthquake.

III. Lessons Learned From Other Cities

San Francisco

In the last two decades, the city of San Francisco
has removed two of its elevated highways: the
Embarcadero and Central Freeways.

The Embarcadero, the six-lane, tree-lined boulevard
along the waterfront that replaced the Embarcadero
Freeway in many ways epitomizes the freeway-to-
boulevard movement. The double-decker freeway,
which separated downtown from the waterfront,
was completed in 1959 as part of an intended
freeway system connecting the Bay and Golden
Gate Bridges. However San Francisco’s “Freeway
Revolt,” a grassroots rebellion that stopped the
building of numerous sections of a planned freeway
system, left the Embarcadero Freeway as a one-
mile connector to the North Beach and Chinatown
areas, carrying 60,000 cars a day at its peak.

The freeway was closed after being damaged in
the 1989 Loma Prieta Earthquake, and demolished
in 1991over the objections of merchants in
Chinatown. Now a “complete street,” serving not
just 26,000 cars a day but pedestrians, streetcar
riders and other travelers, the Embarcadero has
made the waterfront an attractive destination for
tourists and locals alike. Since the demolition of
the freeway, the area has seen restoration of the
Ferry Building, establishment of new residential
areas, and other redevelopment, including a
flourishing Chinatown.

The demolition of the Embarcadero Freeway is an
impressive example of how freeway removal can
have a positive impact on the visual environment,
and a catalytic effect on development in the right-
of-way and even in nearby neighborhoods.
Although the boulevard is broad, it is designed for
pedestrians, bikes and transit riders, as well as
vehicles, and has provided a connection to the
waterfront and the restored Ferry Building. And
while about half the traffic on the former freeway
was diverted onto alternate routes, traffic was
successfully absorbed without disruption.

While the removal of the Embarcadero Freeway
spurred economic development in a tourist-ori-
ented, waterfront location, the removal of San
Francisco’s Central Freeway occurred in a primarily
working class, residential neighborhood, and also
served to transform it. Like the Embarcadero, the
Central Freeway was completed in 1959, envi-
sioned as a part of a larger freeway system that
was stopped by a citizen-led freeway revolt. At its
peak, Central Freeway carried approximately
100,000 cars a day. Damaged by the earthquake,
a segment of the freeway was demolished and
engineers began planning a rebuild of the remain-
ing freeway. Citizens and local officials, however,
began to consider alternatives. When roadwork
closed a segment of the remaining viaduct for four
months without causing the anticipated gridlock,
a surface boulevard concept gained in favor. In
1999, citizens voted for the boulevard alternative

over the freeway retrofit and the freeway closed for
good in 2003.

Octavia Boulevard opened in 2005 with four center
lanes for through traffic, landscaped dividers, two
side lanes of local traffic and two lanes of on-street
parking. The surrounding residential neighborhood
has been transformed, green space added, new
housing units are planned, and commercial prop-
erty values in the area have increased. While the
boulevard is still heavily used as a through route,
traffic in the corridor dropped by half, as some of
the traffic moved to alternate routes with sufficient
capacity to handle the displaced traffic, and a
small percentage of drivers switched to transit.

While it was the 1989 Loma Prieta earthquake
that ultimately led to the demolition of the Embar-
cadero and Central Freeways, it was rejection by
the citizens and board of supervisors of the original
1955 freeway plan that kept San Francisco from
becoming an automobile-oriented city in the first
place. As the city began building the Embarcadero
Freeway along the waterfront, and residents could
envision the effect of the full freeway construction
plan on neighborhoods and businesses, a powerful
opposition movement emerged. The neighborhood
quality of life and economic development priorities
that fired opposition in the 1950s and 1960s came
to play again the decision in the 1990s to reject
the rebuilding of high-speed expressways through
the city.
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The Loma Prieta earthquake in 1989 damaged two
elevated freeways, forcing closures and a citywide
realization that traffic patterns altered to accommodate
the shutdowns. Before the earthquake, tear-down
proponents had held a referendum to bring down the
Embarcadero Freeway. Opponents cried gridlock and
the referendum failed. But after the earthquake, when
the freeway closed and the feared gridlock failed to
materialize, opinion shifted. The Embarcadero and
Central Freeways were torn down and street-level
boulevards built in their places.

The “earthquake” that is shifting opinions in other
cities is less violent, but no less profound. In
Milwaukee, John Norquist, the grassroots organizer
who headed early freeway protests ultimately became
the mayor who spearheaded the 2003 removal of
the Park East Freeway to reknit the heart of that city.

As other cities begin to examine the costly prospect
of rebuilding aging elevated highways, officials are
becoming aware that other options exist. In Seattle, an
earthquake damaged viaduct with a limited lifespan
has encouraged thinking on a broad range of alternate
transportation choices. As success stories of freeway
removal in one city inspire consideration in others,

the idea of freeway removal is becoming closely
linked with efforts at downtown and neighborhood
revitalization.

A great deal of variation exists in how authorities deal
with the freeway removal question, suggest authors of
a recent paper “Shifting Urban Priorities? Removal of
Inner City Freeways in the United States.” Overall,
write authors Francesca Napolitan of Nelson/Nyygard
and P. Christopher Zegras of MIT, a “fix-it-first”
attitude prevails. “The standard approach when devel-
oping alternatives requires a ‘no-build’ option to be
considered together with build-rehabilitate options.
Perhaps the time has come to add a ‘tear-down’ option;
shifting to a more systematic rather than an accidental
way of evaluating options.”

Lessons Learned From Other Cities
The study committee took away several findings from
the experiences of places that have selected alterna-
tives to rebuilding freeways through their central cities.

Connectivity matters. In the 1970s, Portland, Oregon
was the first U.S. city to remove a freeway. Despite the
original predictions of traffic engineers that the plan
was impossible, officials closed a four-lane, under-

Milwaukee

In 1971, the first section of Milwaukee’s Park
East Freeway connecting I-43 to downtown was
complete, and a block-wide swath of houses and
businesses had been cleared to make way for
continuation of the freeway to the lakefront.
But neighborhood and environmental activists
created sufficient opposition to stop construction
of the extension, which would have bisected
and blighted a major city park, cutting it off from
Lake Michigan.

Thirty years later Milwaukee went a giant step
further – they demolished the existing stretch of
Park East Freeway, removing a dividing wall that
cut through the city’s downtown, opening up 24
acres to development and increasing the develop-
ment value of the land in the shadow of the
former elevated highway.

One of the activists who opposed the freeway plan
in the 1970s was John Norquist, a lathe operator
and community organizer, who later became a
state legislator and then mayor in 1988. As mayor,

Norquist saw the benefits that flowed when the
state released the vacant land that had been
cleared for the unbuilt section of the freeway. Sold
off for redevelopment, that acreage became the
East Pointe neighborhood, a mixed-use area of
townhouses, condos, restaurants, shops, even a
supermarket with pedestrian-friendly entrance on
one side and parking lot on the other. The Urban
Land Institute, presenting the project an Award for
Excellence, noted: “East Pointe represents the
culmination of a two-decade struggle to evolve
from a proposed freeway that would have divided
and further damaged a neighborhood into the
creation of one of the country’s most successful
examples of urban housing.”

Norquist also paid attention when the students of
Peter Park, an adjunct professor at the University
of Wisconsin, Milwaukee School of Architecture
and Urban Planning, explored removal of the
freeway in design studio projects. Park was invited
to serve as the City’s Planning Director, and worked
with Norquist in heightening the importance of
comprehensive planning and design standards.

Demolished in 2003 and replaced by a six-lane
street level boulevard, the Park East freeway
removal has been deemed a success. Traffic
congestion was actually alleviated by the reconfig-
uration of limited access streets which collected
traffic from the freeway’s three entry/exit points –
the restored city street grid dispersed traffic over
many streets and traffic flow improved. Instead of
spending $100 million to rebuild the viaduct, only
$25 million was spent on demolition and at-grade
street improvements. And the economic develop-
ment hoped for has begun to materialize. By 2007
projects totaling over $300 million in investment
had been completed, approved or proposed.

The freeway created negative space in a down-
town where there was potential for local growth
and neighborhood connection. When the freeway
came down, it was replaced by three linked
neighborhoods. Ugly surface level parking lots
began to disappear and housing, commercial and
institutional projects took over, bringing vibrancy to
areas where people hadn’t wanted to walk before.



utilized roadway that ran along the Willamette River
and cut off the city from its waterfront – to build a park.

The demise of Harbor Drive brought about a connec-
tion between Portland’s then less-than-booming down-
town and its waterfront. The riverfront park led to the
creation of the Downtown Waterfront Urban Renewal
Area; since its implementation in 1974, assessed land
values in downtown Portland have increased an aver-
age of 10.4% annually. Freeway removal became one
prescription in a series of bold urban planning moves
that revitalized downtown Portland and made it a
model studied by urban planners.

The benefits of connection can also be seen through
the lens of Milwaukee, a city with economic challenges
similar to those of Syracuse. In Milwaukee, the land
cleared for the Park East Freeway extension, divided
the existing neighborhood. When the State eventually
released the land for redevelopment, that acreage
became the East Pointe neighborhood, a thriving,
mixed-use area of residential, restaurants and shops.

Freeway teardowns stimulate economic growth
within neighborhoods. The city of Milwaukee has
experienced more than $300 million in economic
projects in formerly devalued neighborhoods since the
teardown of the Park East Freeway. No longer in the
shadow of an urban viaduct, many parking lots near
the former freeway have been developed. A Fortune
500 corporation moved its headquarters within a block
of the former highway and mixed-use developments
are blossoming along the boulevard. According to the
Congress for the New Urbanism (CNU), average
assessed land values per acre in the footprint of the
freeway grew by 180 percent and in the Park East
Tax Increment District grew by 45 percent between
2001 and 2006, compared with a citywide increase
of 25 percent.

In San Francisco, Hayes Valley, the devalued neighbor-
hood that surrounded the Central Freeway has experi-
enced a similar renaissance. Before the elevated
freeway was replaced with Octavia Boulevard, con-
dominium prices were 66 percent of San Francisco
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Seattle

How do you replace an unsafe elevated highway
when no one likes the alternatives? That problem
has been plaguing the city of Seattle. In 2001 an
earthquake damaged the Alaskan Way Viaduct,
a 1.4 mile section of Highway 99 that divides
Seattle’s downtown core from its waterfront.
What seemed an opportunity to redefine the
city’s transportation system and to link two vital
neighborhoods that are divided by the viaduct
became mired in divisive politics. Conflict led to a
public referendum in March 2007, giving Seattle
citizens a choice between rebuilding an elevated
highway and constructing an underground tunnel.
Residents voted “no” to both.

Ranked #1 on the Congress for the New Urbanism’s
“Freeways Without Futures” list, the Alaskan Way
Viaduct is a major regional route into Seattle,
carrying about 105,000 vehicles a day. The
highway was built on fill, so the underground
piles have become a problem, and the seawall
that hold up the highway is also deteriorating.

After the 2007 referendum, the Seattle City
Council called for the Seattle DOT to develop an
Urban Mobility Plan – a systems approach, includ-

ing surface road, transit and other improvements –
to replace the highway capacity. Tom Brennan is a
Portland, Oregon-based transportation consultant,
whose firm Nelson/Nygaard, is currently working
with the City of Seattle. N/N is developing the
Urban Mobility Plan, part of the Center City Seattle
Access Strategy – strategic transit service and
surface street grid improvements and demand
management strategies that together would
absorb the current traffic on the viaduct.

In a presentation to the “Rethinking I-81” study
committee, Brennan explained that even before
the earthquake damaged the elevated freeway,
environmental issues, energy concerns, and
growth projections were forcing Seattle to take
a comprehensive systems approach to moving
people and goods to and through downtown.
The Vice-Chair of the City Council’s Transportation
committee put it this way: “The replacement of
the viaduct is a fantastic opportunity to begin the
creation of a 21st century transportation system.
The car can no longer rule all our decisions. There’s
got to be a better way.”

In June 2008, the State DOT released eight
proposals for a new roadway, including boulevard,
elevated viaduct, underground tunnel and cut-and-

cover tunnel alternatives. The State originally had
a $2.8 billion budget, but had spent nearly half of
that on work to stabilize the existing viaduct. In
January 2009, the Governor selected the under-
ground tunnel alternative, expected to cost $4.3
billion and take four years to construct, opening
in 2015. The People’s Waterfront Coalition, an
association of organizations and citizens continues
to promote a “No-Highway” solution based on
four strategies:

• Fix missing or broken links in the larger
road system and spread Viaduct traffic out;

• Take advantage of excess capacity of the
new transit systems coming online;

• Create truck-only lanes on important freight
corridors to keep freight moving; and

• Reduce demand with dense, walkable
neighborhoods and disincentives for
excessive driving.

These improvement projects, they say, could
create a more fluid transportation system that in
the long-term is a better solution than a costly
megaproject without the flexibility to adapt to
changing travel needs.

average prices; afterwards, they rose to 91 percent of
average prices, with the most dramatic increase in
prices along the new boulevard, according to CNU.
In instances where intense commercial development
has occurred, such as the businesses that line the
Embarcadero, (jobs in that area increased by 23 percent),
nearby housing has also mushroomed (by 51 percent.)

We are not alone in considering alternative options.
As communities face the need for massive expendi-
tures for reconstruction of aging highways, they are
beginning to reconsider the sustainability of current
transportation systems, and their impact on other
aspects of the community. Though only a few urban
areas have actually torn down elevated highways,
many other cities are in the process of doing so, and
many more are considering the option. In fact, it is
now becoming the norm to consider a teardown option
in most cases.

The Congress for New Urbanism has included Syracuse
in a list of cities they deem the Top Ten “Freeways
Without Futures.” Chosen from more than 40 “candi-
dates,” these cities, CNU concludes, present the best
opportunities for freeway removal based on factors
including the age of the structure, redevelopment
potential, potential cost savings, ability to improve
both overall mobility and local access, existence of
pending infrastructure decisions, and local support.
According to CNU, “Cities around the world are
replacing urban highways with surface streets, saving
billions of dollars on transportation infrastructure and
revitalizing adjacent land with walkable, compact
development. Transportation models that support con-
nected street grids, improved transit, and revitalized
urbanism will make reducing gasoline dependency
and greenhouse gas emissions that much more con-
venient. It pays to consider them as cities evaluate
their renewal strategies – and as the U.S. evaluates
its federal transportation and climate policy.”

Where highways are eliminated from the central
city, city street grids create additional traffic routes,
and head off anticipated gridlock. In Milwaukee,
traffic congestion was created by the limited access
nature of the Park East Freeway. Just three exits served
drivers to the area. When the freeway came down,
boulevard access to a dozen streets allowed traffic
to flow more logically. Drivers no longer had to use
a specific exit and then backtrack to their destination,
so underutilized streets absorbed some of the traffic.
Bottlenecks that had existed at exit and entrance
ramps were no longer an issue. In Seattle, planners are
working on an Urban Mobility Plan – including street
grid, transit, and parking and traffic management
improvements – that can absorb traffic from the
crumbling Alaskan Way Viaduct.

Freeway removal is more likely when the commu-
nity considers values such as quality of life and
economic development in transportation planning.
In the case studies, freeway removal became an option
when the freeway became underutilized (as in Portland),
or in need of major repair or rebuilding, as in San
Francisco, Milwaukee and Seattle. There were also
individuals, or groups with influence who believed
in the freeway alternative. The authors of “Shifting
Urban Priorities” concluded that another consideration
of importance in those cities is that mobility of vehicles
was a lower community priority than other goals such
as quality of life or economic development. In Portland,
city beautification was important; in San Francisco,
the residents valued quality of life over high-speed
access; in Milwaukee the economic development
potential of the re-knit downtown and waterfront
was the higher priority than vehicle mobility. The
authors suggest a new framework for evaluating
freeway projects that recognizes a paradigm shift
away from engineering efficiency to include other
community priorities.



Independent voices such as Common Councilor Van
Robinson have long spoken out about the neighbor-
hood devastation caused by the construction of I-81
through Syracuse’s 15th Ward. Robinson was also an
early voice in the call to bring down the elevated high-
way, a proposal that many dismissed as impossible.
But in 2007, SMTC issued the University Hill Trans-
portation Study, a blueprint for area growth in the
coming decades. Among the recommendations was
one relating directly to the I-81 corridor. The report
suggested that with a relocation of through traffic to
I-481, an “Almond Boulevard” could replace the
existing elevated viaduct, which was already deter-
mined by the DOT to be deteriorating beyond simple
repairs. The University Hill report suggested further
study to confirm that the plan was technically feasible,
and outlined several potential benefits.

That recommendation was the starting point for this
study. Replacing a high speed elevated highway with
a street level urban boulevard, the study committee
hypothesized, would be part of an overall plan to
regenerate the area and rejoin downtown Syracuse
with University Hill. The study encouraged a new way
of thinking: Take it down and they will come. With the
obstructive, land-devaluing presence of highway I-81
gone, residential, institutional and business growth
could happen around the highway corridor. This would
create the potential for an attractive urban neighbor-
hood that would provide space for the expansion of
the growing hospitals and educational institutions and
knit together the Hill and downtown areas.

The OCL study committee proceeded to research the
merits of this recommendation. The conclusion:
Rerouting traffic around the city and replacing a
section of I-81 with an at-grade urban boulevard is
a desirable concept that would benefit the region.
The study committee believes this option should be
given the most serious consideration in the NYSDOT
planning and study process currently underway.

The committee cannot determine if the plan is techni-
cally feasible – that will be left to the NYSDOT
engineering studies and the traffic demand modeling
studies of consultants.

Initially, there were skeptics on the OCL committee –
people who were concerned about emergency trans-
portation routes and clogged city streets, people who
raised issues such as “How will we get around the city
without I-81?” and “Won’t putting a highly trafficked

street-level road through the city actually create a less
attractive environment for urban growth?”

We listened to transportation planning experts. We
studied what other cities had done. We looked closely
at the city and county “land-use plans,” the documents
most people consider the prescription for what sort
of city we want to become in the 21st century. And
point by point, we realized that the things that initially
seemed like obstacles were not deal breakers. It
became clear that the potential positive outcomes
outweighed any drawbacks.

The fact that I-81 cannot remain as it is, that it must be
rebuilt or torn down, has given the community a chance
to explore its options and to realize some of its dreams.
A land use plan is an expression of a community’s
dreams, and the vision expressed in both city and county
comprehensive plans calls for a modern, economically
viable city and suburban core. To attain this vision, the
community must actively participate in the I-81 plan-
ning process. Ultimately, the reconfiguration of
I-81 needs to be understood not as a transportation
issue but as an attempt to achieve other long-held goals:

• Neighborhood and Job Growth. SUNY Upstate
Medical University and Syracuse University are
the area’s two largest employers. Together with
Crouse Hospital, the Veterans Administration
Hospital, and SUNY Environmental Science &
Forestry, these institutions need room to develop
and expand, which will foster additional employ-
ment opportunities. A forward-looking land use
plan incorporating an urban boulevard concept can
relieve traffic congestion, create attractive devel-
opment sites, and facilitate area development.

• Economic Development. Downtown represents
the economic, cultural, and social hub of the
Central New York region, the “calling card” of the
region. An urban boulevard is the best option to
encourage connection to University Hill. A better
connection to the tens of thousands of students
and visitors to the University Hill area will spell
better business potential for restaurants, shops,
hotels, museums and galleries, hotels and enter-
tainment venues in the adjacent downtown area.

• Environmental Improvements. A coordinated
transportation and land use plan, one that gives
equitable consideration to transit, pedestrian and
bicycle users as well as cars, and incorporates
green spaces as well as asphalt, can lead to a
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reduction in greenhouse gas emissions and a
healthier environment.

Only by achieving these goals can the region aspire
to compete in the global economy. Without a strong
core, every part of the region suffers.Syracuse must
be attractive to the region’s young people as well as
prospective employees and creative talent. Residents
need to see that the region can offer not only a good
range of job opportunities but also a well-crafted
urban landscape that can rival aspects of today’s most
successful cities.

Our goal for the community is to see that we meet the
I-81 challenge with a vision that is not mired in the
past, but clearly anticipates the needs of tomorrow.

2. It works perfectly well as an integrated highway connection in and around Syracuse for local
residents. Allows travel within and through the city a 15-20 minute commute.

3. It provides an overview of Syracuse for interstate travelers. They get to see The SU Dome and
Crouse College on the SU hill as well as a good share of Syracuse. It allows easy excess to
downtown, to north side, Destiny USA, and Liverpool./Salina area. The viaduct needs to stay
within or as close as possible to its current footprint. Moving it west of its current location
would destroy and/or seriously impact some historical buildings in the area just west of McBride
Street between Almond Street and Pearl Street entrance ramps, (i.e. McMahon Ryan Building
for abused children, Park Central Presbyterian Church, the former St. John’s Catholic church,
just for starters).

The southbound side of 81 to remain, modernize in or near its current footprint.

1. If feasible, improve the congestion under 81 at Adams Street on and off ramps.

2. Consider the relocation of 81 South ramp at Adams /Almond to Burt Street, using South
Townsend. Traffic exiting the hospital/university area would continue one block farther west
on Harrison Street, turn Left (south) on Townsend, crossing Adams, turning Left at Burt Street,
entering a newly created ramp heading south on 81. This would relieve a lot of congestion in
the 81/Adams/Almond intersection.

Thoughts for improving 81 Northbound:

1. If feasible, add an express lane (an upper level if necessary) for thru traffic with a connector to
690 East. A variation of the V-3 plan may work but moves 81 too far over to the west (as noted
in 3 above).

2. Use current 81 Adams Street off- ramp. Use Almond/Harrison on ramp to access 81 North
and current connector to 690 West.

3. Relocate 690 East on- ramp further down Almond Street; may replace current McBride on-ramp
merge lane. This would eliminate cross-over problem.

Connecting 81 Southbound to 690 West and 690 Eastbound to 81 North would be very destructive
to recently refurbished areas. I don’t believe there is enough priority to do this as current signage
directs commuters via short local connectors.

Justification for keeping an I-81 Viaduct:

1. Replacing I-81 with a boulevard makes no practical/common sense:



Route 81 Viaduct Comments - 2 - 6/9/14

a. It breaks up the continuity of 81 Interstate from Tennessee to Canada.
b. It eliminates introduction/overview of Syracuse for out-of-towners. (See 3 above).
c. I believe a boulevard will create a traffic nightmare of traffic jams, and gridlocks

making it extremely dangerous for pedestrians and bicycles. Coordinated
traffic lights have never worked well in Syracuse.

d. Creates a traffic nightmare for emergency vehicles, ambulance, fire, police, etc.

2. Likewise re-routing I-81 onto 481/690W will not work.
a. It makes for a longer commute to the north side.
b. It eliminates an alternate route should accidents, construction, snow/ice, etc.

causes a close down of the highway. This happens frequently in central New York.
c. People living on east side of Baldwinsville, Liverpool and Salina will have a longer

commute to the south side/Valley area.

Things that can be done:

1. Repair/Modernize as much as possible, maintaining current footprint as close as possible.

3. Use lighting, art work, plantings under the underpasses to make them more aesthetically
pleasing.

NOTE: The overview picture of Syracuse at Hancock Airport (Jet Blue luggage claims)
makes Syracuse look inviting and the 81/690 highway makes sense.

Question or Comment - After many hours of study and actually driving around Syracuse, I still don?t 
understand the need to destroy an overhead highway that readily moves traffic thru and to destinations 
within and around the City of Syracuse. Yes, it needs updating and beautifying. The reasons for 
tearing it down do not make sense. Some people feel it will provide space for more real estate but at 
what expense? A boulevard would only add more congestion, traffic gridlock, and parking woes in the 
area. Where do all the cars go that currently use parking spaces under the bridge? 

Some wish to tear down 1-81 as it visually divides downtown and SU/hospital area. At the same time, 
the idea of connecting 690W to 81N will destroy another commercial/residential area and divide 
downtown from the north side, newly renovated living areas, and destroy half of ?Little Italy?. If a 
boulevard is good enough to replace 81, then why isn?t a Bear Street or Hiawatha boulevard good 
enough to connect 81 to 690. 

I still strongly suggest that Route 81 remain a viaduct as close to its current foot print as possible 
without impacting surrounding residences, historic churches and other buildings, medical facilities, 
service institutions, commercial buildings, etc. 

One suggestion to relieve the congestion at Almond/Adams Street intersection is to relocate the south 
bound on- ramp to 81.

Thank you for the opportunity extended to the public to comment about the Route 81 project through 
Syracuse. We have attended each and every scoping meeting. 

My wife and I continue to hold fast to the viaduct option in a foot print that is not necessarily conducive 
to ultra-high speed traffic but that has little or no impact on adjoining structures. We think the tunnel 
idea that seems to have gained traction locally is a bit bizarre for the reasons presented during the 
scoping meetings. And we continue to believe that the street level option wrecks neighborhoods as 
some neighbors on the south side have pointed out. Also, it strikes us that the depictions of the 
boulevard presented at the scoping meetings are purely visionary and not showing how things really will 
be. One shows only five cars on it, no cars backed up for a traffic light, no rush hour grid lock, no 
pedestrian pushing a button in an attempt to cross. And the city (or state) has not had a penchant for 
street-scaping, and we will have 'er looking like the current weed-infested Route 81 shoulders through 
Syracuse in no time. 
The only letter in our local newspaper that resonated with me was one in favor of the viaduct and and 
overhead pedestrian way that would be more than just "stairs up and stairs down", in the style of Dallas, 
Texas. Naysayers who would like to tear down the viaduct would probably want to eliminate that old 
wall in Rome, Italy too, but thankfully they don't live there. 
Syracuse has a lot of history that it can be justly proud of. Although my wife and I like "preserving 
history" we are absolutely adamant about "respecting history." 

With that in mind, the first attachment "Townsend Street" illustrates some of the disruptiveness that 
boosting street traffic on South Townsend Street, one of the options that has been presented, would 
have on a historic area of town. Park Central Church (19) would be separated from the park (20), as 
would the Teall Carriage House (18) and the Hamilton White House (21) . The photos of this district 
came from a booklet "Downtown Syracuse Walking Tour' published by the Downtown Committee of 
Syracuse, Inc. 

Having been there, I think what makes that old Roman wall so charming is its portals, how it draws you 
to wanting to cross one area of the city to another. So my letter is directed to what can be done to 
make some charming portals in Syracuse. There is an opportunity to make a charming portal for Erie 
Blvd (which will form the remainder of this letter) but I think there is also something that could be done 
at Harrison and Adams Streets. Whereas the one at Erie Blvd would focus on an Erie Canal, the ones 
at Harrison or Adams could focus on a light show, the university, or the hospital complex, or the 
downtown skyline. 

The way the Erie Canal theme and the Rt. 81 viaduct should be viewed is Rte. 81 is the 850 mile long 
northern gateway to Canada. In its day, the Erie Canal was referred to as the gateway to the west. 
There is only one place in the entire nation where those two gateways intersect. 

Of course, the Erie Canal was where the present day Erie Blvd is situated. In the second attachment 
you can see that in its day the canal went right through Clinton Square and those prominent buildings 
to the left and right still exist, thank goodness! Unfortunately the Third County Court House on Clinton 
Square (third attachment) was torn down. If you proceed east from the square you can see how the 
canal passed by our city hall (fourth attachment), another building that thankfully still exists. And 



lastly, if you proceed a half block further east you have the weigh lock building (fifth attachment) that 
exists today as a museum. Those photos came from Images of America, Erie Canal by Martin 
Morganstein and Joan H. Cregg, Arcadia Publishing, 2001. 

Now with those historical pictures in mind, fast forward to about a month ago when we ate an outdoor 
restaurant along Erie Blvd facing eastwardly to the Canal Museum and the viaduct beyond. The 
viaduct was in no way, shape or form, compatible with history! Even worse, to the left it extended along 
the other side of Erie Blvd over a weedy parking lot which angled southwardly to cross over the 
boulevard. The line of vision as evidenced in the second attachment was entirely wiped out. There's 
was nothing attractive to draw the eye ahead as in the good old days. 

Here's my vision of what could be done and something that would infuse interest in the viaduct 
alternative. What you'd do where the viaduct crosses Rt. 81 is make an archway in the same 
limestone used for the canal, to resemble the appearance of aqueducts along the old canal, purely an 
ornamental touch (sort of like attachment 6 as a single arch). In the fifth attachment you can see a 
bridge that crossed the canal, and so overhead on the viaduct itself, you could create similar rails where 
it crosses over the boulevard, drawing attention to the historical nature of the city and its origins to the 
passerby. And here's the coupe de gras thought: a few years ago it was reported that the old bell 
tower from the third court house has been stored in pieces at our local airport. Wouldn't it be cool to 
get it reassembled and maybe located along Erie Blvd in the vicinity of that overpass. A low-strung 
stone wall along that far shoulder of Erie Blvd, again in "canal limestone" could visually integrate things. 
Although all of those suggestions are purely faux, I would argue that they would serve to "respect our 

history" and would serve to boost the meaningfulness of the canal to the citizenry ten fold. 

From a dollars and cents standpoint, if the viaduct saves money over the tunnel idea being widely 
supported (but not by us) hopefully a reasonable chunk of the savings would be put toward harmonizing 
the viaduct with the community. 

And as a parting thought, the viaduct, like or lump it, has become part of our history! It has been here 
for fifty years and the city is about 150 years old overall. Our neighborhoods have grown up around it. 

I think the viaduct needs to be respected, just as with the above thoughts there are opportunities 
available to the civil engineers and architects to do a much better job of respecting the history of our fair 
city.

Question or Comment - I have lived at the Dewitt/Jamesville address for about a year. I use I-481 and
the Thruway to commute to work. Previously, I lived inside the Syracuse City Line, and, for 30 years,
worked in downtown Syracuse.

I think that a plan for the future would redesignate I-481 as I-81, much as Mass. 128 was eventually
designated as I-95, to accept the reality that sending interstate traffic through an urban center was not
the best plan. If the interests of presently-located businesses and landowners was most important, we
would not have moved to an improved Erie Canal, from the canal to railroad, or from the railroad to the
interstates.

If an elevated interstate is reconstructed in the same basic ROW of I-81, then I propose a reverse-High
Line. Set that portion of the highway south of Erie Boulevard higher than present, to allow more light
underneath (especially if the new roadbed is wider) and better sight lines. Under the highway, instead
of a paved no-man's land, have a strip park. Or, buildings that would create a continuous neighborhood
from downtown to Hill (in New Haven, there is a large parking garage that spans a couple of blocks, but
storefronts at ground level along the cross streets creates a continuous streetscape for pedestrians)
Maybe a way could be found to create light wells, and strong lighting underneath should be provided.
One challenge will be capturing and draining away the salt slush from the road, so it does not drip
down on buildings, plantings, and pedestrians.

I'm not so sure that the elevated highway is the barrier between downtown and "the other side". I think
the emptiness along Harrison/Adams, and the concentrated traffic of Almond Street and the on/off
ramps is what creates the psychological barrier. Reorganizing the on/off points should be given a lot of
thought.

Rethink 81 is a group of concerned citizens that have formed to advocate for the permanent 

removal of the Route 81 viaduct. Rethink 81 has conducted an analysis of the property value and 

real estate tax implications of the elevated and street level alternatives that the NYSDOT has 

presented to replace the Interstate 81 viaduct in Syracuse, and has enclosed this analysis for your 

consideration. Based upon an analysis of these alternatives, the following forecasts were made: 

• In order to meet current federal highway standards a new viaduct would need to be wider, 

higher, and more extensive than the existing viaduct. These changes would require property 

seizures, demolitions, and impacts that would result in an annual tax loss of about $3.3 million 

to the city and county. 

• The removal of the Interstate 81 viaduct would allow for the development of approximately 7 

acres of land that are currently owned by the NYSDOT. The potential exists to accommodate 

$138.8 million in property value on this land, which could bring an additional $5.3 million in 

property tax revenue to local governments each year. This is a conservative estimate given the 

real estate development opportunities that will open up beyond the footprint of the State's 

right of way. 

• The total opportunity cost associated with building a new viaduct is $224.3 million in property 

value, and $8.6 million in annual property tax revenue. This equates to $431.4 million in 

potential property taxes lost over the course of the new viaduct's lifespan (50 years). 

We respectfully request that this analysis be given careful consideration as the planning process 

proceeds. We look forward to responding to any questions or comments that you may have.

Impacts of the DOT Viaduct and Boulevard 

Alternatives on Tax Parcels and Values 

The New York State Department of Transportation (NYSDOT) is currently considering three elevated 

roadway and three street-level "boulevard" options for replacing the Interstate 81 viaduct between the 

University Hill and Downtown neighborhoods in Syracuse.' This analysis was conducted to aid in the 

understanding of the consequences to property values and real estate tax revenue under either an 

elevated or a street-level scenario. 

"Alternative V-2," was chosen as the viaduct scenario for this analysis due to its compliance with all 

federal highway regulations. After the parcels that stand in or near this proposed path were identified, 

an estimate of the property value and real estate tax implications of building a viaduct that meets 

NYSDOT and Federal Highway Administration requirements was compiled using public tax records. 

The analysis then determined the approximate extent to which value could be created within the 

footprint of the existing viaduct, if it is removed. To do so, measurements were obtained from street 

level "Alternative SL-1." A map of each alternative analyzed here is provided in Appendices I and II. 

Based on the presentation renderings released for the DOT's "Alternative V-2," 100 tax parcels in the 

Downtown and Northside neighborhoods of Syracuse would be seized or razed, and at least another 18 

would be adversely affected by virtue of their location immediately adjacent to the new highway. This 

results in a potential loss of $85.5 million in property value, and an annual loss of up to $3.3 million in 

property tax revenue to the City of Syracuse, Syracuse City School District, and Onondaga County. 

Conversely, removing the viaduct would leave intact the current tax revenue, and has the potential to 

create an additional $138.8 million in value, yielding an increase in property tax revenue of about $5.3 

million each year. In terms of property taxes, the opportunity cost of building a new viaduct, defined 

here as the loss in existing property taxes and the lost opportunity to generate additional tax on this 

land, is $8.6 million annually or $431.4 million over the projected 50-year life of the structure.

Seized or Razed Parcels 

The 100 tax parcels that would require seizure or demolition to proceed with the "Alternative V-2" 

viaduct currently have a market value of $41.8 million. Under present rates, the annual tax levy on this 

value would be $1.6 million. All of this value is projected to be lost. These properties are listed in 

Appendix III. 

Many buildings that stand in the path of the proposed route are either historic or located within historic 

districts. Some of the structures that would need to be demolished to make way for this highway 

include Webster's Landing, Peck and Reid Halls, Nettleton Commons, Learbury Centre, and St. John the 

Evangelist Church. 

Appendix VII contains images of selected buildings that would need to be razed to accommodate this 

project based on NYSDOT's presentation. 

Affected Parcels 

The 18 parcels identified in this analysis as affected do not abut the highway, yet under "Alternative V-

2," they would become adjacent to a viaduct. These parcels currently have a combined market value of 

$49.6 million, which would yield an annual tax bill of approximately $1.9 million under 2014 rates. If 

"Alternative V-2," is implemented, these properties may lose $43.7 million in value and contribute $1.7 

million less annually in property taxes. 

The potential loss in value to these parcels was calculated using public tax information for a sample of 

existing properties located near Interstate 81 or 690. The properties analyzed near a viaduct have an 

average value of $55 per square foot of land, compared with $473 for those that are not. Therefore, an 

88% drop in value was applied to the 2014 market value and potential tax levy of affected parcels to 

estimate the effect of a new viaduct on properties that would be adjacent to it. Appendix IV summarizes 

this calculation. 

The affected list includes buildings such as the Lofts on Willow, Jefferson and Madison Towers, and 100 

Clinton Square. Appendix IV depicts the precipitous decline in value surrounding Interstate 81's current 

viaduct, and Appendix V contains a list of affected properties and the predicted change in value to each. 

Value Created by Removing the Viaduct 

Approximately 7 acres of developable land that is currently owned by the NYSDOT is expected to 

become available as a result of removing the Interstate 81 viaduct and replacing it with a street-level 

solution. Although there are many ways to estimate the value of this land, this analysis concludes that it 

could potentially be used to create $138.8 million of property value, adding $5.3 million in revenue each 

year to city and county tax rolls. 

To estimate the potential value of this land, information from public tax records was collected for a 

sample of buildings representing the types of structures that could be built in this space. The sample 

includes office and professional buildings, hotels, apartments, institutional space, and mixed-use 

buildings from both University Hill and Downtown. The buildings are primarily newly-built or recently 

renovated to simulate the effect of new construction along a boulevard. Each property's market value

per square foot of land was calculated, and the average of this value was applied to the land area freed 

for development along the current route of the Interstate 81 viaduct between Downtown and University 

Hill. 

Appendix II shows the size and location of land analyzed for potential development, and Appendix VI 

details the calculation used to estimate potential value created by the viaduct's removal. 

Methodology 

This analysis identified specific parcels that would be affected by the "Alternative V-2" plan, regardless 

of the parcel's current state. Once these parcels had been identified, the full market value from current 

public tax records was used to determine the value of the impacted properties. All potential tax figures 

were calculated by multiplying these values by the current tax rate for parcels in the City of Syracuse 

($38.4689 per $1,000 of value for 2014). 

The result does not account for any appreciation in property value or an increase in tax rates over time. 

It also does not attempt to quantify the effect on property values near the current highway, where 

additional development may occur if the viaduct is removed. These factors may magnify the potential 

impact of choosing a street-level solution over a viaduct, and consequently the effect on property values 

and tax revenue may actually be much greater than stated in this report. Other communities have 

experienced significant increases in property values when removing urban viaducts. For specific 

examples, please visit www.rethink81.org. 

Conclusion 

The value of a number of parcels through the City of Syracuse will be significantly affected by the new 

location of Interstate 81. As shown in this analysis, a new viaduct may remove $85.5 million in property 

value through seizures and the devaluation of nearby land. A street-level solution, however, could 

result in the net creation of $138.8 million in value. The opportunity cost associated with building the 

viaduct, expressed here as the $224.3 million difference in property values and $8.6 million in annual tax 

revenue between these options, highlights the significance of this decision. 

The community must consider the highest and best use for the land in question: Do we want to 

construct an elevated highway that is bigger, wider and will require significant property takings and 

displacement in our neighborhoods? Or, do we want to enhance our building stock and create economic 

opportunity by fostering uses that encourage growth of our tax base and the creation of new productive 

built space in Syracuse's urban core in which Central New Yorkers will live, work, and play?

ReThink81 is a coalition of property owners, business owners, and citizens focused on the 
tremendous opportunities presented with Interstate 81 as it reaches the end of its useful life.  Our 
vision is to create a more efficient, vibrant and livable community. ReThink81 is committed to the 
economic growth of our region and improved accessibility throughout the Greater Syracuse area. 
 
At the closing of the “Second Scoping Period”, ReThink81 supports your findings to date, regarding 
the “I-81 Viaduct Project. We agree with your conclusion that a “Street Level Option” should be 
advanced. This option holds the greatest potential for the economic vitality of Syracuse and the CNY 
region. 
 
We also agree that the “Tunnel Option” and the “Depressed Option” should not advance further. 
These options are not appropriate in scale for the Syracuse project, requiring longer construction 
time periods, unjustifiable construction costs, and would cause significant new damage to the streets 
and properties of Syracuse. 
 
Further, ReThink81 is convinced that the criteria of “long-term economic growth” is essential to the 
future success of Syracuse. We hold that an evaluation criteria for “economic growth impact” for this 
project has not been addressed sufficiently in the DOT study to date.

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The New York State Department of Transportation (NYSDOT) is currently considering three elevated 

roadway and three street-level “boulevard” options for replacing the Interstate 81 viaduct between the 

University Hill and Downtown neighborhoods in Syracuse.1  This analysis was conducted to aid in the 

understanding of the consequences to property values and real estate tax revenue under either an 

elevated or a street-level scenario.   

“Alternative V-2,” was chosen as the viaduct scenario for this analysis due to its compliance with all 

federal highway regulations.  After the parcels that stand in or near this proposed path were identified, 

an estimate of the property value and real estate tax implications of building a viaduct that meets 

NYSDOT and Federal Highway Administration requirements was compiled using public tax records.   

The analysis then determined the approximate extent to which value could be created within the 

footprint of the existing viaduct, if it is removed.  To do so, measurements were obtained from street 

level “Alternative SL-1.”  A map of each alternative analyzed here is provided in Appendices I and II. 

Based on the presentation renderings released for the DOT’s “Alternative V-2,” 100 tax parcels in the 

Downtown and Northside neighborhoods of Syracuse would be seized or razed, and at least another 18 

would be adversely affected by virtue of their location immediately adjacent to the new highway.  This 

results in a potential loss of $85.5 million in property value, and an annual loss of up to $3.3 million in 

property tax revenue to the City of Syracuse, Syracuse City School District, and Onondaga County.    

Conversely, removing the viaduct would leave intact the current tax revenue, and has the potential to 

create an additional $138.8 million in value, yielding an increase in property tax revenue of about $5.3 

million each year.  In terms of property taxes, the opportunity cost of building a new viaduct, defined 

here as the loss in existing property taxes and the lost opportunity to generate additional tax on this 

land, is $8.6 million annually or $431.4 million over the projected 50-year life of the structure.

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Seized or Razed Parcels 

The 100 tax parcels that would require seizure or demolition to proceed with the “Alternative V-2” 

viaduct currently have a market value of $41.8 million.  Under present rates, the annual tax levy on this 

value would be $1.6 million.  All of this value is projected to be lost.  These properties are listed in 

Appendix III. 

Many buildings that stand in the path of the proposed route are either historic or located within historic 

districts.  Some of the structures that would need to be demolished to make way for this highway 

include Webster’s Landing, Peck and Reid Halls, Nettleton Commons, Learbury Centre, and St. John the 

Evangelist Church.   

Appendix VII contains images of selected buildings that would need to be razed to accommodate this 

project based on NYSDOT’s presentation. 

Affected Parcels 

The 18 parcels identified in this analysis as affected do not abut the highway, yet under “Alternative V-

2,” they would become adjacent to a viaduct.  These parcels currently have a combined market value of 

$49.6 million, which would yield an annual tax bill of approximately $1.9 million under 2014 rates.  If 

“Alternative V-2,” is implemented, these properties may lose $43.7 million in value and contribute $1.7 

million less annually in property taxes. 

The potential loss in value to these parcels was calculated using public tax information for a sample of 

existing properties located near Interstate 81 or 690.  The properties analyzed near a viaduct have an 

average value of $55 per square foot of land, compared with $473 for those that are not.  Therefore, an 

88% drop in value was applied to the 2014 market value and potential tax levy of affected parcels to 

estimate the effect of a new viaduct on properties that would be adjacent to it.  Appendix IV summarizes 

this calculation.   

The affected list includes buildings such as the Lofts on Willow, Jefferson and Madison Towers, and 100 

Clinton Square.  Appendix IV depicts the precipitous decline in value surrounding Interstate 81’s current 

viaduct, and Appendix V contains a list of affected properties and the predicted change in value to each.   

Value Created by Removing the Viaduct 

Approximately 7 acres of developable land that is currently owned by the NYSDOT is expected to 

become available as a result of removing the Interstate 81 viaduct and replacing it with a street-level 

solution.  Although there are many ways to estimate the value of this land, this analysis concludes that it 

could potentially be used to create $138.8 million of property value, adding $5.3 million in revenue each 

year to city and county tax rolls.   

To estimate the potential value of this land, information from public tax records was collected for a 

sample of buildings representing the types of structures that could be built in this space.  The sample 

includes office and professional buildings, hotels, apartments, institutional space, and mixed-use 

buildings from both University Hill and Downtown.  The buildings are primarily newly-built or recently 

renovated to simulate the effect of new construction along a boulevard.  Each property’s market value 
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per square foot of land was calculated, and the average of this value was applied to the land area freed 

for development along the current route of the Interstate 81 viaduct between Downtown and University 

Hill. 

Appendix II shows the size and location of land analyzed for potential development, and Appendix VI 

details the calculation used to estimate potential value created by the viaduct’s removal. 

Methodology 

This analysis identified specific parcels that would be affected by the “Alternative V-2” plan, regardless 

of the parcel’s current state.  Once these parcels had been identified, the full market value from current 

public tax records was used to determine the value of the impacted properties.  All potential tax figures 

were calculated by multiplying these values by the current tax rate for parcels in the City of Syracuse 

($38.4689 per $1,000 of value for 2014).   

The result does not account for any appreciation in property value or an increase in tax rates over time.  

It also does not attempt to quantify the effect on property values near the current highway, where 

additional development may occur if the viaduct is removed.  These factors may magnify the potential 

impact of choosing a street-level solution over a viaduct, and consequently the effect on property values 

and tax revenue may actually be much greater than stated in this report.  Other communities have 

experienced significant increases in property values when removing urban viaducts.  For specific 

examples, please visit www.rethink81.org. 

Conclusion 

The value of a number of parcels through the City of Syracuse will be significantly affected by the new 

location of Interstate 81.  As shown in this analysis, a new viaduct may remove $85.5 million in property 

value through seizures and the devaluation of nearby land.  A street-level solution, however, could 

result in the net creation of $138.8 million in value.  The opportunity cost associated with building the 

viaduct, expressed here as the $224.3 million difference in property values and $8.6 million in annual tax 

revenue between these options, highlights the significance of this decision.   

The community must consider the highest and best use for the land in question: Do we want to 

construct an elevated highway that is bigger, wider and will require significant property takings and 

displacement in our neighborhoods? Or, do we want to enhance our building stock and create economic 

opportunity by fostering uses that encourage growth of our tax base and the creation of new productive 

built space in Syracuse’s urban core in which Central New Yorkers will live, work, and play?

The portion of Interstate 81 that travels through downtown Syracuse will soon be demolished

	

and a modern transportation system will be built to replace it. This system, we hope, will
enhance the region for the next 75 to 100 years. For a community that has fought for and
earned a statewide and national reputation for its remarkable level of public and private sector
collaboration, this moment is an opportunity of a lifetime to re-think and re-envision our region's
future.

With conceptual proposals that range in cost from $700M to more than $1.5B, critical questions
remain. The data and analysis needed to make a fully informed decision in support of our
region's vision is not yet complete. No maps showing needed eminent domain have been made
public. No street-level traffic analysis has been conducted. So we are left, for now, to speculate
on the real-world impacts of any solution. But we are not entirely without facts.

The existence of 1-81 through Syracuse has not brought an economic boon to our region. We
have lost people and business since the viaduct was constructed. The highway, of course,
does not bear all of the blame, but nor has it been a panacea that should be romanticized for its
economic benefits.

To therefore spend a minimum of $700 million and end up with anything less than a
transformational approach would be a staggering opportunity lost. We have an opportunity to
reach for something better - to create a solution that meets our transportation needs and
advances our region's strategic goals.

We must demand a solution that minimizes the width of any roadway and associated right-of-
ways, the need for further eminent domain, the demolition of the historic fabric of our
neighborhoods, and the relocation of residents and businesses.

We deserve a solution that unifies our city and links the two most powerful economic engines
our community has, and better connects these assets to areas of growth and investment
throughout our city and suburbs.

We should expect a solution that doesn't transfer the congestion and safety concerns of the
existing viaduct to our urban and rural streetscape; one that ensures downtown walkability;
provides convenient access to commuters, tourists and public safety vehicles; and updates
traffic patterns through our entire street grid to create better access to the city than today's 1-81.

And we should embrace the highest level of urban design; use state-of-the-art project phasing
to minimize construction disruption; deploy state-of-the-art intelligent systems that many of our
own businesses are developing to improve traffic flow and safety and build a highway worthy of
the twenty-second century; and recognize the important role that mass transit must play in
reducing congestion and unhealthy emissions in our region.

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For drivers, 1-81 through downtown Syracuse is the most dangerous stretch of the entire 855
mile highway. Serious accidents occur at more than three times the national average.

It is also an economic liability, creating a swath of under-utilized and undevelopable property
between a resurgent downtown and Central New York's strongest economic force, University
Hill. Even property not in the existing right-of-way, but adjacent to it, has been hobbled by the
barrier that the elevated viaduct represents to vibrant development. These properties could
instantly be among the most valuable, tax-producing parcels in the entire county if we embrace
a solution that reclaims and reactivates them.

And there is ample evidence that we would make the most of that opportunity. Downtown is
already the geographic, psychological, cultural and economic center of our region's - with
37.4% of our region's total employment within 3 miles of Columbus Circle. And with more than
a billion dollars of investment underway in Syracuse today, the economic potential is obvious.

In recent years, communities like Milwaukee, Chattanooga, Portland, OR and San Francisco,
have reconfigured outdated transportation systems and opened up valuable real estate to
hundreds of millions of dollars of private development, creating vibrant new areas of commerce
and revitalized neighborhoods. These projects have enhanced transportation access for
businesses, commuters and tourists and ensured walkability for residents. There is absolutely
no reason that we cannot achieve similar outcomes here.

We cannot ignore that there is a very real price to pay for transformation. Budgetary limitations,
political realities and community attitudes will undoubtedly affect the art of what's possible. And
there will be tough choices in the end which will require thoughtful mitigation for the people and
businesses most impacted by this decision.

But Central New York is no stranger to transformation. We have been indelibly impacted
by decisions both within our control, and those that were not. This decision belongs to
us. The opportunity of a lifetime is at hand.

1. At this point, are proposals other than a bridge or boulevard (such as an underground
tunnel) still being considered?

2. What will NYSDOT do to assure that open lines of communication will be maintained so
the community understands what is going on in the process?

3. What role, and how much influence, will the community have in the selection of the
preferred alternative?

4. What level of detail will NYSDOT release as part of the process? Will the public be able
to see all of the data by which NYSDOT makes its decision? Will there be a public
website? What role will SMTC play?

5. Is the proposed boulevard capable of carrying the traffic that is likely to operate over it?

6. If a boulevard is the preferred solution, how much traffic will divert to other routes? How
much (if any) additional traffic will divert to 1-481?

7. Does NYSDOT have any projection for how traffic will split among the various
north/south routes through downtown? Is it possible that a significant percentage of the
traffic will divert to Townsend Street, State Street, Salina Street, Warren Street or West
Street?

8. What impact would such a diversion have on the existing city north-south streets?
Would they still function at acceptable levels of service?

9. Would the construction of the boulevard have any other impacts such as on pedestrian
accessibility or parking downtown?

10. If a boulevard was no longer part of the interstate highway system, how will the
maintenance be accomplished? Who will pay for it?

11. Are the proposed changes to Erie Boulevard and Water Street as a one way couplet
required to support the boulevard? This runs against the trend to turn more streets into
two way traffic.

12. If an elevated viaduct becomes the proposed solution, how much wider, and/or straighter
will it have to be in order to meet USDOT standards?

13. Will USDOT permit any mitigation to its standards in order to accommodate the viaduct
moving through the city?
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14. What properties will have to be acquired in order to accommodate an elevated highway?

15. What buildings will have to be demolished in order to accommodate an elevated
highway?

16. How many, and which businesses are likely to be displaced? How many residents will
be displaced?

17. Whichever solution is adopted, will there be a need to acquire more property or to
demolish buildings in order to construct the boulevard or the highway?

25. In your comparison of options for 1-81's replacement, a depressed highway poorly in
Social and Economic impacts.

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CENTERSTATE CEO I-81 VIADUCT PROJECT SCOPING COMMENTS 
 

 
I. Statement of Goals 
 
A year ago, CenterState CEO adopted a series of principles to guide its evaluation of the future 
of I-81 and the outcome it seeks from this investment.  These principles call for a solution that 
unifies our city and links our community’s economic engines; minimizes the highway's footprint 
and reduces the need for eminent domain; enhances access, safety, and walkability; and aspires 
to 22nd century design standards.  We are measuring the report and the options for the future 
of I-81 against these principles and the following goals: 
 

• Transformational Approach: The proposed solution should meet transportation needs 
while advancing our region’s strategic goals. 
 

• Minimize Adverse Impacts:  The proposed solution should minimize the width of any 
roadbed and associated rights-of-way, the need for eminent domain, and avoid the 
demolition of historic buildings and relocation of residents and businesses. 

 
• Improved Linkages: The solution should create better access and improved linkages 

between downtown and University Hill, link central city assets to the suburbs, and 
connect the region to national and global markets. 

 
• Transportation Benefits: The proposed solution should resolve traffic problems, not just 

move them. The solution should resolve safety concerns, support the use of mass 
transit, enhance walkability, and provide convenient access for commuters.  The 
solution should upgrade traffic patterns through the entire street grid to create better 
access than today’s I-81. 

 
• Environmental Impacts: The solution should embrace the highest level of urban design, 

minimize construction disruption, lead to environmental improvement, and result in 
generating additional land for development.  The solution should utilize state of the art 
technology to improve traffic flow and safety. 

 
These goals represent the lens through which CenterState CEO is evaluating the options for the 
future of I-81, and this is the nature of the information we seek to help the community make an 
informed and intelligent choice.  
 
 
II. Potential for Transformational Impact 
 
CenterState CEO seeks a transformational approach that provides for not only the movement of 
vehicles efficiently through the region, enhancing safety, and preserving access to national and 
international markets, but which will also incorporate a comprehensive system involving 
enhanced transportation options (transit, pedestrian, and bicycle).  It would provide for a 
program that would leave the region and city in better condition than it exists today, both from 
an economic development and tax standpoint, and also through significant improvements to the 
city’s appearance and its urban design characteristics.  While we understand NYSDOT’s 
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requirements to meet traffic and environmental requirements, we expect a project that goes 
beyond mitigating harm to one that enhances the community. 
 
In recent years, communities like Milwaukee, Chattanooga, Portland, OR and San Francisco, 
have reconfigured outdated transportation systems and opened up valuable real estate to 
hundreds of millions of dollars of private development, creating vibrant new areas of commerce 
and revitalized neighborhoods.  These projects have enhanced transportation access for 
businesses, commuters and tourists and ensured walkability for residents. There is absolutely no 
reason that we cannot achieve similar outcomes here.   
 
Furthermore, true transformation could be accelerated by aligning the goals for I-81 with the 
economic goals outlined in the Central New York Regional Economic Development Council’s 
(CNY REDC) Five-Year Strategic Plan.  Currently, there is no reference to the CNY REDC plan in 
the “Purpose and Need” statement (Section 2-6, “The Need for Transportation Infrastructure to 
Support Long Range Planning Efforts”).   
 
This plan outlines three priority goals to guide the region’s collective actions: 
  

• Strengthen Targeted Industry Concentrations that Leverage Unique Industry Assets 
• Improve Competitiveness in, and Connections to, the Regional, National, and Global 

Economies 
• Revitalize Our Region’s Urban Cores and Main Streets 

 
The CNY REDC plan identifies seven regional priority industry concentrations: Clean Energy and 
Environmental Systems; Health, Biomedical Services and Biosciences; Financial Services; 
Agribusiness and Food Processing; Advanced Manufacturing; Tourism; and Data to Decisions. 
The segment of I-81 under study passes by critical elements of four of these seven sectors. 
Within a few blocks of the current viaduct exist the Syracuse Center of Excellence in 
Environmental and Energy Systems (SyracuseCoE); four of the region’s largest hospitals; the CNY 
Biotech Accelerator, the Loguen’s Crossing site; the regional headquarters and national 
processing operations of numerous banks and insurance companies; and the region’s premier 
tourism assets such as the Oncenter, the Carrier Dome, Armory Square, and the gateway to the 
Inner Harbor and Destiny USA.  NYSDOT should specifically consider how this viaduct 
replacement project could link and enhance those assets.  The current I-81 corridor could be 
used to demonstrate environmental and energy saving technologies, as a backbone for high 
speed broadband connections to global financial centers such as New York City, Toronto, Boston 
or Washington; and enhancements to the visitor experience to the region. 
 
The I-81 project is also critical to achieving the goal of greater global connectivity.  Along the 14 
mile stretch of I-81 between the interchange points with I-481, this highway segment passes by 
Syracuse’s Hancock International Airport, and the CSX and NYS&W rail lines, both of which can 
link the region to the Port of New York and New Jersey, the New York State Thruway (I-90), and 
via I-481, the Port of Oswego, the Great Lakes, and by extension from the port to the St. 
Lawrence Seaway.  The I-81 project can be used to enhance all of those connections. 
 
There is also significant opportunity for the I-81 corridor to contribute to the revitalization of our 
region’s urban cores, main streets and neighborhoods.  The corridor is centered within the 
immediate neighborhoods of downtown, University Hill, and Syracuse’s Northside all of which 
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are experiencing investment equal to the cost of the highway project. At the same time, this 
highway segment also passes by some of the most economically challenged sections of the 
community., The opportunity exists to better connect these neighborhoods to the larger 
economy, create jobs for their residents, and assist in the upgrade of neighborhood housing.  
 
Better alignment of the project’s goals with those outlined in the CNY REDC’s plan could make 
the highway replacement truly transformational. 
 
 
III. Alignment of the Options with CenterState CEO’s Goals 

 
• Depressed Highway and “Other” Solutions 

 
Based on its goals, CenterState CEO was pleased to see NYSDOT has recommended 
no further consideration be given to the depressed highway options.  The depressed 
highway options are clearly some of the most destructive, requiring the largest 
amount of land through the city center. This would have resulted in a significant 
amount of land taking and demolition, led to the closure of multiple east-west 
streets essential for connectivity, caused a significant maintenance challenge for the 
removal of snow and trash, and required a longer construction period, at a higher 
cost than more reasonable options. 

 
We are also pleased to see the elimination of the West Street Arterial and Western 
Bypass options, both of which seemed to relocate the traffic problem rather than 
solve it.  Relocating traffic is not a goal of this project, rather it is to provide options 
so traffic can move in the most efficient manner between its origin and destination. 
The amount of land taking for the Western Bypass is inconceivable, and the West 
Street Arterial should be reduced in width and the east-west streets between 
downtown and the near west side re-connected as a part of any plan to enhance 
neighborhood connections and the visual appeal of the city.  There is simply no 
need for the number of lanes currently on that street. 

 
• Tunnel Alternatives 

 
While the tunnel options reduce land demand by placing at-grade streets above it 
(rather than next to it in the case of the depressed highway), and would offer the 
benefit of splitting traffic such that only traffic with destinations in downtown and 
University Hill would be on the at-grade streets, these options are destructive, 
requiring the acquisition and demolition of multiple properties, and result in the 
closure of several east-west streets to bring the tunnel back up to grade and to link 
with I-690. 
 
Construction as well as long-term operation and maintenance costs (lighting 24 
hours per day, continuous pumping of ground water, ensuring adequate fresh air 
exchange, and the extra costs of handling accidents and breakdowns) would need 
clear identification, scrutiny, and justification. More analysis would be needed to 
determine how many vehicles per day would use the tunnel, and how many would 
operate on the at-grade streets. If the volume in the tunnel was too low, there 
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would be significant construction and operating expenses when considered on a per 
car usage basis. 
 
Additionally, there must be a commitment by some party to pay those costs.  As a 
business organization, CenterState CEO wants to avoid any unnecessary expense 
which would lead to an increase in taxes and fees. Funding sources for this project 
would have to be clearly identified and sustainable, without resulting in an undue 
burden on area residents and businesses. 
 
If any tunnel option is further considered, it should be clearly routed in such away to 
have its openings in areas with few buildings and avoid the closure of significant 
cross streets.  Additionally, it should fit into the existing right of way to avoid the 
demolition of additional buildings, and commitments would have to be made for 
both the higher capital and operating costs of the tunnel. 
 

 
• Viaduct Alternatives 

 
It is hard to see CenterState’s CEO’s values reflected in the remaining viaduct 
options. These options would require more land to accommodate the need to 
conform to current federal highway standards, therefore resulting in acquisition and 
demolition of additional property, removing more property from the tax rolls, and 
leaving the dividing wall of the viaduct in place between downtown and University 
Hill. 
 
Furthermore, the design indicated in the draft scoping document is not 
inspirational, and the potential for significant demolition and devaluation of 
property in the region is not an acceptable outcome. 
 
While it may be one of the most cost-competitive solutions, there is nothing 
transformational in these options.  These alternatives would only continue to divide 
the heart of our city and speed traffic away from its center.  As such, the viaduct 
options are not in keeping with any of our region's current economic development 
strategies nor the hopes and goals we have for this project.  Other options provide 
for benefits we believe are more transformational for the economic development 
potential of our city and community. 

 
• Street-level Alternatives 

 
The street-level solutions address many of our goals, including reuniting the city 
center and generating more land for economic development. With proper zoning 
and development practices, these options could lead to an enhanced corridor 
through the city center. Drivers would be encouraged to explore the city rather than 
pass over it. It is imperative that the significant question around traffic flow and 
operations, maintenance, commute times and impacts on city streets and regional 
traffic patterns are addressed as part of the environmental impact statement 
process.   
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We would recommend that, in order to achieve the greatest chance of success for 
an at-grade option to work, it be considered in conjunction with either the I-481 re-
designation as recommended in the study, or used with the “S” solution that would 
make use of sections of  I-481 and I-690 to be re-designated as I-81.  This would 
encourage as much through traffic as possible to stay on the interstate and to only 
attract traffic onto the street-level solution that has an origin or destination close to 
the city center. 

 
• “Missing Links” 

 
We also need to understand the impact of the “missing links,” i.e. the current lack of 
a full interchange between I-81 and I-690.  While these links could be an important 
part of an enhanced system, they also have significant impacts on property 
acquisition and demolition. It is possible that the overall impact could be reduced by 
improving the street level connections between highways, rather than building 
these new connections. 

 
• Solutions Offered by the Community 

 
We recommend that NYSDOT subject the solutions proposed by the community, 
such as the “S” solution and the proposed tunnel/boulevard combination, to the 
same analysis the other options were given to guarantee that all the options that 
move forward have stood the basic tests of purpose and need, right of way, 
constructability and cost. 

 
 
IV. Additional components that should be included in the solution 
 

• Enhanced transit should have a role in any solution 
 

We recognize the state has a separate analysis underway with the Syracuse Transit 
Systems Analysis. There is a significant opportunity for a coordinated and 
comprehensive solution to the community’s transportation needs that should 
include enhanced transit services, and bicycle and pedestrian infrastructure.  Among 
the advocacy groups that have formed in the community over the future of the 
highway, one of the points of consensus is that mass transit should play a larger 
role, particularly in moving employees, customers, and visitors to concentrated 
centers such as University Hill, Downtown, and Destiny USA and the Syracuse 
lakefront. 
 
We ask for a better integration of mass transit and highway solutions in a single 
analysis to better determine whether some of the highway replacement options 
might either impede or enhance the potential for mass transit.  There will be no 
better opportunity to demonstrate the growing need for, and responsiveness of, 
mass transit systems then during the four to seven years of construction that the 
proposed highway replacement might take. 
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• Dispersing traffic away from the current viaduct should be a component of the 
analysis and multiple points of highway access to University Hill should be identified 

 
Given the sensitive nature of inserting such a large piece of infrastructure through 
the center city, we ask that NYSDOT determine steps that could be taken to reduce 
the amount of traffic that flows on the path of the existing viaduct through the city.  
Various estimates of vehicle flow on the current viaduct range from 70,000 to 
100,000 cars per day.  We recognize that the number varies depending on the time 
of day, day of week, and during special events (i.e., Carrier Dome events).  However,  
we believe NYSDOT should work to demonstrate a possible reduction in the flow 
over the path of the current viaduct, such as a more direct connection to University 
Hill from either I-690 and/or I-481, or other methods that might disperse traffic 
away from this location, either by taking advantage of the city’s existing street grid, 
adding other enhancements to the regional highway system, encouraging the 
greater use of mass transit for routine commuting, or by encouraging greater 
development of housing and work options that might be less dependent on the 
highway system. Since one of the largest flows of traffic on and off the existing 
viaduct is from University Hill at the Harrison/Adams interchange, we believe that 
creating new access points from I-690 and I-481 could greatly improve traffic flow, 
access for emergency vehicles to the hospitals, and better access to, and egress 
from Carrier Dome events.  

 
• More analysis of the impacts along the entire corridor in addition to the 

downtown/University Hill segment, particularly in the city’s south side and in the 
suburbs surrounding the corridor, is needed 

 
A great deal of the housing adjacent to the highway south of Adams Street is 
affordable public housing, which is fully occupied and in short supply. Many units 
are so close to the highway that they may prove to be uninhabitable during 
construction.  We urge NYSDOT to take the lead now to create a taskforce with 
local, state, and federal officials to devise a plan for relocation of the residents 
during construction.  We call this to your attention because Syracuse has had recent 
experience in the loss of affordable housing units, and the need to replace those 
was particularly challenging.  Given the short timeframe and special needs of many 
of the tenants, we urge the state to move forward with the creation of a taskforce 
to proactively address these needs. 
 
Impacts from each of the alternatives on suburbs surrounding the corridor also need 
to be examined.  NYSDOT has provided detailed drawings and images on the 
impacts of the changes required by the various options on the segment of the 
highway between University Hill and Downtown.   To make sure that the public is 
completely informed, NYSDOT needs to also provide more detailed drawings and 
images of suggested changes to I-81 or I-481 and I-690 in the suburbs, or other parts 
of the city, where NYSDOT has suggested that there would be changes required by 
the various options. 

 
• The positive impact of signal optimization and coordination 
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One enhancement we advocate for is an improvement in signal optimization and 
coordination, to move traffic efficiently along the existing city grid.  Thought should 
also given as to how more traffic might be moved by using the traditional grid, as 
well as how to enhance non-highway connections between the city and its suburbs 
along streets such as Salina Street, Erie Boulevard and other major paths that 
connect adjacent communities. 

 
• Aesthetics, urban design, and maintenance 
 

Any solution should greatly enhance the aesthetics of the highway as it passes 
through downtown Syracuse.  The current viaduct creates a barrier between 
downtown and University Hill that is not inviting to walk, bike or drive under. 
Additionally, the existing viaduct is adjacent to a number of empty lots, poorly 
designed parking, and a line of trees in need of pruning and replacement.   
 
At the current level of analysis, it is unclear whether the alternatives provide a 
transformational path for the community. We continue to be concerned that the 
remaining alternatives do not meet our aspirations for transformational design.  For 
example, the viaduct options currently offered are a continuation of the current 
form that splits the center of Syracuse as it has for the last 50 years.  The street level 
solutions are also unimaginative, offering only linear parks and/or trees alongside 
six lanes of traffic.  The street level solutions hold out the hope that new buildings 
could be constructed alongside the arterial, but there is no perspective which shows 
this possibility.  We ask that the design and engineering team demonstrate 
infrastructure solutions of which the community could be proud. 
 
We ask that the draft environmental impact statement consider these design and 
aesthetic issues, enhancing the visual connection between downtown and 
University Hill, identifying the amount of blockage of sunlight attributed to the 
various solutions, and finding a solution that is sustainable in the sense that any 
improvements built to enhance the design of the highway have dedicated funding 
streams to support them, including the identification of a long-term maintenance 
budget.  There should not be an automatic assumption that the City of Syracuse can 
afford to maintain amenities located along the right of way.  Better and more 
imaginative solutions should be identified. A specific maintenance plan for any 
improvements should be developed, and commitments to fund them identified. 

 
 

V. Key Information Required for the Analysis 
 
There are several pieces of additional information that need to be part of a thorough analysis: 

 
• Better origin/destination information 
 

CenterState CEO believes the analysis can be greatly enhanced if more detailed 
information on the origin and destination of travelers on I-81 is provided.  Some 
current viaduct traffic may be there because drivers perceive it as the current best 
alternative to reach their destination, not necessarily the optimal route to travel.

Better information on the origin and destination of vehicles could indicate other 
enhancements needed to the transportation system to optimize traffic flow.  This 
could also help reduce commute times and identify the impacts on business. 

 
• Inventory of the impacted properties 
 

We also ask NYSDOT to identify which properties will likely need to be seized and 
buildings that will need to be demolished in order to meet the project goals and 
highway standards.  As we are about to begin the required Section 106 of the 
National Historic Preservation Act review, it is imperative that NYSDOT  provide the 
information to the community as to where the various viaduct replacement options 
will be located and what buildings must come down as a result.   

 
• Analysis of impact on the region’s health care institutions and emergency access 
 

There are multiple sensitive receptors along the path of I-81, including most of the 
community’s acute care hospitals located within a very short distance of the 
interstate, and several other health care facilities, such as Loretto at the intersection 
of I-81 and I-481, south of the city. These facilities are of particular concern given 
the physical and emotional condition of the patients, and the need for the 
community to preserve access both during construction and after the project.  The 
impact of noise, dust, and vibration during construction on the ability of these 
facilities to conduct diagnostic tests, provide medical care, and house patients must 
be addressed.  We believe there should also be a detailed emergency services 
access plan that will show how emergency services will access the institutions 
during and after construction under the various scenarios. 

 
• Health and noise impacts 
 

With the large and growing number of residents in close proximity to the highway, 
we ask that the draft environmental impact statement address the public health 
issues which may be experienced by existing residents, or new residents that choose 
housing close to the path of any solution.  We ask that NYSDOT specifically identify 
the likely health issues one might experience while living in close proximity to 
vehicle exhaust, and the likely level of exposure for each of the solutions being 
advanced.  We also ask that the environmental impact study specifically address the 
noise level adjacent to the highway and how far different levels of noise might 
extend out from the solution, and how that might change as different solutions are 
adopted. 

 
• Life cycle costs of the solutions 
 

We also ask that NYSDOT address the long term life cycle costs of the proposed 
infrastructure.  Everything we have reviewed to date includes estimates of the 
capital costs of the options, but very little information on the long term 
maintenance, operation and repair costs. We must minimize those expenses for a 
solution to be truly sustainable.  
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• Economic impact analysis 
 

It is clear this project will have both positive and negative economic consequences 
in the region.  If the project built links to the assets described in the CNY REDC plan, 
there is the potential to create high economic value from the construction. We ask 
that NYSDOT also determine which solution has the potential to generate long-term, 
permanent jobs for our community. 
 
We would like to see a solution that could generate an improvement in air quality 
and avoid any adverse regulatory impacts that could be created if air quality in 
proximity to the project is degraded. However, the potential loss of economic 
vitality must also be addressed.  Proposed options that may require more land than 
presently dedicated, force the relocation of businesses, result in the demolition of 
recently accomplished projects, or result in a significant rise in ongoing operation 
and maintenance costs and subsequent taxation could undermine the region’s 
fragile economic recovery from the recession and the progress reflected in new 
investment recently accomplished in the central city. The economic benefits and 
costs of each option considered should be clearly identified and calculated. 

 
• New technology testing and advancement 
 

We also ask that the state identify intelligent solutions/or new technologies that 
could be demonstrated on this section of highway since this is a capital project with 
a life expectancy of 50 to 75 years.  With the educational institutions and the 
adjacent SyracuseCoE, it should be a site which can be easily studied and where 
technologies are tested. We have read with interest about concepts of using 
highways to generate electricity or heat that would be relevant to local research and 
the reduction in global warming.  We would like to see the project as a testbed for 
engineering advancements.  This type of research could greatly contribute to 
advances in environmental, energy, and safety technologies which would lead to 
new knowledge to apply to future projects. 

 
• Explicit construction Timelines 
 

As part of the analysis and evaluation, NYSDOT should provide its best estimates of 
the construction timeline for each option studied. It is clear that one of the largest 
adverse impacts could result from lengthy construction timelines which could 
impede access to the center city and University Hill.  The goal should be to minimize 
the time of construction for any selected project.  We also ask that NYSDOT present 
options for how construction projects can be phased to mitigate adverse impacts to 
commerce and quality of life. 

 
• Mitigation opportunities 
 

It will be imperative that the EIS discuss mitigation techniques and opportunities 
required for this project by looking at this as an entire transportation system.  We 
need to understand what tools are available, either from a regulatory lens, 
transportation funding, or other sources, to mitigate impacts on the community

such as pollution, construction disruption, noise, relocation of businesses and 
residents, and economic impacts. We want the state’s best efforts to mitigate traffic 
by using projects such as the proposed Inland Port project (which might reduce 
traffic by eliminating empty backhauls, and move more containerized freight by 
train).  Best practices to limit dirt, noise and vibration during construction should be 
outlined.   
 
 

VI. Conclusion 
 

CenterState CEO appreciates the significant work NYSDOT and its consulting team have invested 
in this project.  This plan is much more than the replacement of an aging highway viaduct, but a 
significant opportunity to make a positive connection between the transportation network and 
the economy of the community.  To accomplish that, it must not only be an explicit goal to 
strengthen the economy, but that must be operationalized in tangible ways.  Regional consensus 
has gone into the development of the CNY REDC plan as a framework that drives investment in 
CNY.  A prudent start is to drive the linkage between the Regional Economic Development 
Council plan and this project. 
 
We also need to actively avoid harm from the project.  This project provides an opportunity to 
reverse the legacy of I-81’s initial construction through the city’s neighborhoods, and to take 
steps to thoughtfully address impacts to residences and businesses located along the corridor.  
Realizing that a major project will be built, we need to accelerate the planning and identification 
of resources to address those impacts now, rather than after the record of decision is released. 
 
The project must effectively address and eliminate the barrier wall that I-81 has become 
through the city.  Plans must also be devised to better connect the city, generate land for 
economic development, and aspire to world-class design and aesthetics of the future project 
compared with the current condition.  Building “more of the same” with no tangible 
improvement in the appearance of the city, will be a failure. 
 
We need to seize opportunities not only to move cars efficiently through and around the city, 
but to eliminate unnecessary traffic, improve access, and enhance the existing grid.  We need to 
link the economy of the region to the rest of the world and demonstrate new technology and 
mitigation techniques, all of which could lead to a truly transformational project. 
 
As noted, many unanswered questions must be addressed regarding each of the remaining 
options, and key principles that demand greater attention as this process moves forward.  A 
smart, modern planning decision is necessary to ensure we realize the full benefit of more than 
a billion dollars of infrastructure investment in our community and the region. 
 
We appreciate NYSDOT’s consideration of our comments, and we look forward to continuing to 
work with NYSDOT in the next phase of planning to achieve positive outcomes for our 
community.

Question or Comment - An idea I have not seen publicized for the route 81 dilemma would be to
consider using the CSX railroad right-of-way that snakes its way from just south of the E. Adams St. I-
81N.exit through the west side of the city and emerges close to I?81 near the Carousel Mall.

This might be enough of a right-of-way to rebuild I-81 so that the bulk of the roadway goes through a
commercial section of the northwest side of Syracuse rather than the downtown part of Syracuse.

If this were possible, there would be two very positive side effects. This would eliminate the
transporting of toxic, flammable, and explosive materials through the heart of our city. To wit,
approximately 2 years ago a propane tank car fell off the tracks between I-81 and the SU Dome.

Is there a reason that the demolition of the viaduct is not included in the “V” cost
calculations?

The Downtown Committee of Syracuse, Inc. is a private, not-for-profit, professional downtown 
management organization, representing all property owners and tenants within the central 
business district.  Our mission is to encourage Downtown Syracuse’s revitalization and as the 
steward of the Downtown Special Assessment District, we undertake programs to improve 
downtown’s image, strengthen its economic base, increase its attractiveness, and assure that 
it’s clean, safe, and accessible.    Our boundaries are I-690 to the north; I-81 to the east; Adams 
Street to the south; and Onondaga Creek to the west. 
 
We play an active role on the Economic Development and Sustainability Working Groups with 
both staff and Board Members participating in each.  We value the work that NYSDOT has 
undertaken to date, as well as the opportunities provided to engage the public.  We also 
appreciate the continual release of information, which is key to ensuring that this process is 
transparent, and that the community has the tools it needs to make an informed, intelligent 
choice. 
 
We have reviewed the Final Scoping Document that was released on June 26th and have 
attended the public meetings that have been held on the topic of I-81.   We would like to 
provide the following comments for inclusion in the public record: 
 
Downtown Committee of Syracuse Evaluation 
 
At the start of the process, the Downtown Committee identified a series of goals which are 
critical to ensuring Downtown’s revitalization and measured each proposed alternative against

these goals.  We have attached these goals, along with an evaluation of each of the alternatives 
to this document as Appendix A.   
 
By measuring our goals against the information presented to date, the Downtown Committee 
of Syracuse has determined that the Street Level alternatives provide the greatest 
opportunity to support Downtown’s continued revitalization because of the opportunities for 
increased connections between neighborhoods, increased tax revenue and new development 
that a Street Level alternative provides.  However, while SL-1, SL-2, and SL-3 provide a good 
starting point, we do not believe that these are the final design answers and we support 
NYSDOT’s process to conduct further evaluation, engineering and design work for the 
alternatives identified, as will take place in the EIS process.  Further, we wish to state that 
building a new or wider viaduct is not the answer and would be detrimental to our community 
by continuing to serve as a barrier between neighborhoods, creating more dead space, 
removing more properties from the tax base, and lowering property values of areas adjacent to 
an elevated structure.  
 
We are in the midst of an urban renaissance in our center city, which is also the area directly 
surrounding the I-81 project area.  Development investments underway total more than $1.4 
billion.  Therefore, we believe it critical for NYSDOT to foster continued growth in these rapidly 
growing neighborhoods and develop a solution that improves the center city and avoids 
demolition and property takings, restores connections to neighborhoods - both to each other 
and to our suburban partners - that will not lead to dead-ending of streets and street closures, 
encourages pedestrian mobility, and most importantly, provides an opportunity through 
aesthetics and design to encourage economic growth and the return of urban properties to our 
tax base.   
 
We support NYSDOT’s removal of the Tunnel and Depressed Highway proposals, the Western 
Bypass, and the Salt City Circuit from further analysis. We believe these alternatives do not 
further the goals we’ve articulated for a future transit system.  Specifically, many of them do 
not meet key criteria of building connections to neighborhoods, given their requirement to 
sever or dead-end several streets and/or demolish properties to provide land area that 
accommodates a wider roadway.  Nor would they encourage further land development that 
would generate more revenue for this community given the disruptive nature of cutting off 
roadways.   
 
Appendix A   provides a visual that demonstrates how each alternative proposed by NYSDOT 
aligns with our criteria.  The following sections outline our review, comments, and 
recommendations related to our criteria: 
 

I. Restore Connections to neighborhoods - Eliminate visual and physical barriers  

We are pleased that NYSDOT has identified local travel needs, connectivity, and access to key 
destinations among the items to be addressed during this process.   We urge NYSDOT to place a 
high value on the accessibility needs of the local population and ensure that these needs are 
paramount to decisions that will be made on the future of I-81.  We would like to see an 



improved utilization of the entire city street grid and traffic light synchronization to encourage 
more efficient movement of cars. Our community needs to design a transportation system 
(including considerations for cars, mass transit, bike and pedestrian access) that meet the 
needs of our population and reflects a growing desire to both live and work in a walkable, 
urban environment, but also with an eye to the future transportation trends.   
 

 We request that NYSDOT review and share with the community information on traffic counts for 

the local street grid to determine capacity, and improvements that can be made to the existing 

system to more efficiently handle traffic. 

 

 We ask that NYSDOT propose ways to disperse traffic onto multiple routes and not look to a one 

road solution to manage traffic as part of this process.   

 
 We ask that NYSDOT help us to understand how it came to the determination of numbers of 

lanes needed for the SL alternatives. 

 
With 27,000 workers who travel into Downtown Syracuse daily, we are the employment hub of 
the region.  Neighboring University Hill houses the region’s largest employers.  The current 
viaduct structure creates a visible and psychological barrier that impedes development adjacent 
to this roadway.  As evidenced by the valuation model below based on 2013 real property data 
from Onondaga County, on an assessed value per acre basis, property values decrease the 
closer a property is located to the viaduct.  Downtown Syracuse and University Hill are the two 
peaks shown on this map.  The valley between represents the path of I-81.  It is evident that the 
values decrease the closer a property is to the highway on both the eastern and western sides 
of the highway.  We share this with you to provide context as to the negative impact the 
elevated highway has on our tax base. 
 

 
 
 

This is a side profile of Onondaga County that demonstrates assessed value per acre.  The highest valued real estate is located in Downtown 

Syracuse and University Hill.  The valley between the two peaks represents the path of the 81 corridor.   



We understand that NYSDOT is exploring two ways to connect the elevated I-81/I-690 
interchange to the SL alternatives and that elevating Erie Blvd may be a solution to achieving 
that goal.   
 

 We ask NYDOT to further study and share information about potential dead ending of streets as 

the Downtown Committee’s preference would be to leave the street grid in place as much as 

possible. 

 

 We ask that NYSDOT review design opportunities to connect the SL alternatives to I-690 using 

existing on-ramp locations such as Teall Avenue, to avoid dead-ending of existing through 

streets. 

  
II. Create the Opportunity to transform the current land area into a vibrant, new 

neighborhood  

To facilitate this goal, we urge the City/County Planning Agency to encourage zoning/planning 
for the appropriate scale development.  This includes allowance for dense, mixed commercial 
and residential uses, installation of sidewalks, and other amenities that will support further 
tourism and residential growth.   
 
As part of this process, NYSDOT and the FHWA should identify ways in which it can support the 
municipality in providing long-term maintenance support of this area, which will help it to 
thrive.    
 
We ask NYSDOT to review and take into consideration the CNY Regional Economic 
Development Council’s (CNY REDC) Strategic Plan, which is the structure that New York State 
created for regions to identify goals and priorities for how public funds are spent.  Among the 
top three priorities outlined the CNY REDC plan to guide our regional actions and investments 
was to Revitalize our Urban Cores and Main Streets. 

 
The current path of I-81 has done significant harm to the urban core. We do not support any 
plan which will do more damage to our neighborhood fabric.  We believe there are significant 
opportunities for NYSDOT to transform our urban center in to a vibrant, accessible location.  In 
fact, a recent housing market analysis conducted by RMS Strategies, Inc. has determined that 
downtown residential housing is at capacity (99.7% occupancy) and there is a current demand 
for 900+ more units, illustrating the demand that exists to live in our burgeoning neighborhood.  
Urban redevelopment is key to our region’s continued growth.  Therefore, it’s critical that 
NYSDOT avoid alternatives that will destroy more of our urban fabric. 
  
We urge NYSDOT to design a complete transportation system to allow for uses that attract, 
encourage and promote pedestrian activity and walkability, fostering neighborhood growth.  
Mass transit opportunities currently appear to be absent from the materials that have been 
released.  The SL alternatives allow for infill developments and vibrant corridors by freeing up 
land for the types of mixed-use developments that are so successfully revitalizing our urban 
core.   



 
 We ask that NYSDOT undertake a competitive analysis of the land values adjacent to the current 

path of I-81 and compare these values to other communities who have removed elevated 

structures from their communities to determine the impact of removal of an overhead 

structure, similar to this viaduct, on the tax base of a community.   

 

III. Create Transportation Alternatives  

We look to NYSDOT to ensure this process results in improved access to downtown from 
University Hill and other neighborhoods through multiple access/egress opportunities.  NYSDOT 
has stated that in all street-level alternatives, the goal would be to maximize use of the existing 
street grid, which the Downtown Committee feels is critical to improving existing conditions. 
 

 We request NYSDOT look at multiple points of access to University Hill from roadways such as I-

481, Teall Ave, Colvin Street and street-grid options.   

 

 We request NYSDOT ensure that the final solution is designed in such a way as to allow 

opportunity for efficient mass transit and bicycle options.  The amount of commuters relying on 

cars for their sole means of transportation is decreasing. We ask NYSDOT to look at national 

trends of distances traveled per licensed driver, per vehicle, and per household to determine if 

this number is increasing or decreasing.  A recent study by Michael Sivak of the University of 

Michigan Transportation Research Institute examined driving trends in the U.S. from 1984 to 

2011 and has published a report detailing that those figures have plummeted since 2004.  

NYSDOT needs to look ahead to the future and not design alternatives solely for today’s mode 

of travel. 

 

 We request NYSDOT ensure a comprehensive vehicular wayfinding signage program results 

from this this project.   

 

 We ask that NYSDOT look at larger dispersion model, utilizing more of the City’s street grid and 

not just the 1 to 3 streets identified in the SL-1, SL-2 and SL-3 alternatives.  It is critical that 

NYSDOT view this area from a citywide approach and strive to improve multiple routes in the 

City’s street grid to encourage better traffic flow.  This cannot be a one-road solution.    

 

 We ask NYSDOT provide a regional traffic analysis and master plan to address through-traffic 

needs for this corridor, incentives for waste haulers to remain on the interstate which we know 

to be a concern of suburban communities, and emergency access routing from I-690 to the 

hospitals.  Included with that should be coordination with Syracuse University for a new campus 

entrance off I-481 and other dispersion techniques to alleviate congestion at Adams Street. 

 
 We ask that NYSDOT undertake further investigation on regional dispersion strategies to 

maximize use of our transportation system. 

 
 
 



IV. Consider Design Aesthetics 

The historic architecture in Downtown Syracuse is iconic and strongly contributes to our 
community’s identity. New construction, both in Downtown Syracuse and on University Hill, has 
created innovative, unique landmarks that complement the existing historic urban fabric. 
Aesthetic creativity must be prioritized along with functionality to ensure that a transportation 
solution is created that reflects the community’s soul. A basic design that is unspecific to our 
architectural assets will not suffice. 
 

 We request NYSDOT challenge their consulting team to produce designs that prioritize 

aesthetics.  Aesthetics are important to future of our community and this should be explored in 

more detail as part of the working group process. 

 

V. Project Cost 

National trends show a reverse of suburban sprawl and a focus on urban development, 
sustainability, and walkable communities closer to public transportation.  NYS and federal funds 
should be spent on sustainable solutions for the future and reflect the current trends of in-
migration to cities.   While NYSDOT has identified Project Cost in its presentations, there has 
not been any information shared of ongoing maintenance costs associated with each 
alternative that has been recommended to move forward for further review.  This is a critical 
issue for our community.   
 

 We ask that NYSDOT share maintenance cost information with the community so that we 

understand how much a street level versus a viaduct alternative will require of our community 

in ongoing maintenance costs, and this cost needs to be projected over the lifespan of the 

roadway (lifecycle costs). 

 

 We ask that NYSDOT undertake financial modeling to ensure that an unsustainable financial 

situation is not created as a result of this project.  Maintenance is key, and while NYSDOT and 

the FHWA will provide the upfront costs, NYSDOT needs to tell us if NY State can commit the 

resources to repair an elevated roadway over the next 75 years, which, at the end of its useful 

life, will require an even larger investment than what would be needed today.  

 

 Minimize Demolition – NYSDOT needs to consider the effect of demolishing buildings and seizing 

properties on Syracuse’s tax base by undertaking an analysis of its impacts on Syracuse and 

Onondaga County.  Syracuse needs more tax-paying properties to create an economically 

sustainable future and more wealth for the community.  Based on the renderings put forward by 

NYSDOT at the June 26th scoping meeting, a rough estimate provided by the organization 

“Rethink 81” estimates that viaduct option V-2 has the potential to remove $3.3 million, 

annually, from our tax base.   

 

o We request that NYSDOT provide more specific information about demolition of 

buildings and effect on tax base with the various solutions proposed.   

 
 



VI. Generate New Tax Revenue for the City/County and Ensure Long-term Sustainability 

In 2014, the Downtown Committee engaged a firm to take a closer look at what Downtown 
Syracuse returns to the community via property and sales taxes.  We found that it is a 
significant revenue generator:  on a value per acre basis, Downtown Syracuse makes up nearly 
2% of the City’s taxable land, yet it produces nearly 10% of the City's tax revenue.  Downtown is 
also part of the County, so it pays Onondaga County property taxes.  On a county-wide basis, 
downtown consumes 0.1% of the land area, yet it produces 1% of the property taxes.  This is a 
ten times ratio of potency.  Or, another way to think about it: one employee doing the work of 
10 people, from a tax productivity standpoint.  This provides incredible returns to the 
community.    
 
With the Street Level alternatives, the opportunity exists to create a roadway that encourages 
the types of mixed-use developments that have so successfully spurred downtown’s 
revitalization.  The SL alternatives would remove a visible and physical barrier between 
University Hill and Downtown and free up tax-exempt land for development opportunities. 
NYSDOT has stated that a street-level option could present opportunities for revenue due to 
the increased land available for development. 
 

 We request that NYSDOT focus on opportunities to improve our tax base, generate revenue, and 

generate long-term wealth for Syracuse, such as the opportunities for infill development 

presented by the SL alternatives.  As analyzed by “Rethink 81,” the SL opportunities presented 

could add more than seven acres of land for redevelopment, increasing property taxes, sales 

taxes, employment and residential opportunities.   

 

o We request that NYSDOT undertake an analysis to determine how much land the 

various alternatives will return or take away from the tax rolls.  

 

o We request that NYSDOT review and share information from case studies to compare 

land use/development patterns adjacent to SL alternatives such has been presented to 

date, as well as land use/development patterns adjacent to elevated highways.   

 

NYSDOT has referred to local jobs associated with projects such as I-81 and referenced 
labor opportunities,  as well as businesses needed for supplies and transportation once the 
project begins.   
 
 While temporary jobs are part of the discussion, we request that NYSDOT look beyond the 

‘project’ phase and prioritize long-term community impacts –permanent jobs and residents for 

new buildings in areas that can be rebuilt.  We need a solution that will ensure long-term 

positive impacts for our community, and is not solely focused on the construction period.      

 

VII. Property Takings 

It’s critical that NYSDOT minimize the number of properties taken as a result of this project.  
The Downtown Committee’s sole mission is downtown’s revitalization - demolishing buildings 
for the creation of a wider roadway is counter-productive to the re-densification work 



underway. With more than $356 million in investment downtown now, seizing and demolishing 
properties in an area of the community that is driving significant investment that benefits the 
rest of the community does nothing but economically hurt Onondaga County in the long-run.   
 

 We ask that NYSDOT make public the list of affected properties for all of the alternatives 

proposed.   

 

 We ask that NYSDOT provide tax information on all affected properties so that the community 

can understand the opportunity cost associated with each alternative.   

 
 When considering alternatives for the future of I-81, NYSDOT needs to consider the impact of 

the design on our building stock.   

 
o Additional buildings should not be demolished as it decreases revenue generation 

opportunities for our community. The fiscal health of the region depends on the vitality 

of Downtown Syracuse. 

 
VIII. Construction  

We ask that NYSDOT be more definitive in sharing construction timelines and processes 
associated with the proposed alternatives.  In order to cause minimal traffic and financial 
disruption for businesses in the area, NYSDOT needs to minimize the construction period by 
implementing a phased approach.   
 

 We request more detailed analysis of a construction phasing approach.  Information shared by 

NYSDOT to date states that the Street Level Alternatives offer the most attractive strategy in this 

regard as construction can start while the viaduct is still standing.  Additionally, work can be 

done to I-481 and the street grid to prepare for the increases in traffic volume.   

 
According to NYSDOT, if a street-level alternative was chosen, work to I-481 would be 
completed first, most likely over a summer. Construction on a street-level alternative would be 
able to start sooner than a bridge alternative because construction on a new viaduct would be 
more intensive. This aligns with the Downtown Committee’s goals of minimizing negative 
impacts to businesses.   
 
NYSDOT has also stated that studies estimate 60,000 vehicles use the viaduct daily and, of 
those, 10% are through traffic, so only 10% would need to use I-481 to continue north during 
construction. NYSDOT has estimated that detour routes would be set up during construction 
and that I-690 would be a major detour area. NYSDOT studies indicate that I-481 has the 
available capacity to handle additional traffic.  
 

 This will be a disruptive time for the community.   It’s critical that NYSDOT implement a 

mitigation strategy to support businesses through this transition.  We ask that the NYS assigned 

Working Groups provide recommendations as to the contents of a mitigation plan.   

 



 
Conclusion 
It is imperative that the transportation solution selected provides opportunities for increased tax 
revenue, opportunities for new development, and opportunities for better connectivity between 
Downtown Syracuse and University Hill, the County’s most valuable land from a property tax generation 
standpoint. The health of our entire community, not just Downtown Syracuse, depends on this.  
 

We appreciate NYSDOT’s consideration of our comments, and we look forward to continuing to 
work with NYSDOT in the next phase of planning to bring about transformational change in our 
community.
